Col. H. P. Ward, U. S.
A., 1s Chapel Speaker

Alma students were unusually for-

tunate to hear at chapel, Monday
morning, Colonel Harry Parker
Ward, U. S. A. of the Infantry Re-
serve.

Col. Ward took as his subject, “Na-
tional Defense” a field in which he s
very much interested. "The public,”
he says, "does not realize the really
great importance of this question.
Measures now being taken by the
war Department wno are aware of
the international peril which exists
to prepare for any emergency which
might come to pass. It is the gen-
eral concession that the World wants
peace but this peace cannot come
without the teaching of Jesus Christ
oeing considered.

Col. Ward proceeded to name sev-
eral existing conditions which we are
to suspicious of and it is for us to be-
come acquainted with these problems
lami turn our energies toward coun-
teracting them, (1) The world is
sick Ol war,- inspiteofthisitisina
state of chaos; Russia, China, France
Great Britain, and several other
countries are at sea because of inter-
Inal disruption. (2) The great inter-
national questions do not as a rule
come to the public in all of their in-
Itricacies through the magazines and
the newspapers. (3) Babson states
that ‘tonditions are more favorable
now for conflict than ever before.”
() Asquith says that there are
more men in arms now than ever be-
fore and above all that ()5) the Uni-
ted States is the only country follow-
ing the agreement of the peace trea-
ty and 1is the only peace country to-
day.-

In order to prepare for and com-
bat any amergency which the "AH
humanity” the Colonel explained,
expects sometimes to see world peace
but the present status of world af-
fairs cannot be arranged for a long
jperiod to make this possible. Conse-
quently the whole question at hanc
hinges around the interim.”

As a makeshift solution, the gov-
ernment has taken means to institute
the Reserve Act of 1920. which comes
twenty years in arrears of the pro-
gress of the country. The clause pro-
vides for a reserve army which in-
cludes under 1ts supervision gany
heretofore were operated by indivi-

The Alma collegians brushed
Hillsdale College entirely off the
Michigan Intercollegiate  scenery
Saturday, when the speedy little

Maroon and Cream bunch ran up a

count of 32 to 0 on the Blue and
White 1in an encounter that was ex-
pected would be a desperately
fought struggle.

It was a hard fought game in
spots, especially when Alma neared
the Hillsdale goal, when the de-
fense of the Jefferson men stiffened
and forced Alma to open with real
stuff in order to cash touchdowns.
Three of the fivwe touchdowns came
as a result of line drives, end runs
and forward passing, while the
other two were made as the result
of close following of the pigskin, in-
tercepted passes, one by Carty, and
one by Elias making them possible.
Alma used the same lineup that
started against Olivet the previous
week.

Hillsdale kicked to Harley Cath-
erman to put the struggle under-
way. Alma carried the ball to mid-
field, and with the Hillsdale tackles
crashing through the line Alma fum-
bled and Hillsdale recovered. Hills-
dale, after two plays attempted to
pass, and Carty smashing through
the Blue and White defense nailed
the ball, which the thrower was
still juggling, and raced 55 yards to
the goal line for a touchdown. He
then dropkicked goal, making the
count 7 to 0 Alma up.

Hillsdale Kkicked again and Cap-
tain Wright took the bhall. Alma
started a march down the field,
which was finally hauled when Al-
ma was offside. Elias passed to
Carty for 25 yards Carty added 15
more before being puled down on
the five yard lire.

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INTELLIGENCE 1ESiS?

In a recent issue of the Almanian
there appeared an editorial ot* ex-
planation concerning the recent in-
telligence tests administered  the
iresnmen. This write-up was based
on Me fact that a general all-around
discussion followed the test as to
“whether the ‘annual appraisal’ was
detrimental or beneficial and then
proceeded with a constructive argu-
ment concerning the move.

In the first place it may be true
that many of us are unaware of the
principles involved in a test of this
kind and at the same time it may al-
so be true that as many more of us
are not acquainted with the reasons
for giving them* hut for those of us
who have been here longer, we are
very well aware of the results which
inevitably come out from them.

Whether the student beeames clas
sifted or not is no problem for dis-
cussion- that they do bcome so cat-
alogued goes- without question, rirst
of all, the ten highest in both the
hoys” and girls’ divisions are an-
nounced before the student body, an 1
further results may he obtained in-
dividually which they usually are be-
cause of no other reason than curios-
ity. Thus each one knows his rat-
ing among his fellows. Hu* fmtlv
a student goes through his eolleg-
course, the more he learns about in-
telligence tests in general; that they
are means used by the college facul
ty in determining his real worth anl
” intellectual capacity and as a conse-
quence, the tests of his frosh ye»r
become more and more impressive in
his mind. To he conscious of a men-
tal capacity grading hanging over
his head in his daily associations is
in a large percentage of cases deter-
iorating, whether the grading he
high or low, a destructive reaction
very often results.

Whether the tests be fair or not
only brings up the many reasons un-
iversally advanced by opponent's of
the practice. At the present time
the system of testing are in a stage
of experiment, in fact only in their
infancy providing they ever grow up.
Various methods are used throughout
the country and state, some similar
to those used in Alma and some quite
different*. With a group of students
coming from such a widely diversifi-
ed group of High Schools, their pre-
vious experience with tests varying
considerably thus makes the ultimate
results very inaccurate in the com-
parisons. Such a point may seen
very negligible at first, but neverthe-
less the repetition, if any, bears with
considerable weight on the results.

That students temperaments vary
to a great degree, so that they per-
form with unequal energy in the act
of undergoing competitive tests is
conceded in modern pedagogy. Thus
the limit of energy on the part of
many students is held back iIn many
cases and again results of true ac-
curacy cannot be warranted. Many
other reasons, too numerous to men-
tion, are advanced from time to
time against the tests, but these are
toward the tests themselves concern-
ing their inaccuracy and beliefs tab-
ulated from results. Conceding the
cause of the intelligence test the only
fault at hand lies in the immediate
or individual result and effects upon
these tested.

The only reason brought out by the
administration for applying the test
is to make a comparison with results
and the semester marks. Last year
a fifty per cent accurate comparison
was made. According to the law of
averages, any wholesale lottery
would have obtained the desired re-
sults so why apply such a complicat-
ed method as the test which carries
with it psychological effect on each

individual either uplifting or abas-
ing?
