brilliant flank attack and <a great 
aerial g a m e  which brought A l m a  :a 
well-earned 19 to 0 victory over the Teachers.

Not once during the entire fray 
did the Ypsilanti team seriously 
threaten the A l m a  goal line, the elev­
en at all times showing a defense 
that the Teachers could not success­
fully break d o w n  and only once or 
tw’ice could a good gain be secured 
so stalwart w a s  the defensive work. 
Just twice during the entire g a m e  
did > psi break through the A l m a  de­
fense for a first down, and not once 
during the fray could the Teachers 
complete an overhead play. Forty 
yards w a s  handed to the Teachers in 
penalties, 25 of which c a m e  offside 
play in the first quarter.

(Continued from cage one) 
talk on finances and credit as he said 
that was really his speciality. “Dis-! 
honesty destroys credit,” Mr. Crisp 
told the fellows, “but a reputation for 
promptness in fulfilling obligations 
is one of the greatest assets in busi­
ness. A  reputation for square deal­
ing is coming to be of m o r e  value in 
business than a large bank account, 
which formerly w a s  the standard of 
comparison.” Mr. Crisp spoke of the 
lack of judgement so often found in 
college graduates and urged that stu­
dents learn to m a k e  careful decisions 
without being influenced too greatly 
by others.

Mr. Fulcher in introducing the last 
speaker, Sinclair Tebo, spoke briefly 
of the “Y ” as it w a s  w h e n  he entered 
college and expressed his interest and 
appreciation in the activity of the 
“Y ” this year. Mr. Tebo, newly elect­
ed student m a n a g e r  of athletics, dis­
cussed the aims of tfne organization 
as outlined by the cabinet. T h e  work 
of the meeting is to be divided and 
specialized in three discussion groups i 
to be held at Pioneer Hall for Fresh-1 
men, at the Phi Phi Alpha House for) 
all m e n  near the college and at the 
Zeta S i gm a House for m e n  in that 
part of town. For the first period of 
seven weeks at least several faculty 
m e m b e r s  are to conduct these groups, 
while it is probable that out-siders 
and upper classmen will be worked in 
as assistants end take over the next 
period after Christmas. T h e  leaders 
expect to use the book, “ M e n  W h o  
M a d e  Good,” by Robert Speer as an 
outline for the discussions. In addi­
tion it is planned to have the entire

month on the one week of the four 
that the smaller groups do not meet 
and have both a short inspirational 
meeting and a social good time.
