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German Dept. Head Speaks at 
Washington U in St. Louis 

on Richard Wagner.

Di. Theodore Sehreiber read a 
paper entitled “ Die Liebescthik der 
Wagnersehen Musikdramen” at St. 
Louis, Missouri, before the Ger­
m a n  Literature section of the M o d ­
ern Language Association which 
was celebrating its 50th anniver­
sary at Washington University, 
December 27 and 28. Dr. Schrei- 
ber’s paper traced the Ethos of 
Love in the Wagnerian musical 
dramas, searching for the back­
ground of the present German 
ethical ideal that the highest love 
is found in marriage.

About a thousand members, rep­
resenting colleges and universi­
ties from all parts of the United 
States and Canada, attended the 
sessions.

The Association had its begin­
ning as a conference of teachers of 
modern languages held just 50 
years ago. Forty scholars met in 
N e w  York City, December 27 and 
28, 1888, to discuss matters per­
taining to modern language study 
in American colleges and universi­
ties. This conference was remark­
able as the first attempt ever made 
in the United States to unite the 
professors of modern languages 
and to develop a m o n g  them a feel­
ing of c o m m o n  interest. A s  a re­
sult of this conference the Modern 
Language Association of America 
was organized, with Professor 
Franklin Carter of Williams Col­
lege as president, and Professor 
A. Marshall Elliott of Johns H o p ­
kins University as secretary.

In the course of the fifty years, 
the Modern Language Association 
has gradually developed into a 
large national organization. Its 
membership at the present time is 
something more than four thous­
and and it includes members from 
every one of the forty-eight states 
in the Union. It is at present the 
only organization in this country 
which devotes itself primarily to 
scholarly research within its field. 
It forms one of the constituent so­
cieties of the American Council of 
Learned Societies, and carries in 
this w a y  a large responsibility in 
maintaining, stimulating, and di­
recting higher studies in the M o d ­
ern Languages and Literature.

Spencer Claims Roosevelt is 
Dictator Because Jefferson 

Was Poor Speaker.

“ Because T h o m a s  Jefferson was 
a bad speaker, the leadership of 
Roosevelt last spring looked, and 
still looks, more like the leader­
ship of a dictator than of an 
American president,” Prof. H e r m a n  
Spencer declared in stressing the 
value of the study of rhetoric to a 
Chapel audience Wednesday. H e  
pointed out that Jefferson’s lack of 
confidence in his debating ability 
caused him to send written m e s ­
sages to Congress instead of ap­
pearing on the floor himself. Con­
sequently, legislative leadership 
w a s  distributed a m o n g  forty or 
mor e  committee chairmanships, so 
that unified action is almost i m ­
possible today.

H e  went on to state that “the 
great problem of social living is 
the problem of bringing public 
opinion to bear on our social in­
stitutions, in order to m a k e  gov­
ernment responsive to the will of 
the-people. If this is the greatest 
problem w e  have to solve, then the 
most important part of an educa­
tion is the mastery of the mother 
tongue. The m a n  w h o  has not 
learned to use his mother tongue 
is not muc h  of a social asset; he 
is unfit to take a citizen’s part in 
a free country. Good writing and 
good speaking are of paramount 
importance in a country governed 
by discussion.

“But it is in journalism,” he 
said, “that the art of publicity is 
at its best. T h e  editor has more 
influence in shaping public opin­
ion than all other agencies togeth­
er. T h e  three estates of the 
realm, lords spiritual, lords t e m ­
poral, and commons, avail but lit­
tle w h e n  opposed by the fourth 
estate, whose seat and power is 
the editorial chair. Scott of the 
Manchester Guardian d e f i n e d  
journalism as ‘the art of making 
righteousness readable.’ A n d  the 
art of making anything readable 
is the art of rhetoric.”

O n e  of the first principles of good 
journalism is, according to Prof. 
Spencer, a negative one— “D o n ’t 
parade a vocabulary of big 
words!” Secondly, avoid circum­
locution, a roundabout w a y  of say­
ing things. H e  quoted Frederick 
Allen’s definition of the goon and 
the jigger. The goon has a heavy 
style, the jigger, light. “Most Ger­
m a n s  are goons; most French, 
jiggers.”

Criticizing Wallace Rice’s recent 
statement before the American 
Association of English Teachers,

Thursday afternoon. Dr. McLain 
will analyze the criminal person­
ality, and illustrate with personal 
experiences gained from his years 
at Jackson.

All students and Faculty 
members interested in social 
problems are cordially invited 
to hear Dr. McLain lecture in 
Wright Hall Thursday after­
noon at 3:30 P. M. Those w h o  
are planning to enter the 
course in criminology next se­
mester are especially urged to 
attend. Dr. McLain has had 
several years of intimate con­
tact with the criminal person­
ality, is a contributor to period­
icals and a well-known lecturer, 
both on juvenile delinquency 
and the adult criminal.

Wm. Randels Presents Math 
Paper to Scientific Group 

at M. I. T.
William Randels, son of Dr. 

George Randels, and graduate of 
A l m a  College in 1930, spoke in 
Boston during the Christmas holi­
days before the American M a t h ­
ematical Society, whose meetings 
were held in conjunction with the 
American Association for the A d ­
vancement of Science. Mr. R a n ­
dels, a graduate student at Bro wn  
University, presented^a paper en­
titled “The Summabifity of the 
Conjugate Series.” Other theses 
read before the Mathematical So­
ciety were given by professors 
from Rice Institute, and the uni­
versities of Michigan, Minnesota, 
Purdue, Brown, Yale, Harvard and 
Columbia.

Three thousand scientists from 
all over the United States were 
attracted to the meetings of the 
various scientific societies, held at 
Harvard and the Massachusetts 
Institute of Technology, under the 
auspices of the American Associa­
tion for the Advancement of 
Science. This is the most impor­
tant gathering of scientists held 
during the year. There are divis­
ions for all the sciences and a 
large num be r  of sectional pro­
grams participated in by leading 
scholars.

Recent scientific advances were 
shown at an unusually large 
scientific exhibit. According to the 
N e w  York Times: “The science of 
yesterday, today, and tomorrow 
turned staid old Memorial Hall, 
with its church-like interior and 
its priceless stained glass windows 
into a wonderland of modern 
scientific progress. A  stereoscopic 
device, showing the results of a 
collision between an irresistible 
force and an immovable body en­
abled scientists to view for the 
first time a three-dimensional 
image of the debris of the heart of 
an atom after being struck by a 
cosmic ray.” This device w a s  
brought to Cambridge from Pasa­
dena by airplane, by Dr. Robert A. 
Millikan of the California Institute 
of Technology.

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Dear Editor:

Alma, as a liberal arts college, 
is missing an opportunity to offer 
its students the widest possible 
cultural background. M a n y  of 
our students prepare themselves 
here for graduate schools and in 
order to get in the required courses 
they must forego the advantages 
of man y  of the classes which would 
give them a broad viewpoint.

Science students usually have 
very little, if any, contact with the 
social sciences, philosophy, or the 
world’s great literature. M a n y  of 
them realize this, but the require­
ments are such that there is no 
time. Science courses m a k e  so 
large a demand on hours that the 
student finds conflicts with any­
thing else he might desire to take.

In m a n y  other schools a plan 
known as “auditing” or “vaga­
bonding” operates to allow the 
student to cover the general fields, 
aside from his o w n  special prepar­
ation. H e  simply attends the 
regular lectures or classes, when 
he is able, as a guest. H e  listens 
and acquires an appreciation of 
these fields that will m a k e  him an 
intelligent conversationalist, and 
a better judge of the world about 
him.

The plan would serve another 
purpose, too. It would tend to 
m a k e  lectures more interesting and 
more to the point. A s  it is, pro­
fessors too often forget to prepare 
their work with the student in 
mind. They become dyed in their 
subject and forget to provide a 
background for what they say.

W e  would appreciate having the 
Faculty discuss this plan with the 
idea of incorporating it for next 
semester. A s  a m eans of broad­
ening the College’s influence, it is 
something well worth serious con­
sideration.

gress—  hut would begin balancing 
after ’35.

over from N e w  Year— D o w  Jones 
averages indicated little movement 
either of stocks or bonds— rails up 
slightly, industrials and utils 
slightly off— livestock and c o m ­
modity markets a hit livelier —  
very little bit.

The F. D. I. C. (Federal Deposit 
Insurance Corporation) started 
business last week after 13,000 of 
the 15,000 hanks in the country 
paid their ante— a total of 90 to 
100 million and this plus a dona­
tion of 150 million fro m  the gov­
ernment, plus 131 million from 
Federal Reserve Banks made up 
the total pot whereby John P u b ­
lic’s deposits of $2,500 or less in 
the qualifying hanks were guaran­
teed by the government. Reac­
tions were generally favorable—  
most hanks reporting an increase 
in their deposit business— less 
hoarding.

T h e  Seventh Pan-American C o n ­
ference disembarked from Monti- 
vedo last w ee k — accomplished lit­
tle— Sec’y Hull had a nice time at 
their party. George V  dished out 
s om e  thousand honors over the 
N e w  Year— notable a m o n g  the re­
cipients being some Canadians —  
none having been given there since 
1919. G e r m a n y  was punishing a 
butcher for preparing kosher meat 
— Hitler reports that he is n o w  
thinking with his blood— wish w e  
could— but Nazi Codifier Nicolai 
has stated, “T h e  conscience of the 
racially pure Teuton tells him 
what is right and what is wrong.” 
Does it also m a k e  him do right? 
But w e  m u s n ’t question Nazidom. 
Italy banned beauty contests as 
unpatriotic —  substituted “child­
raising contests”— prize to the 
mother w h o  exhibited offspring of 
best quality between 6 months and 
three years old— well, there’s no 
Hollywood in Italy anyhow. Stalin 
granted a press interview to W a l ­
ter Duranty— gave his views on 
Roosevelt— favorable, on Bullitt—  
favorable— m a d e  a bid for U. S. 
credit— feared Japan.

The Balkans continued to boil with excitement following the as- 
s a s s i n a t i o n  of Premier Ion 
Gheorghe Duca by Nicolas Con- 
stantinescu, reputedly a member of Roumania’s “Iron Guard”. 
Shiek-King Carol remained under 
guard as did other members of the royal family.

Another storm-center —  Japan, was quiet last week as the new 
Crown Prince was christened —  
name Akihito Tsugu no Miya— bet he w o n ’t be quiet long after that.

California suffered a flood— and Stanford, not accustomed to bad 
weather— lost to Little’s Columbia 
Lions— 7-0. Biggest football upset of year.
N e w  Yorkers were attending the auto show.
