B. shows ignorance of the fact 
that the D r a m a  Club has gone 
farther in debt than a n y . other 
C a m p u s  organization in an effort 
to provide the best for the College 
and townspeople and that it has 
been trying vainly for the past 
three years to pay off that debt. 
Furthermore, there seems to be no 
apparent reason w h y  anyone 
should be any more willing to see 
a play because the m on ey  was go ­
ing to be handed over to another 
organization. This reductio ad 
absurdum might well have been 
considered before the above m e n ­
tioned article was written. W .  J.

Special Clinic, Illustrative 

Cases Exhibited for the 
Sociology Club.

Fifteen Sociology students visit­
ed Lapeer last Tuesday under the 
auspices of the Sociology Club, to 
m a k e  a tour of the Michigan H o m e  
and Training School where the 
feeble-minded are committed. 
Those w h o  went on the trip were: 
Dean Florence Steward, Miss M a r ­
garet Foley, William Boyd, Inez 
Passenheim, Ralph Cates, Rich­
mon d  Johnson, Edith Davis, Eldon 
Aitken, Robert King, Jean Fowler, 
Willard Brainard, Alice Woolley, 
Elizabeth Chapin, Joe Vitek, and 
M a c  Oakley.

The h o m e  at Lapeer, the largest 
of its kind in the world, n o w  has 
4,052 inmates, with a waiting list 
of 1,43«. It was started in 1X95, 
and n o w  has a branch at Mt. Pleas­
ant, occupying the buildings of the 
former Indian Sehnnl. rhildren

are committed through the pro­
bate court, undergo two weeks’ ob­
servation, and then, if able, are 
placed in school or in industrial 
training. The grades go up to the 
sixth, and pre-school age children 
attend sense-training classes. The 
school has 20 teachers, 0 doctors, 
2 psychologists, 2 dentists, and 2 
welfare workers, with about 400 
other employes in 38 buildings.

Special Clinic Held
The A l m a  visitors were taken 

first to a clinical demonstration in 
the Chapel, where Dr. Snyder, as­
sistant superintendent, s p o k e  
briefly on the causes and kinds of 
feeble-mindedness. H e  stated that 
55'f of the commitments are the 
result of heredity, and the other 
45' i enter because of accidents at 
birth, or later diseases. In this 
country, 2'< of the entire popula­
tion is feeble-minded and 5"c of 
that number is in institutions.

H e  then described a number of 
typical cases, and the children were 
brought forward and discussed. 
The first case was that of a little 
girl of twelve, who appeared nor­
mal. Her case was traced to her­
edity; she is one of fifteen children, 
nine of w h o m  are in the school at 
Lapeer, born of an imbecile mother 
and a moron father. Her I. Q. is 
75, her mental age 6 or 7.

Dr. Snyder exhibited a number 
of Mongoloid cases —  children

whose slanting eyes resemble Ori­
entals, and whose physical and 
mental development is arrested. 
These children are born into av­
erage and often superior families; 
the cause of their condition is un­
known. They have low resistance 
to disease and die quite young. Be­
sides the slanting eyes they are 
characterized by red nose and 
cheeks, short stature, short stub­
by fingers, and unintelligible 
speech. Mongoloids are very af­
fectionate, and are well-loved by 
all the patients.

Another type shown was the 
microcephalic, the idiot or im­
becile with a very small head. 
Here the skull bones unite too ear­
ly in life; microcephalies are of­
ten born into normal families.

There were several cases of the 
spastic type, where the movement 
of any limb brings all others into 
play. These arc congenital dis­
turbances, and the brain is never 
fully finished. These people have 
very little limb control, and are 
frequently helpless idiots. Such a 
condition m a y  be caused by pre­
natal influences.

Deterioration After Birth
Often it happens that after a 

normal birth there is some defec­
tion of the central nervous system. 
This is frequently true of hy­
drocephalics, where the head is 
very large. O n e  girl was shown

with a head circumference of 27*4 
inches; she is 12 years old, has an 
I. t̂ . of 25, on the borderline of 
imbecility and idiocy.

Another child born of nor­
mal parents w a s  affected with 
meningitis which left him grin­
ning constantly. Due to his spas­
tic condition, no attempt had been 
made to discover his mental age. 
One boy, Wayne, who w a s  line- 
looking and seemingly normal, 
was seized with sleeping sickness 
at the age of 7, when he underwent 
a complete change of personality 
and got into m a n y  difficulties. H e  
n o w  is 10, has an I. Q. of 70, and 
has a chance to improve. M a n y  
cases of plasticity (lack of muscu­
lar control), are due to too long 
labor at birth.

There were no cases more in­
teresting or promising than those 
sulfering from endocrine distur­
bances— hyper-thyroidism, hyper­
pituitarism. or cretinism. Cretins, 
w h o  lack thyroid glands, are ex­
tremely fat, very sallow, and have 
no interest whatsoever in their 
surroundings. One girl, w h o  en­
tered the institution three years 
ago at the age of 24, was an idiot 
with a mental age of 19 months. 
She was placed on a diet of thy­
roid substance, lost her excess fat, 
and now has a mental age of 4 
years. She helps around the cot­
tage and is n o w  learning to walk

a little. There were several of 
these people who have improved 
marvelously with the latest scien­
tific attention.

Industrial Shops Inspected
After the clinical demonstration 

was over, two guides took the Al­
m a  people over the grounds to in­
spect the buildings and routine. 
At 12:30 luncheon was served to 
the group in the employes’ dining­
room. F r o m  one until three the 
groups continued their inspection 
of the grounds, visiting the indus­
trial shops where beautiful handi­
work, rugs, brushes, and furniture 
were exhibited. The inmates m a k e  
most all of the supplies for the in­
stitution. The tour included visits 
to classrooms, dormitories, and 
hospitals.

At three o’clock a special Chapel 
program, in which a large n u m ­
ber of talented children took part, 
was put on for the A l m a  students. 
A  baby orchestra of children not 
more than five played two n u m ­
bers, there were singing and danc­
ing choruses, a violin quartet, so­
los, clog and acrobatic dancing 
that could compete with the best 
anywhere. This was perhaps the 
most surprising part of the whole 
day’s program. At its conclusion, 
Dr. Snyder expressed gratification 
at the visit of Alm a  students, and 
extended an invitation for annual 
tours from A l m a  College.

John Mitchell, ’.30, Harry 
M eans Crooks, ’32, E x ­
plain C h e m  Projects.

T w o  former students for w h o m  
Dr. Wilford E. K a u f m a n n  secured 
research fellowships in graduate 
work in chemistry at Penn State 
College, have written to him re­
cently of their projects and reac­
tions to advanced study. They are 
John Mitchell, '30, n o w  a chemist 
with R o h m  and Haas, and Harry 
Mea ns  Crooks, Jr., ’32, who, with 
Leslie Harris, ’31, is still in grad­
uate school there. Mitchell’s let­
ter follows:

“M y  time for the past three and 
one half years since leaving A l m a  
has been spent as research assis­
tant to Dean Frank C. Whitmore. 
It was a full time research position 
and no graduate study for credit 
because of interference with the 
regular work. However, one just 
can’t help but learn som e  chemis­
try in such circumstances, and I 
did pick up enough to fulfill the 
requirements for the M. S. degree 
with the exception of a thesis 
which 1 a m  working on now.

”1 enjoyed m y  work at State 
College very much. D ea n  Whit­
more has a number of research as­
sistants w h o  are working on con­
sulting projects which he has un­
dertaken. Since his arrival here, 
Penn State has become outstand­
ing in the field of graduate chem­
istry. H e  is well acquainted with 
a large number of leaders in chem­
ical industries so consequently he 
is able to place his students quite 
easily. At present I do not know 
of a single chemist of his who is 
out of a job. H e  has a conference 
with each student once a week and 
sees that everyone is kept busy. I 
a m  sure that no school surpasses 
Penn in graduate work in organic 
chemistry. The research labor-' 
tories have the very latest equ: 
ment and seem to have plenty ui 
funds.

“1 went to Princeton twice to 
see the six A l m a  graduates who 
are at the Seminary, Crowell, 
Klerekoper, Bates, Shimmer, D ’A n ­
gelo, and Heberlein . . . . ”

Another student w h o m  Dr. 
K a u f m a n n  was able to secure fel­
lowship assistance for is Harry 
M eans Crooks, Jr. H e  writes in 
part:

“The most striking thing, to me, 
about graduate work, has been the 
attitude of the graduate students 
themselves. Somehow, during four 
years of undergraduate w or k  most 
students acquire the idea that col­
lege is a place where one has a 
very enjoyable time and where 
class work, although m a n y  take it 
seriously, is not considered the 
chief end in life. In sharp contrast, 
the very atmosphere of graduate 
school is charged with the idea 
that these people are here for 
work. This difference is probably 
the reason w h y  most graduate 
schools prefer to take persons who 
did their undergraduate wor k  at 
some other institution.

“ W h e n  one sees m e n  with Ph. D. 
degrees and records of work well 
done fired from their jobs these 
days, and m e n  just as good unable 
to get positions, one realizes that 
there is something more than glory 
connected with doing well in school 
work.”

Bob King Interprets 

Chinese Folk Music 
in Special Program

With Bob King singing real 
Chinese folk songs, M a e  Nelson 
playing Confueian temple chants, 
and Prof. Robert W .  Clack of the 
mathematics department giving 
brief historical sketches of clas­
sical Chinese music, a Chapel au ­
dience Wednesday enjoyed one of 
the most unusual and delightful 
programs given this year.

Prof. Clack, opening the pro­
gram, explained that the music of 
the Chinese theater familiar to us 
has no connection with the classi­
cal music, denied by law to the 
c o m m o n  people up until the Revo­
lution. The first Chinese attempt 
to systematize the scale dates back 
to about 2700 B. C. Prof. Clack 
himself translated all the n u m ­
bers sung by Bob King, wrote the 
music for Li P o ’s “Spring Long­
ings”, and arranged the harmony 
for the other numbers, with the 
exception of the Confueian temple 
chant and a melody written for the 
Chinese bamboo flute.

Illustrating the more ancient 
music of the five-tone scale, Miss 
Nelson played the temple chant, 
and followed it with “Spring Long­
ings”, played entirely on black 
keys. Bob King sang the English 
translation, then the original Chi­
nese. with the accompaniment an 
attempt to imitate the old Chinese 
stone chimes.
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In tlu* later folk songs the sev­
en-tone scale was used, with P 
sharp instead of F natural in the 
key of C. By w a y  of illustration, 
thi* “Marching Son g ”, a national 
piece of the Man ch u  Dynasty was 
played by Miss Nelson. Like all 
Chinese music, it does not dose 
with a cadence, but gives the im­
pression of an unfinished air. The 
next folk-song, •'Beautifur, was 
written originally for the llute. 
Prof. Clack had mad e  changes in 
the music to adapt it for the pi­
ano. Bob King gave both the 
Chinese and Kngli h interpreta­
tions. as he did for a child's song, 
“Little Lullaby", which followed.

B y  special request Bob King 
sang ‘“Father’s Lullaby”, a cradle 
melody composed by M a e  Nelson, 
with words by Prof. Clack. This 
beautiful closing lullaby was given 
a tremendous ovation by an audi­
ence appreciative of A l m a  College 
talent.
