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SCOTS GIVE WAY TO STRONG
OPPONENTS AND LOSE 20-0

Alma Gridders Miss Chance to 

Score by Only Five 
Yards.

A  fumble recovered by W a y n e  
on the A l m a  2'J yard line in the 
first five minutes of play lost a 
n a m e  for the Scots last Saturday, as the Tartars w o n  out 20 to 0 at 
Kelsey Field in Detroit.

Although W a y n e  scored on the 
first play after the tumble, the Scots c a m e  back to outgain the 
Tartars from scrimmage, but lack­ed the scoring punch on the goal 
line. T h e  first downs were 11 to (J 
for the Scots.

Better blocking enabled the 
W a y n e  backfield to get a w a y  for 
longer runs although not so fre­
quently as the Scots’ backs. W a y n e  
also had a pass defense that neared 
perfection, so A l m a ’s aerial attack failed to bring about scores.

The A l m a  line w a s  outweighed at least ten pounds to a man, but 
it outcharged the Tartar line to open wide holes for the backs, 
however the Tarter secondary were on their toes and stopped all 
thrusts through the line.

W a d g e  Block kicked off to 
Wayne, but a double exchange of punts found A l m a  in possession of 
the bad on her o w n  30. D a w e  lost a couple of yards at center, so 
Riley Block hit his o w n  left side, 
but fumbled as he w a s  tackled, 
Demaree recovering on the 29 
yard line. A  pass on the first play 
to Dobbins out in the fiat zone be­
hind W a d g e  Block w a s  complete 
and Dobbins galloped madly for 
the first touchdown. Bens’ kick for the extra point was good.

Dobbins then kicked off to Alma, D a w e  returning the ball 13 yards 
to his 33. Riley slid through right 
tackle for Glance followed it 
at center for a half, and Ben Ew e r  
m a d e  it a first d o w n  at left guard. 
Riley hit left tackle for 2 and then right tackle for 7V&. Ben was 
stopped at the line and after an u n ­
successful quarterback sneak, 
W a y n e  took over the ball on their o w n  -10.

Phillips cracked left tackle for 2. Riley Block intercepted Demaree’s pass on his o w n  29 and ran back 5 
yards. H e  slipped off left tackle for 9 yards, whereupon A1 Glance 
m a d e  it first d o w n  at center. Riley 
smashed over right tackle for an­other first down. A  smash at left 
tackle produced 3 more yards, but 
he was smeared for a 4 yard loss at right end. After a time out the 
A l m a  quarter slipped a delayed 
pass to Ben E w e r  for 15 yards and 
the fourth first down. Three passes 
lost 19 yards, so Glance kicked out of bounds deep in W a y n e  territory.

After an exchange of punts at 
the start of the second quarter, 
Yankcwski w h o  replaced Perkins, brought back a punt to midfield. 
H e  w a s  stopped at the center of

DR. M M  IS GUEST SPEAKER
Students Hear Speech on 

Problems Confronting 
Young People.

“The condition of the world is never satisfactory to thoughtful 
people," is the striking statement with which Dr. Clelland B. McAfee, Secretary of the Board of Foreign Missions of the U. S. A., began 
his address to the students of Al­
m a  College last Tuesday in the chapel.

H e  then went on to state three 
propositions which should concern students greatly. First, in the or­
der of things, there should be more opportunity than there is. H e  pointed out that fifty years ago 
there w as great d emand for teach­ers, whereas n o w  the field is over­crowded. Other fields have been 
similarly overcrowded, and the sit­
uation clamors for adjustment.

The second proposition called to attention the need for a better dis­
tribution of material things. So m e  people have too m u c h  wealth, oth­
ers have nothing. S o m e  of us are eating cake, while our neighbors are starving for lack of bread. In 
the face of this w e  plough under 
wheat in America. M a n y  people throughout the world are freezing 
because they have not suitable clothing, and yet w e  pay farmers in America to plough under thou­
sands of a'•res of cotton. Here 
again Dr. M c A f e e  pointed out that 
adjustment must be made. It toul I not be done by the C o m ­
munistic plan of evening things 
up, but it must be accomplished in some fashion.

The third proposition expressed 
the need for establishing better re­lationships between groups of peo- p’e. This was not so mu c h  the case in the day of our grandfathers as 
it is today. International disputes 
like factory fires gr o w  out of fric­tion. There are only two methods 
of avoiding such conflagrations. One is to separate the two disturb­
ing elements; the other is to oil 
the spot of friction. T o  separate conflicting nations is rather im­
practical. Therefore, the situation must be oiled, and that can be ac­
complished only by the pre­dominance of a spirit of interna­
tional friendliness.

Dr. McAfee then suggested two ways for handling the necessary 
adjustments— revolution and evo­lution. Evolution he believed is the only solution for revolution 
has too m a n y  evils. A  correct 
spirit of the people is needed, however, and Christianity provides 
that spirit, as any one w h o  has 
ever worke.1 for any Christian agency cannot fail to notice— a 
spirit of brotherhood.

The diplomatic service, where abundant opportunity to advance a spirit of friendship exists; or re­
ligious work, the biggest enter­
prise which the race is engaged in today, are in Dr. M c A f e e ’s opin­
ion the two lines of procedure for 
young m e n  starting out in the world today.

In concluding, Dr. M c A f e e  chal­
lenged the young people to put their lives into the Christian en­
terprise. Anything w e  ought to 
have, w e  can have. Therefore, in adjusting the problems of oppor­
tunity, mal-distribution of wealth, 
and in international friction, the duty of an educated m a n  or 
w o m a n  is clear. His job is to m a k e  Christ’s ideas more effective in the world.

PROF. LYMAN, FORMER 
A L M A  TRUSTEE, DIES

Professor Elmer A. Lyman, head 
of the mathematical department of Michigan State N o r m a l  College since 1898, a very dear friend of President Harry M e a n s  Crooks, 
and a former trustee of A l m a  Col­lege, died early last Wedne s d a y  at his h o m e  in Ypsilanti.

Dr. L y m a n  was born in M a n ­chester, Va. His family moved to 
Indiana, and he went to high 
school in Kendallsville and grad­uated in 1882. H e  took his A. B. 
degree at the University of Mich­igan in 188G and became mathe­
matics instructor at the University in 1890.

In 1898 he became head of the mathematics department in the 
Normal College at Ypsilanti and served as principal of the college 
from 1899 to 1902. H e  served as trustee of A l m a  College for many 
years, and he was also a trustee of Berea College, Kentucky. lie 
died, after having been ill for some 
time, at the age of 73. President Crooks and Kendall P. Brooks, 
vice-chairman of the Board of 
Trustees, represented A l m a  Col­lege and the Trustees of A l m a  Col­lege at the funeral which was 
held last Friday at the L y m a n  home.

The six schools sending 
delegates to the convention were Ah;m, Albion, Adrian, Hillsdale, Kalamazoo, and Olivet.

This convention grew out of a 
meeting of denominational school presidents and religious teachers 
of the state held earlier this year. At this time it was agreed to have 
such a conference of students, and A 1 Lion extended the invitation for 
them to come there for the first meeting.

The conference begun at 2:15 
Friday afternoon with registration lollowed by a general assembly.

After that each 
delegation divided up so that every college would be represented in all 
of the five discussion groups which met at 4:00. Each group had a question which they were to dis­
cuss. T h e  questions were as fol­lows: Gro u p  A. H o w  can a c a m ­
pus. group find c o m m o n  religious values?, Group B. H o w  can c a m ­
pus life contribute to standards of living?, G r oup C. W h a t  shall the 
college contribute in preparing students to face and ally t h e m ­selves with great social and eco­
nomic problems of the day as hav­ing religious implications, Group 
D. H o w  can the c ampus contribute 
to emotional stability in personal relationships?, Group E. H o w  can 
the c a m p u s  contribute to prepar­ing leadership for specific service 
in the churches ? These discussions lasted for about an hour, during 
which time everything was care­
fully recorded. At five there w a s  a service of worship conducted by Rev. Clyde Wilcox of Allegan. A f ­
ter dinner the delegates were in­
vited to attend the Albion-Kalama- zoo football game, which was the 
final thing on Friday’s program.

Saturday the delegates assem­bled at 8:30 and then divided up 
into the discussion groups as of the previous afternoon. This con­
tinued on through until luncheon. At 1:30 there was a forum at 
which time the findings of each group were presented in five m i n ­
ute speeches. General discussion followed these speeches. At three 
o’clock, according to the program, 
the closing address and worship w a s  presented by Rev. Spencer Bacon O w e n s  of Albion.

the ball after it has been advanc­ed beyond the line of scrimmage. 
(Rule 13, Sect. 2).5. It is a fumble wh e n  a player 
in possession and control of the 
ball in a play loses such posses­sion and control other than by 
passing or kicking it. (Rule 3, 
Sect. 2, Art. 4).6. A  ball which crosses either 
goal line is “in touch” and if it becomes dead behind the goal line 
it is a T O U C H - d o w n ,  a Safety T O U C H - d o w n ,  a T O U C H - b a c k  or 
a goal.These are the principal rules to 
which the play in question must be subjected. In view of the play 
as I s a w  it within ten feet of me, I would say that A l m a  is entitled to another touchdown and the game.The results of this protest ought 
to te interesting.
