FACULTY HOLDS MEETING WITH HONORS MAJOR GROUP
Miss Foley Explains and Dis­

cusses Plan With Elig­
ible Juniors.

The Honors Major Committee 
held a meeting at the h o m e  of Dr. 
Crooks last Wednesday evening 
for all Juniors, to w h o m  the priv­
ilege of taking an honors major 
w a s  extended. In this meeting 
were discussed the purposes of an 
honors major, its advantages, and 
its responsibilities, and also sever­
al question pertaining to the per­
sonal work desired by students.

The honors major plan was first 
adopted by the A l m a  College Fac­
ulty last year and is fashioned af­
ter the system employed in about 
eighty other schools in the coun­
try. Honors in course is another 
n a m e  used, for the idea behind the 
plan is to have the student get 
honors in a particular course (pre­
sumably the course selected for a 
major) by doing extra work in 
that d e p a r t m e n t .  The work 
for an honors major is spread 
over the junior and senior years, 
and at the end of the senior year 
the person is given a comprehen­
sive examination by the depart­
ment head and others designated 
by the Committee. Besides the 
work prescribed by the department 
head, an honors major applicant 
must have a reading knowledge of 
one foreign language. Only stu­
dents with a B  average or better 
are eligible to work for an honors 
major.

Wednesday night Miss Margaret 
Foley, chairman of the committee, 
pointed out the fact that an hon­
ors major w a s  exceedingly helpful 
if the student taking it desired a 
master’s degree, since it prepared 
him for the kind of work he would 
be most likely to meet in a grad­
uate school. Also the fact that 
there would be such a practical 
knowledge of the subject, develop­
ed along cne particular line, as to 
be of continual help was empha- 

' sized. She then compared the Al­
m a  system of honors major, which 
for the present is qualitative, rath­
er than quantitative in its defini- 

v tion, to those of several other col­
leges in the country. Dr. Crooks,

. Dr. Kaufman, and Dr. .Randels al- 
v so presented to the applicants sev- 
a eral important aspects of the sit­
uation.

CHAPEL GUEST
Former Representative to
Congress Speaks to Stu­

dent Body.

O n  Wednesday of last week Mr. 
Louis Crampton, whose son is n ow 
a student at A l m a  College, spoke 
at the college chapel. Mr. Cramp- 
ton, w h o  is from Lapeer, was for 
eighteen years a Representative in Congress.

While a m e m b e r  of Congress 
Mr. Crampton w a s  one of the 
most influential m e n  in Washing- 
ington. For years he was the 
champion of the dry cause. This 
year he is the Republican candi­
date for circuit judge.

In his speech he stressed the 
fact of h o w  fortunate young peo­
ple were to be in college and 
forming worth-while associations 
as- well as getting an education. 
H e  compared the m a n  without an 
education to a m a n  trying to cut 
with a dull knife. H e  went on to 
state that the main object of a 
college education was to perfect 
the student for service in the c o m ­
munity, a responsibilitv that has 
been imposed upon him by an his­
torical background for seven hun­
dred years of self-government.

In concluding, Mr. Crampton 
pointed out the h u m a n  longing for 
social contacts and asked that 
those contacts be the ones m ad e  
in the churches and schools rather 
than of the beer parlors, for the 
usefulness of the individual in the 
American social scheme is largely 
determined by the type of c o m ­
panions with w h o m  he associates.

Leroy Block’s 55 Yard Run 
for a Touchdown Saves 
the Day for Alma.

After fumbling a punt which 
Kalamazoo recovered for a touch­
down, Riley Block broke a w a y  late 
in the last quarter to tie up the 
g a m e  6 to (5. The g a m e  was mark­
ed by frequent fumbles during the 
downpour of rainfall, throughout the game.

Jhe Kazoo lads playing before 
a hom e  crowd got off to a good 
start with a couple of first downs 
near the start of the game. Rut 
A l m a  rallied w h e n  Rilev cut off 
light tackle for 30 yards to the 
Kazoo 13. However, an Ainu* 
fumble was recovered by the Ka- 
zooks on the 15, and ‘ Kriekard 
punted out of danger, at the quar­ter.

A l m a  failed to gain, so Glance 
punted, but it went out of bounds 
°Ir , e llornet 40. Krielick spun off left tackle for 3, and then hit 
right guard for 1. Kriekard then 
punted down the field over Riley’s 
head. Riley chased the ball, f u m ­
bled it thrice, and finally Johnny 
Inglis fell on it over the goal line 
for a touchdown.

Bob M ac k  blocked the attempted 
kick for the extra point. H o w ­
ever, as in the H o p e  game, this 
failed to dismay the Scots and 
they came back.

After a Kazoo holding penalty, 
Kriekard was forced to punt to 
the A l m a  33. E w e r  and Erickson 
gained only one yard at line 
plunges, so Riley passed to Ben 
for 15 yards and a first d ow n  be- 
fore he was forced out of bounds. 
Erickson and Glance failed to hit 
the line, so Riley shot off tackle 
for 7 and Glance m a d e  it a first 
d ow n  at guard. A  pass to Fuller 
from Riley gained another 15 
yards, but Kazoo took over the ball 
when the Scots failed to gain 
yardage again, on the Kazoo 21.

The third quarted consisted 
mostly of a punting duel between 
Kriekard and Glance and Block 
Kazoo kicked off to the Scots, 
Ewe r  returning the ball 16 yards 
to his 36. Glance bucked the line 
for six yards, Clack recovering his 
fumble. Riley made it a first d o w n  
in a couple of plays, but a fumble 
recovered by the Hornets lost an ­
other chance.

‘D utchman” D a w e  opened the 
fouith quarter with a buck that 
made a first down at midfield. 
Here the rush ended so Riley punt­
ed to the H e m e t  15. Kriekard punt­
ed back to the A l m a  45. A  Block 
to Block pass brought back six 
yards. D a w e  cracked the line 
twice for a first down. A  line play 
and three passes went haywire, so 
Glance kicked out of bounds on the 
Kazoo 5. Kriekard punted back to 
his 30. However the Scots were 
unable to push the ball any closer 
so Kriekard punted to the A l m a  
25, Riley returning it 5 yards. 
Riley hit alternate tackles for a 
first down. A  Kazoo offside car­
ried it to the A l m a  45.

Rilty then cut back through his 
o w n  left tackle for a touchdown 55 
yards away. Excellent blocking 
coupled with a neat change of pace 
tied up the score.

Then came the breath-taking 
extra point attempt. Realizing
