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M I L  ROOM The History of The Alma C0U1IL ELECTS GIVEN CILLEGE College Student Council OTONISEN TO
New Room at Wright Hall 

Was Dedicated on 
Wednesday.

"I have given this room so 
that Wright Hall w o m e n  m a y  
learn to love and appreciate beau­
ty,” said Mrs. Grace Mackenzie 
Dickie to the group assembled for 
the tea given in her honor last 
Wednesday afternoon in the Dickie 
Memorial R o o m  at Wright Hall.

Mrs. Dickie went on to explain 
the history of the room’s furnish­
ings and h e w  they had been col­
lected by her husband, Dr. Dickie. 
She gave the history of a suite of 
furniture which Dr. Dickie had 
purchased at an auction in the 
Kaiser’s Dresden palace. Three 
pieces of furniture are of the per­
iod of Louis Philippe; they m a y  be 
identified by brass affixed to m a ­
hogany wood. Of this group is a 
cabinet which contains a set of 
deep blue china which had been in 
the possession of that famous 
Englishman, Disraeli, Lord Rea- 
consfield.

This Disraeli china consists of 
two egg cups and plates. Its his­
tory, which was not given in de­
tail last Wednesday, is most inter­
esting. Disraeli had been buying 
from a G er ma n  furrier without be­
ing billed f'T anything he purchas­
ed, for the furrier thought it to his 
advantage to so deal with Lord 
Beaconsfield. Disraeli final! y 
asked w h y  he w a s n ’t receiving any 
bills for the goods that he bought, 
and the G er ma n  tcld him that he 
had never intended to have him 
pay. However, Disraeli wished to 
give the m a n  something, and since 
his wife had died and he was no
longer keeping house. Disraeli 
presented the furrier with a set 
of china. Years later Dr. Dickie 
did some service for this furrier, 
and because he refused to take any 
money, the G e r m a n  offered him 
several pieces of this Disraeli 
china.

There are also m a n y  other 
pieces of very valuable china in 
the Dickie collection. In one 
cabinet, which Dr. Dickie had built 
especially to hold his rare china, 
Mrs. Dickie has placed rare pieces 
of Bohemian glass. It also con­
tains a Napoleon snuff box, pur- 

- chased at a book shop on the Seine. 
Mrs. Dickie included in her gift 
m a n y  pieces of brass; one of this 
group is a Russian Samovar.

O n  the walls of this M e m o r a l  
R o o m  are hung m a n y  of the pic­
tures collected by Dr. and Mrs. 
Dickie during their travels and 

 ̂ stay in Germany. The paintings 
were chosen, not because they 
were famous, but because they 

’ were pleasant and delightful. 
The.e are several other pieces of 
furniture and some very beautiful 

; and colorful rugs. Perhaps the 
most precious gift is Mrs. Dickie’s 
Beckstein piano, which has also 
been placed in the room.

The Dickie Memorial will not be 
open at all times due to the value 
of the furnishings in it. A n y  
group fo girls will be free and 
welcome to use it at any time, 
however, for teas and meetings 

Sthat they wish to hold if they 
m a k e  arrangements with Dean 

fSteward and Miss Houser.. The 
important thing will be to have 
•someone w h o  will take the respon­
sibility that everything will be left 
in order. M a n y  of the more val­
uable things will be kept under 
lock and key all the time, for 
handling them would be too dan- 
gerous as they can never be re­
placed. It is to be understood, 
however, that it is not just for so- 
neties or clubs in Wright Hall, 
but any group of girls are wel­
come to use it.

The Student Council of Alm a  
College has had a long but very 
colorful and active history. The 
first form of student government 
to exist in this college began back 
in 1891, just four years after the 
founding of the college.

The constitution of the original 
Student Council is found in the 
college catalog for the years 1890- 
1891. It is beyond doubt the earl­
iest such document extant in the 
history of Alm a  College, but its 
very existence would lead one to 
believe that similar documents 
were c o m m o n  in other schools at 
that time. It was provided that 
“the students are to be m ad e  shar­
ers in the government of the Col­
lege, thru the College Council, 
which consists of the President 
and a representative from each 
class and society. The President, 
w h o  is the representative of the 
Faculty, is the presiding officer. 
T h e  aim of these Articles of 
Agreement is that Education 
which comes from sharing in and 
submitting to a Representative 
Government.” The governing 
body of students at that time was 
called the Jury. It provided an 
excellent means for the Faculty 
to “pass the buck” on a number 
of things, and at the sam e  time 
self-government was verv remote, 
so that the Council did the facul­
ty’s bidding, but the latter did not 
have to take the blame.

This organization faded away 
before very m a n y  years, though 
the constitution nominally re­
mained in effect until the school 
year of 1919-20. This year is fa­
mous, for it w a s  at this time that 
the present day Student Council 
w a s  begun by  a joint agreement 
of the faculty, trustees and stu­
dents of the College.

Its beginnings are the interest­
ing part of the whole set-up. The 
Council grew out of a student

U p o n  entering the house, each 
m a n  w a s  given a slip of paper 
on which to write his n a m e  and 
class, so that a more familiar 
feeling should characterize the 
evening. Then they had cigar­
ettes thrust at them from all 
sides and were hurriedly shown 
the house, and then were allowed 
to chose what they might wish to 
mak e  the center of their activities. 
W h a t  with the blue room, the 
green room, the red room and the 
brown room, after their eyes were 
given a treat from the dazzling 
colors, they were entertained at 
bridge, pedro, pinochle, blackjack, 
r u m  and hearts to say nothing of 
Ping pong.

The smoke rolled from the 
basement up to the very dorm 
and although the orchestras on 
the radio might have played dif­
ferently the theme song for the 
evening was certainly “S m o k e  
Gets in Your Eyes,” but that didn’t 
stop the hundred frosh, guests 
and m e m b e r s  from finding enter­
tainment of the most varied sort. 
There w a s  singing, (The M a n  on 
the Flying Trapeze and what 
not!) playing, and what Professor 
Tyler so well expressed as the 
throwing of the bull (at least the 
calf).

Officially the meeting started 
when a general welcome w a s  ex­
pressed b v  President Beach on be­
half of the fraternity. Then fol­
lowed an introduction of the hon-

strike which occurcd that year. 
The strike was originally called 
in an attempt to force the faculty 
to reinstate two students w h o  hail 
been suspended for disobeying 
hazing rules that had recently 
been adopted and had not yet met 
with the approval of the student 
body. However, on the second 
day of the strike the students be­
gan to take up the idea of stu­
dent government and changed 
their demands from reinstatement 
of two students to the idea of a 
student council. M u c h  to then- 
surprise this subject had already 
been discussed by the faculty and 
had met with their approval, so 
on February 8, 1920 the Almanian 
was able to print the story that 
the A l m a  College Trustees had 
passed favorably on the idea of a 
Student Council and also print 
the Constitution.

This constitution which was 
drawn up and adopted at this time 
is for the most part still in effect 
today. There, however, have been 
several attempted revisions and 
also some adopted revisions. In 
1924 a number of the original 
articles were either revised or 
amended, and there ha- been a 
few minor revisions in subsequent 
years in order to meet new situa­
tions. There is m u c h  to be said, 
however, for the comprehensive­
ness of the document of 1920.

At  first the Council took under 
its jurisdiction the job of disciplin­
ing the entire student body. The 
job was bigger than they realized, 
but it was carried out for a littL* 
while. This, of course, grew out 
of the suspension of the two stu­
dents, which was the original 
cause for the strike. However, 
after a few expensive and c o m ­
plicated cases the Council was 
more than ready to turn the prob­
lem of student discipline back to 
the faculty.

Then 
on Tuesday morning the three so­
cieties will give a breakfast in 
honor of their n e w  pledges.

the Constitution of the Student 
Council w a s  propos'd by Frank 
Anderson in January, 1932. It 
changed the election of represent­
atives from classes to societies and 
provided for eighteen m em be rs  
two from each society and non- 
society group and two faculty 
members. There was a great deal 
of agitation. It was thought that 
the new constitution would elim­
inate Iraternity and society rival­
ry from the Student Council, and 
there were other sunposed im­
provements. However, on Febru­
ary 9 the Council vetoed these 
changes, so that they were1 never 
submitted to a vote of the stu­
dent body.

It is interesting to note that all 
societies represented on the C o u n ­
cil at that time voted against 
these proposed changes. Fratern­
ity and sorority rivalry on the 
Council is what makes it interest­
ing. It is exactly the sam e  as 
political parties. It puts more 
fire in the elections, and there is 
no time in the historv of the 
Council that anything has been 
done that w a s  opposed by the m a ­
jority of the student body, re­
gardless of what society controlled 
the most votes.

Since 1932 the history of the 
Council has been rather uneven! 
ful. It has become more or les.i 
the ex-chequer of the campus, 
since its biggest function is the 
handling of the Student Activit­
ies Fee and its apportionment 
a m o n g  the various activities de­
serving if such aid. In recent 
years they have financed a n u m ­
ber of things that are not really 
their duties. Today the Council 
enjoys quite a large amount of in­
dependence. The problems that 
they do handle are rarely ques­
tioned by the faculty. This year 
is the fifteenth year that the pres­
ent form of student government 
has been in operation.

Plans for the twenty-second a n ­
nual H om e c o m i n g  of A l m a  Col­
lege, which will be held on Sat­
urday, N o v e m b e r  10, were begun 
in a joint meeting of the Student 
H om ec om in g  committee and the 
Faculty H om e c o m i n g  committee, 
which was held last Friday after­
noon. While they did not decide 
definitely on any program, they 
did propose one that will prob­
ably be very similar to the final 
results.

to the last hour of Saturday, N o ­
vember 10.

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Approximately K7 per cent of 
the colleges and universities of the 
United States are not broadcasting 
their football gam es  this fall.

Ohio University (Athens) offic­
ials have leased a hotel that is 
being used as a cooperative r o o m ­
ing house for 65 m e n  students.

With the opening of its fall term 
last month, Columbia University 
( N e w  York City) started its 'Hist
academic year. .The Massachusetts Institute of 
Technology (Boston) is the most 
expensive m e n ’s college in the 
United States— the m i n i m u m  cost 
for freshmen is $1,080 per year.

Hulda Stettler, the canning 
champion of the United States, 
has enrolled at the University of 
Wisconsin (Madison).

A  new geographies course is be­
ing offered this fall for the first 
time at the University of Texas 
(Austin). It will be taught by Dr. 
Arnold Romberg.

A  course in modern history will 
be conducted at Smith College this 
year by Dr. Hans Kohn, doctor 
juris of the University of Prague.

The Federal Government is 
sending approximately 70,000 stu­
dents through colleges and univer­
sities throughout the United 
States this year at a cost of m ore 
than $1,000,000.

This year is the 300th anniver­
sary of the founding of the first 
secondary school in the United 
States. , . ,The main subject for debate in 
junior colleges throughout the 
United States is: “Resolved, that 
the federal government shall 
adopt the policy of equalizing ed­
ucational opportunity throughout 
the nation by means of annual 
grants to the several states for 
public elementary and secondary 
education.”

Exactly $159,232,782 was allot­
ted from federal emergency funds 
in 1933-34 for educational pur­
poses. The regular budget appro­
priation for education during that 
period was $32,255,690.

One hundred n e w  college presi­
dents assumed office with the 
opening of this fall’s term. Last 
year there were 125 new adminis­
trative heads of colleges and uni­
versities in the United States. The 
turn-over this year has been about 
7 per cent and is greater a m o n g  
the liberal arts institutions than 
a m o n g  other types of high educa­
tional units.

Edith Davis’ Letter Reveals Activities of Former Alma Students
The following was taken from a 

recent letter of Miss Davis, former 
A 1 m a n  inn editor: “Claire (Wilson 
Volk) started about two weeks 
ago. At present they are making 
a zone visitor of her, but .lane 
promised her to us (special social 
workers) later in the year. Mac 
Oakley is in the Pontiac office. 
Claire and 1 were amused because 
they picked him in the receiving 
line at the banquet. M a c  tells m e  
that he expects to go on the zones 
within a week. H e ’s inheriting a 
meaty foreign section, which he is 
warned is very tough.”

All three are working for the E. 
R. A. of Oakland County, which 
is one of the government’s relief 
organizations, dealing especially 
with direct relief. Edith Davis is 
a special worker and handles 
special cases or phases of this 
social work. The zone worker m e n ­
tioned above is the link between 
the needy and the vast organiza­
tion which attempts to meet their 
needs. They deal directly with 
the individual and present his 
needs to the E. R. A.

Miss Davis furnishes us with a 
very detailed explanation of this 
work and in addition her letter 
reflects the tone and attitude of 
the people. This organization 
gives out $8.60 a month to a single

person w h o  is living alone. Cloth­
ing and coal are also furnished, 
but in rather limited amounts. 
People do get by on this, but 
what they want is work and not 
relief.

Edith tells us that in her work 
they are already sensing a very 
sharp change in the temper of the 
I eople. This idea w a s  also 
brought out by Mr. Norton of the 
State Welfare Commission, so it is 
clear that the administrative heads 
are beginning to sense these reper­
cussions that have long been ap­
parent to those in close contact 
with relief clients.

It is very interesting that three 
Sociology majors from A lm a  
should Ik? so located, but it is the 
aim of this organization to get 
such graduates in their employ. 
The only drawback to the organi­
zation are the hangovers from old 
p o l i t i c a l  organizations, who 
haven’t the foggiest notion what 
social work is all about. These 
people are being replaced as rap­
idly as possible, however.

College is GivenMemorial Library of Dr. J. F. Dickie
In the Fall of 1929 Dr. and Mrs. 

James F. Dickie visited A l m a  Col­
lege and the library. T h e  fire proof 
stacks had been opened for use 
the previous February, promising 
an attractive and safe depository 
for such rare treasured volumes 
as were then in Dr. Dickie’s pri­
vate library. Later on Mr. Dickie 
decided that he would like to have 
some of these treasures placed in 
A l m a  College Library; and on his 
87th birthday, N ov em be r  13, 1932, 
he presented to the library several 
rare volumes. A  notice of these 
m a y  be found in the Almanian of 
November 15, 1932. Since Dr.
Dickie’s death, in 1933, Mrs. Dickie 
has presented to A l m a  College Li­
brary the larger portion of Dr. 
Dickie’s library, to be k n o w n  as: 

The Memorial Library of Rev.

James F. Dickie, D. D., LLD., 
1845-1933. , ,

This consists of several hun­
dred volumes and included are 
m a n y  rare early imprints— a most 
valuable addition to the Eai 
Imprints Collection of A l m a  I ol- 
lege Library. Also there are m a n y  
books of travel art. history, liter­
ature, and the classics; ami albums 
of photographic views and post 
tard views. A s  Dr. Dickie resided 
in G er ma ny  for some time, m a n y  
of these pertain more especially 
to that country. Dr. Dickie was 
m u c h  interested in the Oberani' 
mergau presentations of the I’as- 
«jon Play and he himself translat­
ed into English the complete play, 
a copy of which is n ow in the col­
lege library. There is also a vol­
u m e  by him in the library, entitled:
“Germany: painted by E. F. ( omp- 
ton &  E. Harrison Compton. D e ­
scribed by Rev. J. I*. Dickie .

A  few of the rare volumes have 
been exhibited on the reading room 
tables, a m o n g  them three large­
sized tomes in German which are 
the writings of Martin Luther, 
dated 1557 to 1562.

O n e  item of interest is a m e n u  
card, in German, of a royal supper 
at Berlin, January 30, 1907, which 
w a s  attended by  Dr. Dickie.

The Constitution of The Alma CoUege Student Counci
Helow is K«ven tin- constitution 

adopted by the trustees, January 
.'U, 11*20 for A l m a  College .Student 
('ouncil.

Article I. N a m e
This organization shall be 

kno wn  as the "Student Council of 
A l m a  College".

Article 2. Objects
The objects for which the Stu­

dent Council is formed are:
1. T o  provide an effective means 

of communication between the 
Student Body and the college au­
thorities;

2. To  interpret and maintain 
college traditions and customs;

•k To  exorcise a general super­
vision over student activities, or­
ganizations, traditions, customs, 
conduct, and

•1. T o  crystalizo and m a k e  more 
effective the most worthy of stu­
dent opinions.

Article 3. Bowers
The authority of the Student 

Council shall be supreme on the 
campus, and limited only as stated 
in Article -i.

Section I. Enumeration. The 
powers of the Student Council 
shall be legislative, executive, and 
judicial. The exercise of these 
powers shall be limited to the aca­
demic year.

Section 2. Legislative The 
Student Council m a y  m a k e  rules 
and regulations governing student 
customs, college traditions, elec- ̂  
tions, celebrations, ceremonies, 
special games and contests not 
under control of athletic and ora­
torical boards; and the general 
behavior of the Student Body, ex­
cept insofar as the regulation in 
such matters is now, or hereafter 
m a y  be provided for by the college 
authorities.

Section 3. Executive. T h e  Stu­
dent Council shall administer its 
o w n  rules and regulations, or pro­
vide for their administration.

Section 4. Judicial. U p o n  its 
o w n  initiative, upon written re­
quest from the President of the 
College, or from the Dean of the 
Faculty, the Student Council m a y  
mak e  an investigation into any 
matter of concern to student life, 
and report in writing the facts as­
certained. with or without recom­
mendation, depending upon the
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requests and upon the desires of 
m e  Council.
it me members of the Student 

Bouy uesire investigation, discus­
sion, ami recommendation to me 
college authorities upon any ques­
tion pei taming to student ine, 
tins matter may oe brougnt to me 
attention of me council witn me 
presentation ot u petition stating 
me proposition, the Student opin­
ion, ami signed by Unity students 
including members ol at least 
lour literary societies.

ine Mudenl Council may decide 
any dispute referred to it by other 
student organizations. -No mem­
ber ol the student Council may sn 
in suen trial who is personally in­
terested in the result, said ques­
tion ol interest to be decided by 
tne entire Council without debate.

Article 4. Veto
The authority of tne Faculty 

Body to veto any action ol tne 
Stuuent Council is recognized, ’ine 
minutes oi m e  proceedings oi 
each meeting oi tne Council shad 
at all times be available to tne 
college authorities.

Article 5. Membership 
Section 1. N u m b e r  ot Members. 

The Student Council shall .consist 
ot eleven members.

Section 2. Kepresentation. The 
four class presidents snail be ex- 
officio mem be rs  oi the Student 
Council, in addition, there shall 
be three m em be rs  from the Senior 
Class, two from the Junior Class, 
and one from the Sophomore 
Class. Both sexes shall be repre­
sented in the membership of each 
of the three upper classes. There 
shall also be one Faculty M e m b e r  
on the Council with full powers of 
an active member. H e  shall be 
elected by the faculty Body.

Section 3. Vacancies. Vacancies 
shall be tilled by the class whose 
representation has been affected. 
Whenever a Councilman shall 
cease to be a m e m b e r  of the class 
which elected him, he shall forfeit 
his seat in the Council.

Article ti. Elections 
Section 1. Time. Elections of 

Student Council Members shad 
take place* during the last w e e k  of 
May, in each class to take up their 
work with the reopening of college 
the next fall. At the time of elec­
tions, the Juniors, Sophomores 
and Freshmen will consider the m ­
selves Seniors, Juniors and Sopho­
mores respectively, to comply 
with Article 5, Section 2.

Section 2. Methods. Elections 
of members to the Student Cou n ­
cil shall be in open class meetings 
in charge of the Presidents. Elec­
tions shall be by secret ballot. 
Credentials shall be issued to the 
successful candidates by the class 
secretaries. The Student Council 
shall judge of the qualifications, 
elections, and returns of its m e m ­
bers, subject to the requirements 
imposed by the college authorities.

Article 7. Officers 
Section 1. Enumeration. The 

officers of the Student Council 
shall be: A  president, a vice-pres­
ident, a secretary, a treasurer, 
and a student marshall.

Section 2. President. The pres­

ident’s term of office shall be one 
year. The president shall be a 
Senior, and shall be elected by the 
Student Council from a m o n g  the 
Senior members, immediately fol­
lowing the Student Council elec­
tions.

Section 3. T e r m  of Office. The 
term of office of all members of 
the Student Council shall be for 
one year, or until a successor shall 
have duly qualified for office.

Section 4. Qualifications of Of ­
ficers. The vice president, secre­
tary, and treasurer of the Student 
Council shall be elected by the 
new council at its first regular 
meeting in September, from 
a m o n g  the representatives of the 
three upper classes. The marshal 
shall be elected from the Senior 
representatives.

Section 5. The new Student 
Council shall assume its duties 
with the opening of the school 
year in September.

Article 8. Discipline 
Section. Rules of Order. The 

rules contained in Robert’s "Rules 
of Order” shall govern the Stu­
dent Council procedure in all cases 
to which they are applicable, and 
in which they are not inconsistent 
with rules of order established by 
this constitution.

Section 2. Attitude of M e m ­
bers. If it be the consensus of 
opinion a m o n g  three-fourths of 
the Student Council members that 
any mem be r  is placing society in­
terests before those of the Student 
Body, he m a y  be impeached. A n y  
maladministration, or striving for 
private interests, by officials, c o m ­
mitteemen, or members of the 
Student Council shall be punish­
able by impeachment at the dis­
cretion of the council.

Section 3. Impeachment. A  
motion to impeach, a motion to 
convict after impeachment trial, 
and a motion to fix the impeach­
ment, if any, shall require the 
concurrence of three-fourths of 
Student Council. Judgment shall 
not extend further than removal 
from office.

Section 4. Attendance. A  m e m ­
ber w h o  has been absent from 
more than one regular meeting of 
the Council during one semester 
shall be deemed to have vacated 
his seat. The secretary shall keep 
a record of absences and shall im­
mediately report such a case.

Section 5. A n y  m e m b e r  w h o  is 
absent from any regular meeting 
of the Student Council without 
proper excuse, such excuse to be 
judged by the President of the 
Council, shall be fined 50 cents 
for each absence.

The Student Council shall have 
the power to compel attendance of 
absent members in order that a 
quorum m a y  be obtained. Viola­
tions of its orders shall be pun­
ished by such fine upon the ab­
sent members as the Council m a y  
see fit to impose.

Section G. The Marshal. It shall 
be the duty of the Marshal to car­
ry out the instructions of the 
Council, as regards the mainte­
nance of discipline in the Council 
and on the campus.

Article 9. Meetings 
A  majority of the Student 

Council shall constitute a quorum. 
Meetings shall be held regularly 
at a specified time and shall be 
public, provided that by a two- 
thirds vote the Council m a y  go in­
to executive session. The Presi­
dent and the Secretan’ shall have 
the power to issue official state­
ments regarding the executive 
business. Not more than one 
month shall intervene between 
any two regular meetings of the 
Student Council during the aca­
demic year with the necessary ex­
ception at the time of the Christ­
m a s  recess. The Secretary shall 
keep a correct journal of the pro­
ceedings of the Student Council, 
and at the request of any three 
members shall record the yeas and 
and nays of the mem be rs  on any 
question.

Article 10. Finances 
Section 1. Treasurer. The Treas­

urer shall have charge of the 
funds of the Council. H e  shall pay 
out m o n e y  only upon the proper 
orders after the Council has vot­
ed. H e  shall report the financial 
condition of the Council whenever 
called upon and he shall present 
the records to his successor in the 
best possible condition.

Section 2. Committee’s Finan­
cial Reports. A n y  committee that 
handles money shall within one 
week after the conclusion of the 
matter of which it has charge 
mak e  an itemized financial report 
to the Treasurer.

Section 3. Authority to Mak e  
Contracts. N o  officer, commit­
tee, or m e m b e r  of the Student 
Council shall mak e  any expend! 
ture or contract except by author­
ity of the Council.

Section 4. Compensation. N o  
officer, committee or m e m b e r  of 
the Student Council shall receive 
any reward for his services.

Section 5. The Student Council 
m a y  raise funds for a specific ob­
ject of interest to the entire Stu­
dent Body by first, passing upon 
the assessment in the Council, 
then presenting it for ratification 
by the entire student body.

Section 6. A n y  funds resulting
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from fines, assessments, or ad­
missions to functions left in the 
treasury at the end of the year 
will be disposed of as the Student 
Council m a y  direct, providing that 
they be spent on som e  feature of 
interest to the entire Student 
Body.

Article 11. Ratification
This constitution, with the sole 

exception of Article G, dealing 
with elections, shall go into effe t 
immediately upon being approved 
by the Student Body. Article G 
shall go into effect with the elec­
tions for the year 1920-21.

Article 12. A me ndments
A n  amendment to this constitu­

tion m a y  be made at any regular 
meeting or at one especially called 
for that purpose, provided that 
said amendment has been submit­
ted in writing at a previous meet­
ing, is approved by two-thirds of 
the Student Council members, and 
has received the approval of fV>t. 
proper college authorities.

L A T E R  R E V I S I O N S  
Article 5. Membership

Section 1. Num be r  of Mcmbei .
The Student Council shall con­

sist of fifteen members.
Section 2. Representation. The 

four class presidents shall be ex- 
officio members. In addition there 
shall be four members from the 
Senior class, three from the Jun­
ior class, two from the Sophomore 
class and one from the Freshman 
class. Both sexes shall be repre­
sented in the membership of the 
Council. There shall be one Fac­
ulty m e m b e r  on the Council with 
full powers of an active member, 
to be elected by the Faculty Body.

Article G. Elections
Section 1. Election Day. Elec­

tion of the Student Council m e m ­
bers and the two major offices of 
the Athletic Ass’n, M. 1. A. A. 
Representative, Almanian, and the 
Manager of Oratory and Debate 
shall take place on the last 
Thursday in May.

Section 2. Class Representa­
tives. The election of the Student 
Council members shall take place 
in open meetings, in charge of the 
Presidents of the classes. Elec­
tions shall be by secret ballot. 
Credentials shall be handed to the 
successful candidates by the sec­
retary of the class. The Student 
Council shall judge the qualifica­
tions, elections, and returns of its 
members, subject to the require­
ments imposed by the College au­
thorities.

Section 3. The Officers. Presi­
dent and Manager of the Athletic 
Ass’n. M. I. A. A. Representative, 
the Editor and Business Manager 
of the Almanian. and the Manager 
of Oratory and Debate Council 
shall be elected in a meeting of 
the Student Body under the super­
vision of the Student Council au­
thorities on the date selected.

Section 4. Nominations. The 
officers mentioned in Section 3 
shall be nominated by the Student 
Council and their names posted 
for student inspection one week- 
before election day.

Section 5. Other candidates. 
A n y  group of students, m a y  in­
clude a n a m e  with the list of can­
didates prepared by the Student 
Council by presenting a petition 
for such action, signed by at least 
thirty (30) people from the stu­
dent body in good standing and 
representing at least four literary 
societies.

Section 6. Methods. The Student 
Council shall provide for this elec­
tion, which shall be under its direct 
supervision, printed or m i m e o ­
graphed ballots, only one for each 
individual. The ballots to be placed 
in a box after chapel. The voting 
shall cease at noon of that same 
day.

Section 7. Vacancies. Vacancies 
in any and all offices elected by 
the Student Body shall be filled by 
the Student Council.

Article 7. Officers 
..Section 3. (Amended). The 
Marshall shall be selected by the 
Student Council from either the 
Senior or Junior Representatives 
or by special appointment from

the Senior or Junior class at t * 
time that other Council office 
are elected.

Section 4. (Amended). The 
fleers of the Student Council, 
president, vice-president, seci 
tai y ami treasurer shall be elect. I 
bv the Council at its first meet in , 
following elections.
Article 8. Control of Organization-,

Section 1. Standing Commit 
tees. The Student Council shall 
select committees of one to repi 
sent each campus « i ganization 
the Council. For such organiza­
tions receiving student activiti- 
fees such us, the Athletic Ass’i 
the Almanian, and Oratory a , I 
Debate Council. This con.mitt, 
m a n  shall become a m e m b e r  ot 
the executive organization of th. 
activity and shall have one vote.

Section 2. Duties of Committc. 
men. Committeemen shall attend 
the business meetings of the organ­
ization which he represents. (F.> 
•eption) Committees to the Y. \Y. 
C. A., Band, and Choir m a y  secure 
a copy of the minutes of the oi 
ganization which they represen 
instead of attending the meeting.

Section 3. Budget. C a m p u s  or­
ganizations receiving a portion of 
the Student Activities Fee shall 
present a budget to the Student 
Council not later than the first 
regular meeting of the Council in 
December.

Section 4. Report. The Student 
Council m a y  d em an d  a financial 
report from any organization af­
ter one w ee k ’s notice acting 
through their representative to 
that organization.

Section 5. Surplusses. A n y  or­
ganization having a surplus at the 
time of the termination of its ac­
tivity for one year, shall turn that 
money over to the treasurer of the 
Student Council to be held in the 
custody of the Council for that or­
ganization, except the Almanian.

It is indeed a deplorable state 
when a football team can go the 
length of the field, first dow n  after 
first down, and then in the shad­
ows of the gt al posts, lose the ball. 
Yet that is the case of the 1934 
Scots.

I o date, the Scots have played 
two games and scored six official 
pewits. In the first game, the 
Scots tore through the Hope line 
for 12 first downs, and although 
two touchdowns were scored, one 
was taken a w a y  from them, at 
least temporarily. In the second 
g a m e  the Scots struggled through 
for II first downs, all of which 
were earned, but they could not 
crack the W a y n e  line for the last 
few futile yards.

Twenty-three first downs, but 
only one touchdown! A l m a ’s op­
position has garnered only six 
first downs, but four touchdowns. 
Hope m a d e  its touchdown on an 
intercepted pass. W a y n e  mad e  its 
touchdowns on two passes and a 
short plunge after a long pass.

If a team can m ak e  first downs 
between the twenty yard lines and 
its defense holds its opponents 
fairly well in check, then surely it 
can score if the spirit is there. 
The Scots have not had a winning 
team since 1930 w h e n  they tied the 
Kalamazoo Hornets for the title. 
Therefore the “second division” 
complex is still with them and un­
til that is broken the scoring 
thrusts will be with other teams.

Coach Campbell is doing all that 
is within his power to give his 
Scots that spirit. They meet twice 
a week for “skull practices” to 
talk over the plays and football in 
general.

The Scots 1934 team is the 
lightest in several years and is the 
lightest in the M. I. A. A. H o w ­
ever, it is almost a veteran team 
and possesses more scrap pound 
for pound than any other team in 
the Association. Performances in 
the remaining gam es  will undoubt­
edly bear out this statement.

Therefore w e  think it is just a 
matter of time before the fans 
find a team that can combine the 
right plays at the right time and 
m a k e  them score points.

Chapel Talk.

“You have no right to graduate 
from college without political in­
formation,” Dr. Ira Landreth, edi­
tor. Minister, and former college 
president, declared in chapel, 
Wednesday, in an address on “M y  
Business,— Plus.’1 

“You ought to know the differ­
ence between the Republicans and 
the Democrats. Y o u  ought to k no w  
what is going on in current politi­
cal affairs. Y o u  ought to know 
what is w rong with America. Y o u  
ought to do more than just engage

in your profession, business, or vo- 
i at ion," Dr. Landreth asserted.

" W e  will never pay the debt w e  
o w e  to the ministers, professors, 
and college presidents who are do­
ing more than just the business 
they are engaged in. They are 
doing their business,— plus. But 
they are in the minority. A m e r ­
ica’s weakness lies in the fact that 
there are not enough of this type.”

H e  attributed the present peril­
ous condition of the United States 
to the negligence and indifference 
of the educated people for the wel­
fare of the country. H e  stated 
further that the educated person 
should know the conditions that 
exist and what to do al>out it. H e  
should act upon his information 
rather than leave it to the unin­
formed.

Dr. Landreth then gave four 
requisites for political competen­
cy: acquire political information,
“K n o w  what is going on and 
w h y ” ; maintain political integri­
ty, “Stand for what is right, not 
for the Republicans or the D e m o ­
crats. You can get what you want 
if the party doesn’t think you will 
vote for the party, right or 
wrong” ; be indefatigable, “D o n ’t 
quit; keep trying.”

“Persistence, everlasting stick- 
to-it-iveness, will make right con­
quer, and you will have clean 
American homes and cities in 
which to raise your children,” he 
concluded.
