The Alma College baseball team
opened the season away from home,
Friday, and took Michigan State
Normal for a fl to 5 victory, the game
leading Alma as the only undefeated

team 1in the association at the end of
the first ten days of play. And the
Teachers had an added advantage in
addition to playing on their home
field. They had already played sev-
eral games, while the Campbell men
were battling in their first.

And 1t was a bitter one to Michi-
gan State coming as it did, the first
defeat since the 1923 season when
Alma won the championship. And it
was a sweet one for Alma.

Alma did not waste time when the
game got under way, scoring two
runs in the first inning on hits by
Weltholter and Bouwman, a base on
balls and an error.

Alma added to the lead in the
third when hits by Tredway and
Holdship were mixed with a base on
balls to MacDonald, Wright% sacri-
fice and a fielders choice on Bouw-
man’s bingle.

LUCKY ALMA!

It would be far from gentlemanly
to crow and say “I told you so0” to
anything anybody else does, but we
cannot refrain from congratulating
ourselves that our Glee Clubs did not
enter the Michigan State Glee Club
Contest.  The contest was held at
Kalamazoo, in the normal there. The
women’ contest was held in the af-
ternoon, and the men in the evening.
Hope won the women’ and Albion
the men’. That is all that we could
learn about it from the state papers.
It was one of Alma* fondest hopes
to compete in such a contest, and the
clubs had planned to enter such a
contest until a letter came telling us
that the contest was to be held at Kal-
amazoo, and that it was hoped that
Alma would be represented. The
placing of the contest at Kalamazoo,
about as out-of-the-way a place as
the state possesses from the stand-
point of convenience to all schools
concerned, made it impossible for Al-
ma to even consider entrance. It
would have cost Alma railroad fare,
meals and hotel accomodations for
her entrants. No provision for even-
ing the financial burden, or for rebate
of any of the expenses was made.
Alma, with a good deal of regret, dis-
missed the contest from its program.

And now we Ilearn the following
facts about the contest, which ap-
pease our sorrow somewhat: Only
two of the M. 1. A. A_ schools were
represented.  Only one (there are
two other schools of whom we are not
certain) of the glee clubs competing
makes a tour of the kind that the Al-
ma clubs make. No women? club in
the state has made as pretentious
tour as the Alma girls. About seven
hundred heard the contest, a crowd
little larger than the crowd which at-
tended either of the home concerts of
the Alma clubs. At the last minute
the clubs were ordered cut to one
line, of fifteen, while preliminary
rules allowed from fifteen to twenty-
eight.

The contest should be an unques-
tioned success. Whether the admin-
istration of itwas at fault or not, the
contest seems hardly to have had the
success that it deserved. A contest
held in such a place as Detroit, and
advertised and made a big thing,
with some such method of adjusting
expenses as 1Is used in the College
Press Association should be a worth
while contest. The question is aris-
ing in some of the larger contests as
to whether a decision 1Is wise, some
favoring the adoption of a policy sim-
ilar to the Oxford type debate.

Junior (third), Western Normal, Cen-
tral Normal and Detroit City College.
