Daily Journal, “It is difficult 
to speak of Mr. Quast's vocal work 
without using many superlatives. 
The beautiful quality x>f his voice as 
well as his extraordinary musical in­
stinct were evident in every phrase.”

M a n y  of Mr. Quast's friends here 
will, however, be urprised to learn 
that he not only excels as a vocalist 
but has al- o had considerable success 
as a writer of verse. A  setting of 
his poems entitled “Sing H o  to 
Spring," set to music by Louis Victor 
Saar, recently won the prize offered 
by the Washington, D. C. Choral 
Society for an American work to be 
used in choral settings by their soc­
iety. Robert Sanders, a young 
American composer who recently 
won a fellowship at R o m e  is also 
using Mr. Quast’s “T w o  Lovers” in 
a setting of his own. The most re­
cent composer to take advantage of 
some of the delightful compositions 
Mr. Quast has had published is Marx 
Obendorfer, the well known Chicago 
composer— pianist. Mr. Obcrndorfer 
has made a delightfully humorous 
setting of Mr. Quast’s whimsical con­
tribution to the controversy on evo­
lution entitled “A  Frog’s Soliloquy.”

Miss Comer, in addition to two 
duets with Mr. Quast, will sing an 
air from Verdi’s Opera Aida, a group 
of English Songs and for a special 
feature an unusually interesting 
group of Spanish Folk Songs done in 
costume.

1 he first mention of football in 
America was in 1G09. On July 2. 
18110, football was outlawed at Har­
vard. In 1N7G it was re-established. 
1 he first intercollegiate g a m e  in 
America was between Princeton and 
Rutgers on November G, 18G9. There 
were twenty-five men on each side. 
Rutgers won G-4.
President Charles W. Eliot, of Har­

vard, was opposed to inter-collegiate 
football as then played. He said in 
189;>: “ The game of football is al­
most as had as war. Bones are 
broken, even during trial practice. 
The public is losing faith in the pro­
fessed desire of coaches to reform 
it.”.

Later, Theodore Roosevelt was 
asked to speak at .a Harvard club 
dinner. During the speech he said: 
“I emphatically disagree with Presi­
dent Eliot in his remarks on football 
in a recent report. 1 believe in foot- 
1-all. W e  don’t want to abolish* foot­
ball — at least not until we beat 
 ̂ale. What matters a few broken 

bones to the glories of football as an 
intercollegiate sport ?”

I he rules were changed again in 
1894 when the “flying wedge" and 
other mass plays were abolished. 
However, in spite of these changes, 
the Vale-Harvard • game played on 
November 24, 1895 was reported in 
the newspapers as worse than a 
prize fight.
