Splendid Meeting Was Held in 
Chapel. Officers for Year 

Chosen.

The Alumni of Alma College took 
.“tops to form a permanent organiza­
tion at a meeting in the College Chap­
el, Homecoming Day, Saturday, Octo­
ber 24. The rain Saturday morning 
made m a n y  of the alumni late in 
reaching Alma hut all who were here 
attended the meeting which was a 
huge success.

Four main speeches were giv\ n at 
the meeting which was under the 
chairman: hip of Dean Mitchell. Pres­
ident H. M. Crooks made the op ning 
address. He outlined the develop­
ment of the college in the past few 
years, pointing out the necessity of a 
permanent organization of Alumni. 
His talk touched on the new athletic 
field, the endowment campaign, the 
development of literary societies and 
society houses, and the arrangement 
of courses for girls.

T. E. Johnson, State Superintendent 
of Public Instruction gave the next 
talk, also pointing out the needs and 
benefits of permanent organization. 
H e  spoke of the desirability of a re­
ferendum of college policies to the 
Alumni, the need of dues in the new 
organization, and the necessity of a 
periodic bulletin.

Coach R. R. Campbell followed with 
a splendid talk on the recruiting of 
new students, telling of the highly 
important part which should be taken 
by the Alumni.

Professor R. W .  Clack introduced 
the new athletic field to the old grad­
uates, giving a description of it and 
pointing out the needs for its fu 1 de­
velopment.

Rev. Lewis Brooke, of Milford wa< 
the Chairman of the Committee on 
Organization. H e  spoke of th • new 
officers as a “Board of Dictation” 
which for on<* year can do what it 
wishes and secure permanent organi­
zation. The report carried the officers 
with it. A  hoard of five was chosen 
with special observance to the location 
of the members, their class di tribu- 
tion and personal titles. The officers 
are as follows:

President, A. H. Lindley, Detroit; 
vice-president, Leslie Koepfgen, Bav 
City; secretary-treasurer, Lee M. 
Sharrar, Alma. T w o  other members 
chosen for the executive committee 
were Avis Lane, Midland and Paul 
Allured, Lansing.

This board plans to meet soon at 
Alma and effect the permanent organ­
ization. It will submit its accomplish­
ments to the Alumni in the form of 
a referendum.

After the meeting the Alumni ad­
journed to the gymnasium wher? 
luncheon was served. The group was 
considerably larger by this time from 
the large number who arrived in Al­
m a  after ten o’clock.

Thu Alma College football team 
dumonstratutl real title possibilities 
Saturday in swimming over the 
form- of the Olivet collegians to 
three touchdowns and a field goal for 
a, 22 to 0 victory on Davis field. In 
-pite of A l m a ’s success in skidding, 
slipping and floundering forward 
through the Olivet aggregation, the 
< rimson was unable to use its super­
ior weight to any advantage in its at­
tack, and failed to secure a single 
first down against the defense of the 
Maroon and (ream, being almost 
helpless as far as advancing the ball 
was concerned. The biggest single 
gain of the Congrcgutiohalists was 
confined to P» yards.

The fray was played on one of the 
muddiest fields that the Almaites 
have been on in some years, and 
throughout the game a constantly 
drizzling rain added to the discom­
fort, but it did not prevent a good 
turnout of fans, who were overjoyed 
at the way the Campbellmen perform­
ed. This was particularly true of the 
Alumni back for the day, who did not 
expect that the exceedingly light Al­
m a  outfit would be able to withstand 
the attack of the weighty Crimson on 
the heavy field. But they had not 
taken into consideration the intense 
lighting spirit that is actuating the 
Almaites this season.
. Alma kicked off to Olivet to put 
the game under way. The Crimson 
made 2 yards in two downs and on 
the third punted. Gaelor took the 
kick and made a 10 yard return to 
the Olivet II yard mark. O n  the first 
play MacDonald slipped around Oli­
vet’s right end and raced 24 yards 
down the field to the Olivet 15 yard 
mark, before he was pulled to the 
mire. Gaelor skidded through the 
line for a yard, and MacDonald s w a m  
11 for a first down on the Olivet 2 
yard stripe. Gaelor was stopped in 
his tracks at the line for no gain. 
Wolfe MacDonald ripped the Olivet 
line for a yard and a half, planting 
the ball just in front of the final 
white line. Gaelor got a yard, lack­
ing only inches of a touchdown. Mac- 
Dnald took the ball again and it was 
a touchdown. H e  placekicked for the 
« xtra point. Score Alma 7, Olivet 0.

Alma again kicked to Olivet, and 
the Crimson again booted, kicking on 
the first down. Alma on 2 plays 
made a first down and then on the 
second play punted to Olivet on her 
28. Olivet couldn’t gain and punted. 
Alma on punt exchanges worked the 
ball into Olivet territory, and finally 
Gaelor got the ball on a punt and re­
turned 15 yards to the Olivet 45. 
Gaelor made 2 through the line and 
MacDonald slipped around end and 
raced 2*1 yards to the Crimson’s 7 
vard line. Ijimb made a yard and 
MacDonald tore the Olivet line to rib- 
hons in advancing 5 Vs just as the 
ouarter ended.

In any study of colleges tho^uiatter 

of extra-curricular activity always 
comes up for a great share of discus­
sion. Educators, “observers,” and 
students, past and present, all have 
decided opinions concerning, that part 
of collegiate activity which is not 
concerned with strictly academic pur­
suits. And the most varied comments 
arise. M a n y  deplore the fact that the 
college student today is more’!ntere.*t- 
ed in his fraternity, his teams, his 
glee clubs, etc. than he i- in his ad­
vanced three R ’S. O n  the other hand 
ome one is always popping up with 
th • statement that the great gains he 
get from going to college were not 
the facts that he drew from his clas- 
se . but the discipline he learn'd in 
athletic participation, the friendships 
he formed in his fraternity, the pone 
he developed, and so on. A  conflicting 
mass of phrases is heard: “informed 
but not wi e,” “well-rounded.” “fact- 
filled fools" etc. A n d  the problem i< 
till hotly debated; shall a college be 

i n institution of higher learning an I 
°f fact and philosophy absorption, or 
hall it be a community of young 

folks engaged in a four year flunv 
of scattered interests and en Icavor* 
with fifteen hour- a week in acudcm 
ic effort to serve as the excuse for 
holding them together?

Doubtless the seekers aft *r th • 
ideal will claim that a compromise 
reaching a proper balance i- the onlv 
solution. The fact is that extra-eur- 
t icular pursuits are vividly r resent 
and a survey of the headlines of anv 
college paper will show th • extent. 
Alma is like any other college in this 
respect. The repre-entativ s of the 
college who spent their time during 
the s u m m e r  in persuading young 
folks to come here to school or -hahly 
spoke of the societies, athletic teams, 
and their affairs as the real drawing 
cards of the college. Extra-curri- 
eular activity is the dominant note 
in collegiate thought.

Alma is like any of her sister in­
stitutions. Athletics and society life 
are foremo-1. Athletics are ><» vivid 
as to be easily recognized and under­
stood for their anpeal. To explain 
societies would call for a long treat­
ise of a sociological and pathological 
nature.

The Y. W. C. A. and the Y. M. C. 
A. seem to ow* their ucces- and 
prominence to the zeal of a "ew stu­
dents who heat! these organization . 
The glee clubs have evening dress 
and concert tours a- their a'luring 
features.

At present two extra-curricular ac­
tivities are making their start for tie* 
yfar in Alma. Debating and drama­
tics are both just getting under way. 
Accepting activities divorced from 
the classroom as facts and as bene­
ficial, the success of these endeavor- 
should he oherved with interest. W h e n  
extra-curricular pursuits appear 
which carry with them educational 
and cultural <|ualhics the student in­
terest should be vt ry great.

And yet debating has not been 
strong for some time at Alma. And 
even this year, with four varsity de­
baters back, there have been but four 
or five candidates to fight for the va­
cancies or to attempt to show merits 
above those of the experienced men. 
With a definite promise to the w omen 
of the college in debating lines they 
have shown but little inte/e t. Thre • 
girls attended the fir.-t meeting 
finee then none.

The Dramatic Club is not yet start­
ed. M a n y  students like to take part 
in plays but it is yet to be shown 
how great the number will he to work 
in an organization which will spend 
considerable time in drama study, 
aside from the more alluring work of 
play producing.

The Dartmouth Report states of 
♦he purpose of a college that it is 
“to provide a select group of men 
with a comprehensive back-ground of 
information about the world and its 
problems, and to stimulate them to 
develop their capacity for rational 
thinking, philosophic under landing, 
creative imagination, and aesthetic 
sensitiveness." Working toward the 
fulfillment of such a purpose, few ex­
tra-curricular activities can compete 
with debate and dramatics. Effort in 
these two fields should yield consider­
able satisfaction. It remains for Al­
m a  students to give evidence of a 
great degree of interest.
