Every incident rings
true and one marvels at the ability
of the author to bring together such
an abundance of detail. The devel-
opment of Gantrys famous sermon,
on Love (originally copied from
Robert G. Ingersoll) and the varied
references to his atheistic room-
mate are very amusing. The notes,
which are typically collegiate, read:

Love:

a rainbow

AM & PM star

from cradle to tomb

inspires art etc. music voice of

love

slam atheists etc. who do not ap-

preciate love.

But the important question is how
should we judge the book? In a
short foreword Lewis writes “No
character 1in this book 1is the por-
trait of any actual person.” He is
not scalp-hunting. On page 373 you
may read Til admit there aren’t
many, not very many, hogs like
Gantry in your church, or any
other... ~ He does not insist that
Gantry is typical of a majority of
ministers. However he does utter a
powerful indictment against preva-
lent conditions in the churches. To
cite a few: Blatting anti-vice ser-
mons and showy “lean-up crusades,’
hypocrisy, the agonizing dullness of
the sermons and Sunday School
teachings and the nauseating evan-
gelistic tactics that have been adopt-
ed by so many preachers.

Yet Lewis goes deeper into the
problem of bigoted religion than the
above indicates. His doublings at
one time were much the same as
Shallard’, the only sincere minister
in the book, and his purpose (if he
has any) 1is to arouse the people to
the menace of extreme Fundamen-
talisn. As on pages 390-1: The
Fundamentalists were mild now be-
cause they spoke in the name of vir-
tue. But give them rope, and there
would be a new inquisition, a new
hunting of witches. We might live
to see men burned to death for re-
fusing to attend Protestant church-
es.” He (Shallard) quoted ‘the Fun-
damentalist who asserted that evo-
lutionists were literally murderers,
because they killed orthodox faith,
and ought therefore to be Ilynched;
William Jennings Bryan, with his
proposal that any American who
took a drink outside the country
should be exiled for life.

“Thats how these men speak,
with so little power- as yet!” Shal-
lard pleaded. “Use your imagina-
tions! Think how they would rule
this nation, and compel the more
