Professor Cook Writes of Interesting
Experiences of Recent Southern Trip

In a recent letter to Mr. Babcock 
of the A l m a  Record, Professor Cook 
recounts m a n y  interesting exper­
iences he and his wife are enjoying 
on their vacation trip. The letter is 
from Washington, I). C., where Pro­
fessor and Mrs. Cook are visiting. 
They expect to arrive back in A l m a  
about the first of June. Parts of the 
letter are reprinted below:

“While in D e L a n d  w e  visited the 
celebrated springs to be seen near 
there. The DeLeon spring north of 
DeLa nd is typical of several which 
w e  saw. The water rises in a basin 
walled about with a stonewall and 
part of the water w a s  used in the 
days of the Spanish occupation ofj 
Florida to turn a large undershot 
water wheel with which the Span-| 
iards drove the machinery to extract i

the juice from the sugar cane, and 
nearby are the remains of the arches 
and chimney where the juice was 
boiled d o w n  to m a ke sugar.

“Silver Springs near Ocala are al­
so walled in and glass-bottomed 
boats enable one to look d o wn into 
the water and see water boiling up 
in the bottom of the springs at a 
depth of ihirty to forty feet. One 
can see the fishes of various kinds, 
also the small particles of some 
white chemical which reveals the 
motion of the water as it comes up 
out of the earth. The water flowing 
from these springs makes a fair 
sized river.

“O n  the road to Ocala we struck 
the only niece of really bad road 
(sand) which w e  struck all the w a y  
around.

“ I spent a pleasant half day at 
Stetson University in DeLand. Just 
n o w  they are making a drive for 
$250,000 in DeLand. I understand 
that it is for a n e w  stadium and ath­
letic field completion.

O n  the fifth w e  drove to St. A u ­
gustine and were m u c h  interested in 
the oldest house in the U. S. ami the 
m a n y  curios in it. In the evening 
w e  called on Mr. and Mrs. Francis
King, and had a pleasant time.• • * • • * * *

times to see noted places. About 
four miles west of Durham, N. C. 
w e  stopped to see the place where

In his recent writing Roger W .  

Babson has been treating the prob­
lem of selecting the right vocation. 
H e  remarks that it is extremely im­
portant to get boys into the vocation 
for which they are best fitted, and 
therefore na y be expected to derive 
the greatest amount of enjoyment 
and success. T o  facilitate this Mr. 
Babson gives five groups under 
which the boy has to come. His 
groups ar 2 :

1. Professional group, including 
law, medidne, journalism, art, adu- 
cation, church, and civic work.

2. Agricultural group, including 
fa rm ing forestry, horticulture, etc.

3. Construction gn)ip, including 
building, contracting, mining, etc.

4. Manufacturing groups, includ­
ing all kinds of mechanical work.

5. Merchandising group, includ­
ing banking, insurance, wholesaling, 
retailing, advertising, and canvas- 
in g.

This problem is surely something 
for college m e n  and w o m e n  to think 
about, even more so than non college 
people.

quite simple. ‘The author writes the 
story inductively and the reader fol­
lows it deductively. I want to write 
a shocker so I begin by fixing on one 
or two facts which have no sort of 
obvious connection. . . ... Y o u  in­
vent a connection— simple enough if 
you have any imagination and weave 
all these into the yarn. The reader 
w h o  knows nothing about these facts 
at the start is puzzled and intrigued, 
and if the story is well arranged, 
finally satisfied. H e  is well pleased 
with the ingenuity of the solution, 
for he doesn’t realize that the author 
fixed upon the solution first, and 
then invented a problem to suit it.’ 
But it is even more difficult to find 
intriguing and skillfully written 
yarns about the supernatural, so I 
take great pleasure in introducing—

Am br ose Bierce was born in 
Meigs County, Ohio in 1842. At the 
outbreak of the C'vil W a r  he volun­
teered and was accepted as a d r u m ­
me r boy. After the war he spent a 
little time in London and then re­
turned to California where he was 
a journalist and editor. In 1895 he 
came East, remaining there until 
1916 w h en he traveled into Mexico. 
Since then nothing has been heard 
of him.

Bierce wrote considerable criti- 
and dissertations demonstrate his 
fearless abdity to curse and crush 
things that displeased him, rather 
than any traits of genius. In the 
s a me spirit he attacked the foibles 
and vanities of the world in an out­
pouring of satiric verse and defini­
tions. The latter were finally col­
lected in a volume ‘Th e Devil’s Dic­
tionary.’ Mencken has said that it

from a blow with a spade.
Yarns of this nature seldom be­

come popular with the large reading 
public. Bierce answered the chief 
objection w h en he rather caustically 
remarked to one critic: “If it scares 
you to read that one imaginary per­
son killed another, w h y  not take up 
knitting instead of reading?” His 
stories of the Civil W a r  rank with 
those of Stephen Crane. That is to 
say that they are masterpieces/ of 
realism. Bierce wa s a superb crafts-; 
m a n  in constructing his stories-. The 
inferior ones are far above the aver-, 
age of other authors and his best are, 
little short of perfect. In fact he ( 
has been called the ‘American Mau-j 
passant.’

story Bierce stands second only to 
Poe. Take, for instance, ‘The D a m n ­
ed Thing’ which is included in the 
collection ‘Ca n Such Things B e ? ’
The story tells of a m a n  w h o  is 
brutally killed by a beast or animal 
that cannot be seen. Morgan Ro b­
ertson has since used the same plot 
to a good advantage in a few of his 
sea stories.

Or, ‘Th e Jug of Syrup,’ wherein 
Silas Deemer, w h o  had lived in his 
store for over twenty-five years, is 
allowed fo return after death and 
sell two quarts of maple syrup to 
the village banker. O n  the next 
evening he was again seen at his 
desk behind the counter. T h e  as­
sembled crowd sa w him and finally 
they ‘rusned’ the store only to find 
that it wa s empty.

Or, the extremely short sketch,
‘O n e  S u m m e r  Night’ which relates 
that Henry Armstrong had been 
buried alive. H e  had awakened and 
then again fell asleep as he was too 
ill to reason or to act. Above, it 
wa s a dark, stormy, s u m m e r  night.
