Address to Graduating: 
Class of 1927.

The graduating class listened to a 
very inspiring address delivered by 
President Crooks at the baccalau­
reate service held in the auditorium 
of the First Presbyterian Church 
last Sunday evening. Dr. Crooks 
spoke on the subject “The Spirit of 
M a n  and the Limits of the Impos­
sible.’’ Following are parts of the 
address, containing the points stres­
sed in the speakers advice to the 
graduates—

“Effort has been m a d e  to make 
college a place of mental develop­
ment. A t  times w e  have seemed 
more anxious to fill your minds than 
to train them into instruments for 
your use. If w e  have talked about 
your souls and minds in one sentence 
it has been because we k n o w  that 
what your hearts reject your minds 
will not accept. M e n  have not de­
fined the limits of the soul without 
crossing the boundaries of the mind. 
The territories of mind and soul are 
more than adjacent, the boundaries 
overlap. The mind must conceive the 
things of the soul before the soul 
can accept and s-eize them.

“So I say that one of the greatest 
needs of your minds is independence 
of .spirit. A n d  no spirit ever became 
independent without struggle. N e v ­
er were the times more hostile to in­
dependent thought. The world is 
full of visible organizations trying 
to control your ideas. S o m e  of the 
organizations are openly resorting 
to newspaper propaganda, to propa­
ganda in speech, in advertisement, 
in books and in radio broadcasting. 
Never did so m a n y  organizations try 
to enlist opinion.

C o m i n g  to the end of a year, it is 

quite fitting that w e  should pause 
for a m o m e n t  and look back over 
the record of A l m a  ths year. Look 
back to weigh and consider the ha p­
penings of the year, both good and 
bad, that w e  m a y  build for a great­
er and better A l m a  next year.

W e  feel that A l m a  has had an u n ­
usual live and energetic student 
body this year, in more ways than 
one. Principally, in the w a y  they 
nave studied ca m p u s  problems and 
tried to solve them. Never in re­
cent years has there been as m u c h  
discussion of improvements that the 
students feel could be m a de in the 
college. W e  are sorry to say that 
results do not s h ow the strength of 
student opinion, but w e  are very 
nappy that students have m a de their 
opinions k n ow n on several occas­
ions w h e n  such action was needed. 
W e  want and need thinking A l m a  
students. Only thus will w e  improve 
our college.

Again, w e  have strong athletic 
records this year. A l m a  has had 
strong, fighting teams, w h o  did their 
best for the school. A l m a  spirit has 
been sh ow n on the gridiron, basket­
ball court, and all other places of 
athletic endeavor.

While far from the top in Oratory 
and Debate, the m e n  and w o m e n  in 
this field have worked honestly and 
hard. Giving one's best effort is 
more important than winning.

So w e  look forward to seeing 
these records improved next year. 
W e  would hope in the first place, 
that students would think h o w  best 
to improve, and then act courage­
ously along the line of action. W e  
would hope for A l m a  m e n  and w o ­
m e n  w h o  will give their best efforts 
in every college activity, and win or 
lose find satisfaction in that.

Every student is prone to speak 
ill of his college at times. It is stu­
dent nature, perhaps. Often a low 
grade where a high one wa s expect­
ed is the cause, failure to m a k e  
teams m a y  bo the cause, disputes 
with faculty m e m b e r s  m a y  be it, or 
any other of innumerable causes 
and conditions. W e  feel that it is a 
student rght to criticise if he feels 
he has just cause, and if he criticiz­
es constructively. W e  would defend 
that to the end. But at the s a me 
time, do not keep any grudge 
against your college because of 
something that has happened. Th e  
year is finished, w e  have all worked 
toward a better Alma, faculty and 
students, according to our lights. W e  
have all m a d e  mistakes. But A l m a  
means- more to us than the attain­
ment of any one thing w e  m a y  not 
have been able to get. Let us be 
satisfied, looking forward to next 
year to again lend our best efforts 
for Alma. • • •

At the annual meeting of the 
Michigan Intercollegiate Athletic 
Association directors, held in Al­
bion in conjunction with the annual 
field day, A l m a  was officially award­
ed the pennant for the football 
championship this year. A l m a  also 
received the relay pennant in the 
track awards.

Albion wa s awarded the basket­
ball championship, and Kalamazoo 
took both baseball pennants, for the 
association championship, and for 
field day champions. Th e track ti­
tle was awarded to Hillsdale.

The A l m a  baseball team was elim­
inated by Albion in their first g a m e  
of the field day series. A l m a  play­
ed their best brand of baseball but 
was eliminated by the Methodists 
w h o  turned in a spectacular exhibi­
tion of baseball. Lightbody hurled 
good ball for the victors, but A l m a  
collected as m a n y  hits off him, as 
Albion did off the A l m a  pitchers.

MacFar- 
land, Gilbert, MacGregor and Mac- 
M M a n u s  did the outstanding work 
for Alma, placing high in several 
events. The relay team, Wolters, 
Lamb, MacFarland and Gilbert took 
the relay in one of the most thrill­
ing races ever staged on an M. I. A. 
A. track. However A l m a  was only 
able to finish in third place, with 
Hillsdale first and Kalamazoo sec­
ond. Considering the strong teams 
in the association this- year, A l m a  
m a de a very fine showing, m u c h  
more than had been expected.

Even the question ‘W h a t  must I do 
to be saved’ is not necessarily the 
slff» of religion. It m a y  be the 
query 0f a m a n  in spiritual panic, 
the last cry of a m a n  whose selfish 
life has brought him to the black 
abyss of hopei ssneas.

“The tsacher wh o teaches for the 
salary; th^ business m a n  w h o  gives 
service onlj^ because service leads to 
profits; thA minister w h o  saves 
souls to be called to a larger church; 
the statesman w h o  > tas for the 
right only to he reelected; these are 
examples of men w h o  m a y  rise to 
higher positions. Their souls, h o w ­
ever, make no flights. Their spirits*
