It is certain that they 
will come to Alma, Saturday, prepar­
ed to give all that they have in an 
effort to dow n  the Maroon and Cre am  
and cinch the first basketball honors 
that they have ever been able to take, 
liut that this will be no easy task it 
well illustrated by A l m a ’s recent vic­
tories over the University of Detroit 
and Kalamazoo College.

Kazoo fans will also be watching 
the outcome of this g a m e  with great 
interest, as on it will depend their 
chances for a tie for first place. In 
the event of a tie the association 
rules do not allow play-offs, and 
neither Albion or Kazoo could claim 
the title.

Visiting Speakers Win on 
Smoother Delivery. Judges 

Give 2-1 Decision.

The Alm a  Negative debating team 
lost to Hope Affirmative in the col­
lege chapel Wednesday evening, de­
bating the league question, “Resolv­
ed, that this house endorses Musso­
lini’s governmental principles,” by a 
two to one decision. The debate was 
one of the most spirited and interest­
ing that has been heard from the Al­
m a  platform in several years. The 
teams came to a real clash on the 
major issues involved. Alm a  pre­
sented a good case against Mussolini, 
but lost to the .smoother presentation 
of the m e n  from Hope.

Mr. Soeter opened the case for the 
Affirmative with a presentation of 
Mussolini’s principles as the Affirma­
tive saw them, and by justifying 
these principles because of the eco­
nomic prosperity that they have 
brought the Italian people. Mr. Tut­
tle, second speaker for Hope, con­
tinued their case with a discussion of 
the strong nationalistic spirit that is 
characteristic of Italy today. Mr. 
Burggraaff closed the Affirmative 
case by justifying Mussolini’s use of 
force and dictatorial powers on the 
basis of the utilitarian theory, the 
greatest good for the greatest n u m ­
ber.

The A l m a  m e n  attacked Mussolini 
from three points. Mr. Ross Mitchell 
told of his avowed policy of foreign 
aggression, and of his use of his su­
preme powers to discriminate against 
non-Fascists. H e  pointed out that 
this policy prevented a majority of 
the Italian people from wielding any

Large Majority of Students Favor Change 
in Chapel System in Saturday's "Balloting

That there is a decided feeling 
a m o n g  the student body of the col­
lege in favor of a change in the 
chapel system is overwhelmingly at­
tested by the student vote. Only a 
twentieth of the students w h o  took 
advantage of the ballot on compulsory 
chapel to state their opinion on the 
question, or in other words, only six 
students, supported the present sys­
tem on their ballots.

B y  far the majority of the voters 
are in favor of holding chapel ser 
vices two or three times a week, with 
speakers and subjects announced in 
advance. Eighty of the oile hundred 
and twenty-one w ho  voted supported 
this plan. Thirty-two students on the 
campus were not in favor of compul­
sory chapel attendance under any 
plan, and three voted for chapel two 
or three times a week, but not c o m ­
pulsory.

While the A L M A N I A N  had hoped 
to receive ballots from a greater per 
centage of the student body in its ef­
fort to secure student opinion on the 
question, it is felt that the vote ac­
complished something. About half of 
the student body voted, and it can be 
correctly inferred, that the other half 
has not enough interest in the matter 
to care to support anything. This 
lack of interest in the vote was evi­
denced mainly on the parts of the fe­
minine portion of the student body. 
W e  wish our ladies had felt able to 
cooperate better in securing a student 
vote, whether they wished to support 
the present system, or advocate a 
change.

But as it is, the fact that well 
over one hundred students on the 
campus believe in correcting our 
chapel cannot be overlooked. And 
the majority of this group would like 
to see a system adopted which would

have for its purpose the securing of 
more interesting and worth while 
chapel services. W e  can read in the 
vote that while a considerable number 
of students desire compulsory chapel 
abolished altogether, a larger number 
of interested students would like, 
merely, betterment of the services, 
and such services at less frequent 
times.

The majority of the student vote 
seems to have no desire to abolish the 
institution of chapel entirely. The 
student vote shows that students rea­
lize its place as an agency binding 
together the student and faculty 
group, and its place in our religious 
education. The protest seems to be, 
on the oth2r hand, that the present 
system could be improved, and that 
less frequent services, with announc­
ed programs to create student inter­
est, is the method of improvement 
most feasible.

Coach Campbell’s basketball squad 
gave Kalamazoo its greatest setback 
of the year Friday night, defeating 
the association favorites by a big 
margin 29-1(5. The Orange and 
Black came to Alm a  determined to 
overcome the last obstacle in their 
race for the title. But when A l m a  
jumped to a ten point lead in the 
first few minutes of play, a lead 
which was never lowered throughout 
the contest, it was plain that the hon­
or aspirants had struck a stone wall. 
Kalamazoo’s vaunted offense simply 
could not get started against the per­
fect man-to-man defense of the M a ­
roon and Cream. It was seldom that 
the visitors even had opportunity to 
shoot, and then usually from far out 
on the floor. Kazoo got but four 
field baskets in the entire game, m a k ­
ing their other eight points from the 
foul line. During the entire first 
half they connected with the basket 
but once, when Meulenberg dropped 
one in, and this was the only basket 
mad e  by the stellar Kazoo star dur­
ing the game. The score at the half 
stood lG-(5.

Tiderington started the A l m a  scor­
ing with a beautiful basket from 
center floor. Kazoo took time out 
to form a n e w  attack. Early in the 
g a m e  A l m a  was weakened when 
Karpp broke a small bone in his 
ankle. H e  had to be carried off the 
floor and will, of course, be out for the 
rest of the season. Karpp always 
puts up a fine gamt, A l m a  will keen­
ly miss him in the remainder of the 
season’s games. Wolters went into 
the g a m e  in his position, and put up 
a nice battle, adding 6 points to the 
A l m a  total. Late in the first period 
'1 iderington had his forth personal 
called on him and was ruled out of 
the contest. Anderson and Tidering­
ton were far too speedy and clever a 
set of guards for the Kazoo forwards 
to pass. Tiderington was especially 
adept in securing the ball off the 
backboard. Holdship went into his 
place and was just as hard for the 
visiting forwards to get by. The ref- 
roe called the fouls very closely 

throughout the game. Each team had 
fourteen personals during the con­
test. Holdship was later ruled out 
>n four personals also, as was O ’H a ­
ra of Kalamazoo. The last of the 
g a m e  was very rough as Kazoo tried 
desperately to even up tho score. 
Meulenberg and Anderson engaged in 
a fracas and were both put off the 
floor, although Meulenberg started it 
by hitting Anderson.

Nate Gaelor was high point m a n  
for A l m a  with 7 points. The clever, 
little forward put up one of the best 
games of his career Friday night 
Seng was only able to annex one field 
basket because of the closeness with 
which Kazoo watched him. But he 
played a brilliant floor g a m e  and de­
serves a lot of credit in the victory. 
Leiphan and Hawthorne got into the 
g a m e  for a few moments and played 
a nice g a m e  while in the fray. E. 
Schrier was high point m a n  for K a ­
zoo with 11 points.

Once they had a lead massed up 
the Almaites played a slow careful 
game, watching for scoring opportun­
ities. It was not an especially fast 
game, except in flashes, but the A l m a  
defense was a marvel to all w h o  wit-

THOUGHTS MORE OR 
LESS LITERARY

J------------------------- _ J
In the American Magazine for 

March, Will Durant of philosophical 
fame lists the ten* greatest thinkers of 
all times. Of course, thought is dis­
cussed and the .field is limited so as 
to only include philosophers and 
scientists. F r o m  the individuals w ho  
have had an enduring influence upon 
mankind, Durant concludes that the 
Big Ten must include Confucius, Pla- 
to, Aristotle, T h o m a s  Aquinas, Cop­
ernicus, Francis Bacon, Isaac Newton, 
Voltaire, Immanuel Kant, and 
Charles Darwin. ‘W h y  pick these 
m e n ? ’ The article contains interest­
ing and convincing reasons.

But, any such arbitrary limited 
choice of great m e n  is certain to be 
dissatisfying to many. For years lit­
erary m e n  have amused themselves 
by naming lists of immortal books; 
books which will be read and treas­
ured by m a n  as long as the world 
lasts. Yet no one is able to make 
such predictions without being called 
to task by .some contemporary. Wil­
liam Lyon Phelps names the Fifteen 
Most Important Novels and some 
Englishman is certain to retaliate by 
listing fifteen more which are prob­
ably just as important and just as de­
serving of lasting fame. Herbert 
Wells names the six or seven ‘great­
est m en  in history,’ but Hart or 
Barnes might differ in a similar se­
lection. Possibly there have been 
twenty decisive battles. All of which 
brings one to the somewhat platitu­
dinous conclusion that such lists are 
too muc h  tinged by individualistic 
preferences to bo of great value, yet 
(I anticipate you) they serve a cer­
tain purpose. W h o  can tell, perhaps 
some other scholar m a y  prepare a 
similar but different list of philoso­
phers and scientists.

The success of Dr. Durant’s ‘Story 
of Philosophy’ has meant something 
.more than book royalties for the au­
thor. He  has become a very popular 
and very frequent contributor to var 
; ious magazines. Harpers has featured 
| several of his articles, also the Cen­
tury, and now' The American. The 

I nucleus of ‘The Story of Philosophy* 
was originally prepared for E. Hal- 
deman-Julius, I believe, and the chap­
ters were published in Little Blue 
Books. Perhaps they m a y  he still 
purchased at five cents per copy.

There are several fine articles in 
the American Mercury for February, 
two of which were selected by the A s ­
sociation of Librarians as being out­
standing. A  third article, ‘The C o m ­
plete American’ by Benjamin DeCas- 
seres, attempts ‘to reach the soul of 
American America (that is 100 %  
America) through eight of its flesh- 
and-blood representatives.’ After dis­
cussing P. T. Barnum, Jesse James, 
William Jennings Bryan, Dr. Frank 
Crane, Billy Sunday, Theodore Roose­
velt, Edgar A. Guest and W o o d r o w  
Wilson, Decasseres concludes by say­
ing, ‘I have thus portrayed what I be­
lieve to be the elements— the card­
inal colors— of what Europe knows 
as “the American”— the circus-hum­
bug instinct, the instinct of romantic 
lawlessness, the passion for right­
eousness, the love of pragmatic cul­
ture, the camp-meeting complex, the 
love of blare, the divinization of 
i h o m e  and mother and the profound 
j need of the mask of idealism.’
i W e  have had Outlines of Science, 
History, Literature, Religion and 
nearly everything else. Now, Gilbert 
K. Chesterton has written an ‘Outline 
of Sanity’ which is to be published in 
March. Chesterton pleads for a san­
er life and protests against the fact 
that the private citizen is being de­
prived of his liberty of thought and 
action. This should he exceptionally 
good as Chesterton probably waxes 
righteously indignant over the exist­
ing presence of so m a n y  stereotyped 
minds.

Speaking of Chesterton reminds 
m e  of the intriguing short mystery 
stories that he writes. His ‘Sher­
lock Holmes’ or ‘Craig Kennedy’ 
works alone and is a Catholic priest. 
Father Brown, a corpulent little m a n  
of about middle age, has solved m a n y  
perplexing problems (in books) and 
is indeed a very lovable character. 
The author’s consummate skill and 
style in writing, as well a sthe un­
usual plots, places these stories 
a m o n g  the first o? their kind.

Mystery tales are about all the 
same, tho. Reeves, Fletcher, Buchan 
and Onions (O-nigh-yons) use prac­
tically the identical methods the first 
authors of thrillers did. In reality 
it is very simple, fcut that will pro­
vide material for another week.
