> of “The Enemy.”

A large crowd of students and
townspeople filled the Strand thea-
tre last Wednesday evening to wit-
ness the production of “The Enemy”
by the Alma College Drama Club.
The tremendous theme of the play,
and the wonderful interpretation of
parts by the students, made a pro-
found impression on the audience.
“The Enemy” is without question
the most profound piece of work
ever attempted by an Alma College
cast.

Iaid in Austria, and covering a
five year period which began with
the outbreak of the World War, the
plot deals with the sordid and in-
glorious effect of warfare on a sane
and friendly group of middle class
people.

Into the quiet atmosphere of an
industrious household came inflam-
ed rumors and exaggerated racial
antagonism, and so rapidly and
madly do they work that the four
leading characters see, born before
their very eyes, bitter hatred and
the crass, naked impulse to murder.

They separate, each finding his
task in the maelstrom of death and
hideous destruction- and war does
its worst. Karl, the leading char-
actei is killed, Jan is maimed and
mentally shattered, while Fritz is a

shell shocked cripple, near lunatic.
Bruce, an Englishman, is unharmed
but a  disallusioned personality.

Pauli, wife of Karl is devastated by
the loss of her hushand and starved
baby. The war over, circumstance
brings these and the other main
characters together once more, and
partly removed from the damning
shadow, they discover a breath tak-
ing fact- a fact so revealing and
dreadful that no free born citizen of
America dared state it 9 years ago
without danger to his life and liberty.

President Crooks,
by the order of the Faculty, Kkilled
the proposed measure in chapel on
Tuesday morning, while during
chapel exercises on Wednesday,
there still being some doubt in the
minds of the students, Professor
Hamilton held a post-mortem.

The passing of the proposed new
order of things means that thg old
method of catch-as-catch-can exam-
inations 1is with us yet, and, in all
probability, will remain in our midst
for some time. Since the downfall
of the proposition there has been
considerable rejoicing among a cer-
tain  group .of students, proving
quite conclusively, that the old adage
concerning honor among thieves is
quite true. From the small clique
of scholars, however, there comes a
unanimous expression of disappoint-
ment; for in the defeat of the pro-
posal they see very plainly that for
another year scholastic grades and
honors can mean nothing. It is the
professed motto of a cerUin group
of students that all is fair in love
and examinations; and proceeding
under this disillusionment, they will

continue their little game of hide-
and-seek with the faculty during the
coming examination week. The hon-
or system is growing into favor, and
no matter how inefficient a systenm it
proved to be, it could not possibly be
any worse than the present order of
things. Every student on Alma’s
campus knowns that “he progresseth
best who cheateth best” as far as
semester marks are concerned, al-
though 1in the end “he will reap his
harvest according as he has sowed.”
It will certainly be a day of great
lejoicing in Alma College when a
student can write an examination,
after a year of conscientious en-
deavor, and have the satisfaction of
knowing that his grade represents
honest eflort, and will not be com-
pared unfavorably with the rating
of a student who gained his mark
by cheating on examinations.
