There will be a special
luncheon at Wright Hall at noon, for
specially invited guests. At dinner
Friday evening at Wright Hall it is
planned to have present members of
the families of the original trustees
of Alma College, old faculty members
and their familes. some of the first
students of the oollege, and the fam-
ilies of the previous presidents of the
institution.

The evening programs opens with
a concert by the Alma College Band
at seven-thirty in the Memorial Gym-
nasium. At eight otlock will begin
the major part of the program. Dr.
W. K. Spencer, of loia, the senior
member of the Board of Trustees, will
speak on the beginnings of Alma in
the Presbyteries and Synod of Mich-
iggn. Among the other speakers of
the evening will be Rev. John W ’irt
Dunning of Kalamazoo, who was a

member of the class of 194. and
Chancellor John D. Findlayson, of
Tulsa University, Tulsa, Oklahoma.

Representing the younger generation
of graduates. Russell Wilson, princi-
pal of the Manistique High School,
will be on the program.

SPENCER TALKS IN CHAPEL

Professor Spencer led chapel Fri-
day morning.

In his service he included a short
talk on reverence, with a few remarks
on the reverence shown in different
pieces of artistic endeavor. He illus-
trated the right attitude of reverence
by a great painting, inwhich, he said,
was depicted the hand of God. The
Almighty Hand was not painted clear-
ly. but with the merest suggestion of
form, and in the treatment there was
a majesty and power incorporated.
A very poor attitude of reverence, he
stated, was the one exhibited in the
moving picture, 'Ben-Hur.” which
showed for several days at one of the
theatres last week. He took issue
with the depicting of the Christ In
any realistic fashion as the film did.
In the film the person of Jesus was
suggested merely by an arm, a hu-
man arm. it is true, which was all
that was seen of the Saviour. This
picturization, said Mr. Spencer, was
not only more than a litde irreverent,
but i,was iIn bad taste. The speaker
had his ideas well in hand, and he
presented them well and sincerely.
Whether or not those iIn the audience
agreed with Professor S|>encer in his
arguments is a different thing.

Perhaps our idea of reverence is
limited by our theological back-
ground. which is not very complete;
perhaps it is just another instance of
the foolish younger generation, but
we thought that ""Ben-Hur' was un-
questionably just and reverent in its
treatment. There was no place in
the picture where more than a sug-
gestion of the body of Christ was
seen, and after all. His body was a
human body. The hand and arm.
which was called upon to represent
the Christ in most of the scenes, was
certainly a benevolent and kindly arm
in its actions and 1ts behavior. It
seemed to us as we watched the un-
folding of the story, that the produc-
ers of the film were to be congratu-
lated on their handling of the difficult
picturization.

To Professor Spencer goes the
credit for making the first chapel
speech of the year about which we
thought afterward!
