Wesley Bradtield was a native of
Michigan in which state, his fatlvr
was a clergyman of the Methodist
Fpiscopal church. His bringing up
was lather strict and when he went
to oollege, at Alma. Michigan, a
Presbyterian institution of leaming.
he took part in the more serious col-
lege activities. Possessed of a good
wice, he sang iIn the church doir.
belonged to the glee club and par-
ticipated in college concerts. Grad-
uating in 1002 he went t Comell
University for two years and thence
to the University of Michigan, major-
ing in the forestry course.
there he was married in 190-1 t Miss
Grace Grant, this year having been
his silver wedding anniversary. Mr.
Bradfield after serving as state for-
ester of Michigan, entered the United
States Forestry service in Washing-
ton. D. C.. and in 1909 was transferred
to Santa Fe where he engaged in his
first field research work. Il was while
Gifford Pinchot was chief forester and
it was during the political upheaval
in the forest service that Bradfield re-
signed to engaged in the curio busi-
ness m Santa Fe. He had developed
into an expert photographer and his
taste for work in the field brought
him to the attention in 1912 of Dr.
Edgar L. Hewett, director of the
Museum of New Mexico and School
of American Research. Indevelop-
ing plans for the Exposition of San
Diego. Califomia.
conceived the idea of making replicas
of the magnificent Maya monuments
at Quirigua in Guatemala, which had
been freed from the jungle and stud-
ied by the School of American Re-
seardi.
