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Federation Goes On Record
As Opposed To Honor

System, Favors Chapel

The annual congress of the National
Student Federation of America con-
vened at the University of Missouri
on December 12th, and held a four
day session from the 12th to the 16th.
Last year the third annual meeting of
the Federation was held at the Uni-
versity of Nebraska and Alma College
was represented by Jack Thoma and
Lucille Wolfe of the class of 28. This
year the Student Council of the col-
lege decided it would be financially
impracticable to send any delegates
and so Alma was not represented at
this fourth Congress.

"Quo Vadis” is the challenge that is
flung at young America from all sides.
This year the National Student Fed-
eration based the program for its
Fourth Annual Congress on this very
question in an attempt to determine
whither college students are bound in
their search for an education. The
Meeting provided an opportunity for
the most prominent students in the
country to discuss togetheir their com-
mon problems, to decide on concerted
action in regard to the responsibilities;
of the N. S. F. A. to the world federa-
tion of students, and to further student !
contact in this country through meet-1
ing on a social as well as a business i
basis.

A group of student leaders from the 1

great educational institutions of the
country conducted discussions and re-
ports of honor systems, student gov-
ernment, fraternities, athletics, jour-
nalism. militarism in education, and
interational relations.

It will be interesting for the stu-
dents of Alma to note the resolutions
which were passed by the discussion
group for delegates from colleges
with an enrollment of less than five-
hundred.

“Chapel as an institution is very
beneficial to the life of the college
and should be a part of the daily pro-
gram. Furthermore compulsory chapel
is desirable because it insures the stu-
dents in the college of a meeting of
the entire group daily.”

Another resolution which should be
very interesting to the campus, in
view of the recent problem relative
to the Interfraternity-Council, is that |
no other campus organization should
have any authority in campus affairs
except the one central governing body,
the Student Council. There were two
votes favoring authority by Honorary
Societies, five for Christian and Relig-
ious organizations but none for Inter-
fraternity Council or Pan-Hellenic so-;
cieties.

In the case of the Honor System it |

was decided, in view of the widespread «four baseball games.

failure of the institution in such col-
leges as Leland Stanford, Virginia,
Yale, Amherst and Rutgers, that it
w"as not conducive»to either better
scholarship or better morals and
therefore should be abolished. There
is only one college in the United
States where the honor svstem is a
success and that is Washingon and
Lee University. The success of the
institution here is due, very likely, to
the fact that the system was inaug-
urated at the founding of the univer-
sity and students who go there respect
and live up to it as a hallowed tradi-
tion.

CHAPEL — YES! HONOR SYSTEM — NO!

At the beginning of the school year the Almanian
stated its editorial policy to be favorable to compulsory
chapel and opposed to the Honor system and government
by fraternity representation. The article on the front
page of this edition sums up in a few words the attitude
taken by the student leaders of the small colleges of the
United States. It iswith some satisfaction that we read
that the group drew up a number of resolutions favoring
compulsory chapel, opposed to the honor system and the
investment of any authority in a representative fraternity
group.

Chapel isinvaluable to the life of the institution because,
as the N. S. F. A. resolution states, “itisnot only beneficial
to the moral tone of the college or university, but 1t brings
the student body and faculty together daily as a co-opera-
tive unit.” Due to a conflict of schedule it has been im-
possible for a number of students to attend chapel this
semester and upon questioning them as to whether they
miss the Chapel service each day they expressed them-
selves as regretting thisommission in their daily progranm.

As these editorial columns admonished before, in regard
to the honor system: “If students are honest the honor
system 1s unnecessary, and if they are dishonest it is im-
possible- thus the honor system is either unnecessary or
impossible.”

It is not the intention herein to unearth “the proverbial
hatchet” by a discussion of the interfraternity-council
problem, but isvery apparent toanyone who has consider-
ed the situation, that there isneeded a re-organization of
student politicsand government on the Alma campus.
