IRC Is Given More Books
by Carnegie Foundation

The International Relations Club
Library has just recently acquired
a second installment of books
from the Carnegie Foundation for
International Peace. All of these
books are of very recent publica-
tion and contain a wealth of in-
formation on pertinent world af-
fairs. *

The following books may be
briefly described. “The Strategy
of Raw Materials”, by Brooks

Emeny: No intelligent arguments
regarding the possible isolation of
the United States can take place
without authorative information as
to the problem of access to raw
materials. This book with its
numerous maps and charts, fur-
nishes just such information.

‘American Neutrality”, by
Charles Seymour: While by no
means a complete study of Amer-
ican neutrality, 1914-1917, thia
book, written by an eminent his-
torian, deserves serious and care-
ful consideration.

“Peace in the Balkans”, by Nor-
man J. Padelford: This is the only
work in the English language on
the Balkan Conferences and the
development of the Balkan En-
tente. It is well documented and
contains important texts, such as
the Statute of the Balkan Entente
and the Little Entente Treaties of
Allegiance.

“International Delusions”, by
George Stratton: This is a discus-
sion of war, its causes and pos-

sible cure from the psychological |

point of view, by a well-known
psychologist.

The remaining books include “A
Tender of Peace”, by John Clark;
Population Theories and Their
Application”, by Penrose; and “By
Pacific Means”, by Hudson. 1In ad-
dition a number of pamphlets were
also received.

Meeting to He Held at Indiana
University April 3-4.

During the past week Claude*
Knight, president of the local In-
ternational Relations Club, has
been making arrangements to send
a delegation from Alma to the
sixth mid-west International Re-
lations Clubs Conference, which is
to be held at the Indiana Universi-
ty, Bloomington, on April 3 and 4.

Throughout the two days of the
conference a number of outstand-
ing authorities on international af-
fairs will be the guest speakers for
tlie occasion. The opening meet-
ing each day will be addressed by
Amy Heminway Jones, head of the
international relations club work
of the Carnegie Endowment for
International Peace.

Noted Speakers

At the luncheon on Friday Mr.
Edward H. Buehrig, an instructor
in government in the Indiana Uni-
versity, will speak on “Japan and
the Far East.” On Saturday the
luncheon group will hear Dr. Paul
L. Dengler, director of the Austro-
American Institute of Education in
Vienna and a member of the Aus-
trian Commission of the Institute
of Intellectual Cooperation, on the
subject, “Can Peace Bo Maintain-
ed in the Danube Basin?”

At the banquet on the first day
W. L. Bryan, president of Indiana
University, Dr. William Ernest
Hocking, Harvard University, and
Dr. E. M. Patterson, University of
Pennsylvania, will speak. Dr. Pat-
terson is head of the department of
Economics in the Wharton School
of Finance and Commerce and not-
ed author.

Dr. Potter to Speak

At 7:30 on Saturday Dr. Pittman
B. Potter will address an open
meeting of the conference on “The
League of Nations and the Italian-
Ethiopian Conflict.” Dr. Potter is
professor of international organi-
zation in the Graduate Institute of
International Studies in Geneva.
He likewise is a noted author on
international topics.

The conference will be attended
by representatives from nearly all
the colleges in the mid-west. Hills-
dale, Kalamazoo, and Albion will
be the other schools of the MIAA
sending delegates.

Final arrangements and a more
detailed account of the conference
program will be announced next
week, along with those persons who
will represent Alma.

Far Eastern Situation Is
Topic of IRC Discussion

around Japanese and Russian ter-
ritorial interests there, and stated
that the position of China was that
of a large but impotent bystander.
Going on, he described the Russian
interest as based on a desire for a
seaport on the Pacific as opposed
to Japanese interest in the same or
adjacent territory.

Tracing all the major Russo-
Japanese conflicts to date, he sum-
marized the respective stands of
the two countries today as follows:
Russia has become firmer and more
confident both in her attitude to-
ward Japan and in her dealings
with the rest of the world. Russia
had defied Germany. Japan has
been forced to soften her tone be-
cause of internal troubles and
recognition of Russial strength.
