(from mother city chapel plant in my 
Held) walked in post-haste to tell me 
he would trust the message to no 

letter or messenger that the city of 
Chi He had been taken bv the bandits V (ex-soldiers of our bandit ex-Oover- 
nor); and that it would not be safe 
for me to go on to his city Chang, 
Ching as earlier planned, because the 
authorities there had closed the gates 
of that < »y for fear of the bandits' ex­
pected seizure of i' at any time.
It seems that the bandits, in civilian 

attire, with Mauser pistols under their 
coats, had in small groups strolled 
into Chi Me. As the Southern sold­
iers of the Nanking Government, on 
guard at the citv gates, attempted to 
examine them, they were shot point- 
blank Many other soldiers, seeing 
how these determined and desperate 
enemies were acting, laid down their 
rifles and fled. The bandits closed the 
gates; and. as is their custom, began 
a systematic lootin,r of houses with 
incidental killing for terrorization 
purposes They hung several heads 
right across narrow street in the front' 
of our chaoel plant, which is strate­
gically located just where the main 
north-south-and east-west roads meet. 
Though the citv gates were supposed 
to be opened to no one. vet (miracle 
of mercy, ns it proved to he) a pastor- 
friend presiding over the chapel, was 
allowed, with his wife and small chil­
dren. to get out anti away and only a 
few days later come two columns of j N 
Southern soldiers, with Meld guns. | r  
They surrounded the citv. and mer­
cilessly began to shell it. thereby kill- 

j I ing more than 800 people. One fam­
ily of six. whom I knew well, was 
entirely wiped out. as a result of a 
shell hitting their house.
When the bombardment got too hot 

for the "bandits", they surrendered, on 
the usual condition of incorporation 
into the army. After being so prom­
ised they were led to scows on the 
Yellow River (just outside the walls) 
and there as the scows floated away 
from the shore, were shot to pieces 
with machine gun and rifle tire; after v 
which the "Government troops." under T  
pretense of searching the city for 
j more bandits, re-looted every house, 
j That is the regular "stunt", in such 
cases. The city is only 13 miles west 
of Tsinan.
