T h e  Ilonora'.jle Claude A. Wat- 

: on, I'rohiliition candidate for vice 
pii>i(!ent and a fonner A l m a  Col­
lege student, told the student body 
,u chapel M o n d a y  that he w a s  ;dad 
that while others were discussing 
ihe economic needs of the country 
he w a s  affiliated with a party that 
stussed the moral needs of the 
nation. H e  then delivered a lec­
ture entitled “Ancient R o m e  and 
M o d e r n  America, Their Trends.” 
In this he proved his state­
ment that he was n< m  rested 
as m u c h  in the econ< . eeds of 
tlie country as he is in the moral 
needs.

Mr. W a t s o n  traced the rise and 
fall of the R o m a n  Kmpire, showing 
h o w  industry and frugality built 
the world's greatest empire and 
how. w h e n  that frugality and in­
dustry gave w a y  to luxury and 
indulgence, the whole structure 
fell. E v e n  in those days, he point­
ed out. there w a s  trouble between 
capital and labor. T h e  large land 
holders began to force out the 
plehians and soon hordes of poor 
Deo pie flocked to the cities, penni­
less a nd hungry, waiting for the 
government to feed them. H e  indi­
cated h o w  such m o dern inventions 
as the dole, the I'WA, and share- 
the-wealth plans c a m e  into being 
at that early date.

Depicts Home's Decay
H e  spent considerable time de­picting the gradual decay of the 

R o m a n  people; h o w  they ceased to 
sit at their meals hut preferred to 
lie on conches, h o w  they had 
burlesques on religion, h o w  their 
comedies b e c a m e  m o re  and more 
vulgar, h o w  divorce rates g r e w  and 
moral standards dropped to a n e w  
low. Julius Ceasar. he said, spent
31.500.000 to m a k e  himself p o p u ­lar.

All the while the speaker w a s  
drawing, either by inference or 
demonstration, the analogus situ­
ation of the present day. "Bread 
for nothing —  g a m e s  forever”, 
those w e r e  the words of the R o ­
m a n s  w h e n  their crash came. T o ­
day. the d e m a g o g u e  goes to the 
people offering t h e m  food for 
votes just-as of ancient times. O u r  
moral laxity is beginning to tell 
on us too, the speaker went on. 
Morality is being ridiculed daily, 
divorce rates are mounting. W e  
are becoming the s a m e  thrill-crazy 
type of people that the R o m a n s  
were before they lost their iden­
tity.

“Business is paying crime $2f»,- 000,000.000 every year for graft,” 
the speaker pointed out as he tried 
to s h o w  that unless Amer i c a n  citi­
zens begin to vote their convictions 
instead of their prejudices our 
country will face the s a m e  situ­
ation that R o m e  faced nearly2.000 years ago.

The problem at the present time 
is not being solved. Mr. W a t s o n  
said. “T h e  siren of the d e m a ­
gogue has charmed us,” he said. 
“W e  have crowned Ceasar and cru­
cified Christ. It is for youth to 
solve all of our problems. It is 
for vouth to begin to vote their 
convictions instead of their pre­
judices."

Mr. W a t s o n  is a frequent visitor 
in Alma. H e  returns from Los 
Angeles twice every year to visit 
h\s parents and friends in Alma.

W h e n  Dean Rorem spoke in ehapel recently on stuilents' 

atliu 'inn nts and study habits he brought to mind a problem 
that is appreciated perhaps only by a student in a small col­
lege. In all colleges there are students w h o  do a great deal 
of work ami those w h o  do nothing. Since there are fewer 
students in a small college, a hss- r number of woikers must 
tlo the work.

It m a y  sound strange to m a n y  people that a college stu­
dent is required to do any work other than his studying and 
perhaps whatever work is necessary for his board or room. 
It is a fact, however, that there arc some students w h o  work 
continuously from sunrise to midnight or after and. except 
for classes, do not open a book. It is extra-curricular work.

There are very nearly as m a n y  activities on our campus 
as there are on a university campus— fraternities, sororities, 
clubs. V. W .  C. A., athletics, oratory, debate, choir, band. 
Student Council, etc. These are all very nearly student- 
managed organizations in which students are responsible for 
the success or failure ot the club or team. Perhaps 9(F. of 
the students are atfiliated with a majority of these. Probably 
10’. does the work. It is a m o n g  this 10 that w e  find stu­
dents w h o  are hard at work from morning to midnight with­
out more than an hour of concentrated study.

Let us take an example. A  boy gets up at seven in the 
morning. H e  has three classes and spends an hour in the 
library. In the afternoon, at one o'clock, he had a meeting 
of a fraternity committee: at two he meets with the Student 
Council's Parent’s Day committee. At three he has football 
practice. At six he takes an hour off to eat. At seven he 
hi\< fraternity meeting. At eight he goes to play practice. 
At ten thirty or eleven he returns to his fraternity house tired 
and weary but still having house work to do. H e  cleans his 
room and then tumbles into bed.

The next day he starts all over again. This time he sub­
stitutes A  Cappella Choir. Band. International Relations or 
something else.

But the mere attendance of meetings is nothing. The 
work is in spending three, four or five hours preparing a re­
port for a club, repairing a door for the fraternity house or 
learning one's part for the play. There have been and there 
Mill are students in A l m a  College w h o  consider their study 
hours leisure hours. At least half the faculty has more time 
to attend the movies than have some students— despite the 
fact that the faculty has no picnic either.

It is all very well to say that one does not have to do all 
these things. But those w h o  are doing them cannot ston. In 
the first place they would rather slave than face the ridicule 
that would be theirs it they did not. In the second place, they 
have the keenest sense of responsibility of the whole lot. 
They cannot, because of their very nature, iust let things 
drop. I hey plug along as best they can. studving whenever they can.

Although such students are invariably good students, 
the tragedy comes wh en  w e  realize h o w  m u c h  better they 
would be if th*y should study a little. The solution lies in 
creating enough interest in other students to m a k e  t h e m  as­
su me  some of the responsibilities. T h e  problem is not of

Left end— “ R e d ” Carty- H a d  
the most deceptive technique of 
a ny other end. H a d  an unbeliev­
able range on defense; he played 
right beside his tackle and still no 
team ever circled his end. Good 
kicker, a line ball carrier and a 
good passer. N e v e r  played before 
c o mi n g  to A l m a  College.

Right end— " C u d d y ” Shaver 
A  rugged, vicious tackier. Hit the 
interference so hard that the o p ­
posing players hated to run his 
end. Very good at blocking.

“W a d g e "  Block w a s  handicapped 
by his lack of weight but for his 
size he rated with the best.

Left tackle— J o hn  Stuart— Six 
feet, four inches in height, weighed 
2;;o pounds, could run the hundred 
yard dash in around ten seconds, 
extremely powerful. W e n t  to Mich­
igan where he scrimmage.1 against 
the varsity one night, nearly 
wrecked one side of their line and then quit.

Right tackle— W a ll y  Pezet— Six 
loot, three inches, 220 pounds, ex­
tremely fast for his size, very ac­
tive on the field; could play any 
position and trailed the ball like a hawk.

Left guard— L eo W a s h b u r n —  
Last, sturdy, reliable, powerful. 
A l w a y s  in perfect condition, he 
ran play sixty minutes at top 
speed and cover an acre of ground.

Right guard— W a l l y  Burton— A  
j rugged, hard player. H e  could 
, play at guard or tackle and be an asset to a n y  team.

Center—  Roger W r i g h t — Learn- 
e I to play center while in college. 
His adeptness at pass defense and 
bis great tackling gave his t e a m  a 
even m a n  line and a five m a n  
backlield. H e  caught forward 
passes from spread formation and 
took lateral passes on double 
passes behind the line. W a s  a good leader.

Quarterback— Carl Gussin— W a s  
a tricky, fast runner. Could dodge 
beautifully but w a s  a w e a k  bloek- 
r. A  heady field general and a 

guud punter. H e  could place his 
punts well w h e n  he w a s  in e n e m y  
territory. Never played before he 
c a m e  to Alma. Geor g e  Elias, sec­
ond choice, m a y  have been first 
choice had be been here m o r e  than 
one year. H e  w a s  the greatest 
field general that Campbell had 
drring his stay here. H e  had no 
equal at deception. H e  could fake 
an entire opposing t e a m  with his 
deliberate, well timed fakes. A n  
excellent blocker, he used his large 
hulk and strength to great a d v a n ­tage.

Halfbacks— L e R o y  Block and 
Leslie H a wt h o r n e — Block w a s  a 
*u"ged offensive m a n,  a clever 
broken field runner, a triple threat 
man. H e  could play sixty minutes 
w e ek  after week, carrying the ball 
on two plays out of every three and 
never fail to put on a brilliant per­
formance. A l wa y s  in perfect con­
dition, he w a s  rarely hurt although

"Brute" S i m m o n s  w a s  another 
center w h o  w a s  feared by oppos­
ing teams. Jack Bauer and K e n t  
MacGregor, the two other guards, 
were both good enough to play o n  
any ball team. M a c G r e g o r  w a s  
very fast, a ten second man. Bauer 
w a s  noted for his great activity o n 
the field and w a s  a very accurate 
and powerful place kicker. Julius 
Chatman, colored fullback, hit a 
line harder and lower than per­
haps a ny other. H e  w a s  a fine 
blocker but could not r e m e m b e r  
the signals. Mel Fuller, w h o  
graduated last spring, w a s  a fine 
tackle and an aggressive one. H e  
w a s  m u c h  too light, however, 
weighing only 165 pounds and al­
w a ys  played against m e n  w h o  out­
weighed him ten or twenty pounds.

opposing t e a m s  never failed to hit 
h i m  as hard as they could. H a w ­
thorne w a s  very m u c h  like Block. 
Also a triple threat m a n,  he could 
s c a m p e r  through a broken field as 
smoo t h l y  as though there w a s  n o ­
body there trying to stop him.

Fullback— G o r d o n  .Macdonald—
Powerful, fast and shifty. A  triple

a broken field. A l w a y s  played 
hara; in the University of Detroit 
g a m e  in 1P23 he lost 16 pounds 
during the g a m e  and w a s  unable 
lii undress himself after the game.

M a n y  other m e n  deserve m e n ­
tion. Leo Brown, w h o  is not plac­
ed on either team, would undoubt­
edly play on a n y  all star team 
picked from this group . H e  w a s  
an excellent punter and the great­
est of all in the art of pass defence. 
H e  used to hope and pray, it is 
said, that the opposing teams 
would pass in his territory so that 
he could intercept the passes. E d  
K a r p  w a s  the longest a nd most 
accurate punter. W o o d y  L a m b  w a s  
‘he best blocker and best defensive 
ha'fhaek. People still recall see­
ing W o o d y  leap over a t wo m a n  in- 
ci ferencc to bring d o w n  the ball 
carrier. ‘‘Big R e d ” Erickson Be­
c a m e  a feared battering r a m  his 
senior year w h o  could not he 
stopped.

2."» Years A Mis­
sionary. Tells Experiences
.Mr. .John Gohecn, aKriiultural 

missionary to India, spoke Tuesday 
of the romance to be found in mis­
sionary work. I’rom incidents in 
his o w n  twenty-live years of ex­perience. he picked examples of the 
romance in learning the language, 
customs and religion of a n y  other 
people. F.ven the w o r k  itself, of 
m e n  in the medical and evangeli­
cal field, holds m u c h  romance. T h e  
possibilities of work in tropical 
diseases was illustrated by Dr. 
Wandus, a surgeon, w h o  developed

T h e  life of Captain Young, a 
close parallel to that pictured in 
the book “ Life of a Bengal L a n ­
cer”, w a s  briefly sketched. It tells 
of a m a n  sick mentally more than 
physically and left at loose ends by 
the depression, w h o  took the advice 
of an Hindu doctor and abandoned 
his normal life entirely for that 
of the Hindu holy men.
