The Universe Is
Expand“ng--Clack

Speaking in the second of the
recently inaugurated series of fac-
ulty lectures, Professor Clack
spoke in chapel on “Our Expand-
ing Universe." “When 1 was a
hoy it was the railroad, the steam-
ship. the telegraph and telephone
that was shrinking the world -now
it is the radio and airplane,” said
Professor Clack. But as our
world becomes smaller, our r.m-
ci ption of the universe, thanks to
modern astronomers, is constantly
expanding.

Omar Khayyam, tin- astronon <i
poet of Persia, was merely em-
bodying tin- current eleventh cen-
tury idea of the universe when he
compared the sky to an inverted
howl, “Whereundei crawling, coop-
ed. we live and die." pointed out
Professor Clack. whiU Homer, the
blind poet of ancient Greece, neat
ly 2000 vyears before Omar, had
pictured the universe as a cireula*
plane surrounded by ocean, the.
it bent the solid dome of tin* sky.
lit by the sun during the day. and
studded with stars at night.

The first real expansion of as-
tronomic principle came in 1543.
when the Polish astronomer. Nico-
las Copernicus, advanced his theory
of the moving and rotating earth,
with the sun at the center of the
solar system. Copernicuss oppo-
nents were aghast at this revolu-
tionary theory which made it m
cessary for the stars to be at least
1H times as distant as we now
know the planet Pluto to be- and
yet that is only L of one percent
of the distance out to the very
nearest of the fixed stars under
tin present conception* of astron-
omic calculation. The realization
that our sun is onlv an average

IVomen Reveals Great Charaeters

Definition of a Dean- She is a
true sport at all times, yet is not
lacking in the sterner quality of
discipline; a true friend of every
girl, yet she holds their utmost
respect; a confidant and adviser,
she is yet their dean and authori-

In the day when Pioneer Hall
was the women’ residence, and
the present rooms were suites for
two, there was no person called the
Dean of Women. Miss Mary (.
Gelston, who entered in 1ss7 with
the original faculty of Alma Col-

lege, guarded about forty- five
young co-eds under the title of
I"ady Principal. She was also

Professor of Latin, and her stu-
dents have practically all become
great scholars, clue to her skill in
teaching. Until 1889 she taught
French also. Now she is the only
surviving member of the original
college staff, living in Ann Arbor.
Michigan.

In 1896, Miss Gclston gave up
her official status, though continu-
ing as Latin teacher, to Julia A.
Conelly, who reigned over the
girls and taught English and elocu-
tion for one year. She was fol-
lowed by another English teacher,
Mary A Clarke, a former mission-

ary. Mrs.

In 1900. Miss Nora A. Clark,
who was born in Gratiot county,
and had been a teacher in the Chi-
cago schools, took the position.
One of her qualities in the teach-
ing of English was her demand of
obeyance to time limits on themes.
But it is said that one Eastman, a
student, overcame his classwork
discrepancies by presenting Tier
one Monday morning with a black-
bird and a crow cleverly disguised
as a quail and a partridge.

By 1900, times had changed, and
Miss Mary L. Allen entered the
college as a self-styled Deaness,
or Dean of Women and teacher of
English. Under her regime, the
girls moved over into the new
Wright Hall. It was she who es-
tablished the precedent of allowing
no boys in sweaters at any meal
in the Hall, and otherwise at-
tempted to make gentlemen out of
them. Her interest in the Alma
Woman> Literary club increased
her popularity.
