Last Spring Petition

Lust Thursday uftunoon acom-
mittee from the Presbyterian Sy-
nod <l Michigan gave a report

which constituted the Synod®, re-
ply to a petition signed by 1SO
students last spring. Reverend

Sautel. chairman of the committee,

and Dr. Mings, Moderator of the
Synod, spoke to a group of ap-
proximateh 35 students in the
chapel and attempted to answer
numerous questions in the open
forum that followed.

Rev. Sautel, who gave the Sy-

nod’ report, said tnat the Synod
felt that Alma is suffering from a
lowered morale which Ita< been
caused by the depression. In its
investigation. Mr. Sautel said, tin
committee found “that many
movements have been made to m i
to the development of the college.”
The college already has more stu-
dents. he said. Moreover, In eon
tinned, the Board of Trustees s
forward looking and the plans
which have been proposed by the
faculty are being carefully consid-
ered. More complete plans for the
semi-centenial are to he discussed
by the Synod when it meets here
next October.

Mr. Sautel extended the Synod®"s
congratulations to the students of
Alma College for the interest they
have shown in their school. He
went on to say that the Synod
pledges its support in any finan-
cial campaign that the college
may start. In addition to this the
Presbyterian ministers have been
asked that they lend their cooper-
ation in getting students. The
Synod promises, he said, to re-
member that they have a college
in th< ir midst.

Mings had spoken
Hamilton, the chair-
man. asked for an open forum.
Immediately questions were fired
at the speakers. A lively discus-
sion followed which lasted nearly
an hour.

Hillsdale 7 to 0
In Final Game

Art Smith Runs 71 Yanis for
Lone Tnurhdnwn

Alma put the finishing touches
to a successful football season b)
trimming Hihsoaic College, 7-0. at
Itiilsnaie, last Satuiday, with the
Scots brilliant  junior hallback,
Art Smitn, setting a lurioun puce.
Ilie victory was luc initial w.n on
the road and assured the team sec-
ond place in the conference stand
Inga in their Hist year under the
tutelage ol Coach Macdonald.

*Smith da/zied the spectator!*
with lds scintillating runs off the
tackles whicn included a 74 yard
gallop on the first play of the sec
ond half for the lone touchdown,
Alt amassed a total of 19ft yards
from scrimmage in 17 trys for an
average « 11.5 yards every time
he carried the bhall.

The touchdown came on the
First play from scrimmage aftei
the kickoff opening the second half
Ewer had received the kickoff on
bis 15 and returned to the 20 yard
line. Smith took the ball on an oil
tackle slant to the left, sliced in
fast, ran to the left, ami then to
evade a swarm of tackleis tut back
to the right and sped down the
[defines 74 yards for a touchdown
Ewer plaeckickcd the extra point
despite a high wind.

lhe Scots held the upper hand
throughout the second half but
"ere lorccd to repulse frequent
Hillsdale scoring threats in the
first half.

It was disappointing to learn that
the Synod, like the Hoard of Trustees, knows so little ot
Alma’ needs. Many times the students were toreed to laugh-
ter by the explanations ot the speakers. lIhe students were
outspoken 1in their comments and. as the chairman said at
the close of the discussion, they betrayed their ignorance
more than often. What ismore pitiful, however, is the tact
that even the ignorant students could detect the ignorance
of the committee.

There is one thing that we can all be pretty sure ol at
this time; if there isanything to he done for Alma (ollege it
must he (lone hy the people who live on the campus. 1he
others who are supposed to he all dialed with the college ap-
parently have not the time. It will be the task of those who
live here to get students, to get money, toorganize the alumni,
to sell Alma College to the country. The Hoard of Trustees
may deliberate and the Synod may recommend hut any
\(TION must come from tin* college campus itselt. At the
meeting last Thursday Dr. Mings constantly reiterated that
the Presbyterian form of government is deliberative; that
in it nobody can tll another what is to he done. That may he
highly democratic hut it certainly is not conducive to the type
of activity that Alma needs.

It is for us. the students, the faculty and the administra-
tion. to prove that Alma College is worthy of every student
and every dollai it can obtain. It is for us to demonstrate
that the program of education that Alma oilers d.serves
support.
