FIRST H O P  RESULT 
OF GIRLS’ DISPUTE

It all started buck in 1924, as 
the A L M A N I A N S  tell the story. 
In that history-making year the 
young ladies of Wright Hall 
• merged from the annual rushing 
fray more than slightly battlescar- 
ed. The columns of the college 
paper were alive with criticism and 
defense, and the campus seethed 
internally and externally over the 
situation. In the midst of the rag­
ing controversy, Dr. Crooks gave 
a talk in Chapel, with the chal­
lenging statement that: “There is 
no organization on the campus 
capable of staging a successful 
all-college social affair. A n  all- 
coTTegc imrty‘ Ts TTir'TrrTr’Trii lliis "nr'

drawing together the whole of the 
students.”

It was the class of ’2(5, then Jun­
iors, that met the challenge. On  
February 10 of 1925, there appear­
ed the following item:

"According to a persistent r u m ­
or, the Juniors have secured u date 
in M a y  for the first J-Hop that an 
Alm a  College Junior class ever 
sponsored.”

The “persistent r umor” grew in­
to fact, and the whole campus was 
abuzz with the coining affair. To 
help insure the success of this first 
really elaborate all-college party, 
the A L M A N I A N  sponsored a big 
quartet contest on the m u s e u m  
steps. Only the Glee Club was 
barred, and everything from "sob 
stuff to headache blues” was per- 
missable. "The only piece”, so 
warned the paper, "that will lead 
to the execution of the quartet 
singing it is: “It ain’t gonna lain 
no m o ’. N o  horseplay allowed.”

His in­
stitution i- very modern, with no 
bars at tin* windows, and allows 
comparative freedom to the in­
mate- Most of the crises are of n 
type too difficult for any other 
place iti the state to handle. The 
larger per- crituge >>f them come 
from the prisons, H7 per cent of all 
offense for exual crimes, 47 per 
rent of all offense- involving m u r ­
der. Following his introduction he

cases, <|Uf-1mm-d t h e m  to bring out 
their mental peculiarities for the 
benefit of the audience, and ex ­
plained the defects m  every case.

The ffrst case wa- that of R o b ­
ert Harris, D*-troit'- "Voodoo 
King," accused of murder involved 
in his sacrificing of human life in 
• onnectlon with the voodoo cult. 
The doctor explained that he w a  
dominated by the delusion that 
he wa.- (»nd, and admitted on 
question n g  thm he was once 
' King Put of ( hicago, and lived 
to be one thousand years old" The 
patient himself -at reading a 
new •paper, and would not respond 
atisfactorily to questions.
The second case was that of 

Herbert Tubbs, a heavy drinker, 
although deeply religious and a 
church-goer. He believed himself 
reincarnated several times, and be­
came violent at the questioning of 
the doctors. He w a s  followed by a 
colored laborer, w hose case was 
described a a "splitting off of his 
personality." He had violated the 
drug laws, and suffered from 
grandiose delusions, believing h i m ­
self to he the father of the A b y s ­
sinian race and. at times, (lod. He  
kept up a peculiar running con- 
vei ation that oft times had no 
hearing on the matters at hand.

The fourth case wa- a negro, 
accused of breaking and entering. 
He had a glandular disorder that 
stunted mental and physical 
growth, and was one of the very 
few cases with a happy nature. H e  
laughed and joked and clapped his 
hands in great glee. His case was 
in strong contrast to that of a .‘10- 
year-old white m a n  who followed 
. . .  a sexual degenerate, pre­
maturely gray, with depressive 
melancholia. He had murdered a 
littli boy and a girl, and brooded 
constantly in his grief and re­
morse, never associating with the 
other patients.

Case number seven was that of 
an elde ly m a n  exhibiting exag­
gerated childishness, due in part 
to his age. He suffered from m e m ­
ory lapses, and could not de- 
■ i I’-ivm ciinrsi' nf events
alike twice in succession, though 
he tried hard to hide from his 
questioners his m e m o r y  lapses. 
He had prison psychosis from his 
stay at Jackson, and resolutely 
denied that he had ever been there, 
though freely admitting his crimes.

Next c am e  a little negro, de­
scribed as a moral imbecile, w h o  
had worked as a gardener; he had 
attended only the first grade in 
school and had the intellect of a 
seven-year-old child. The doctor 
explained that he hail no concep­
tion of right or wrong. He had 
killed a little girl and, later, at the 
-tale ho. pital, had tak n great de­
light in killing chickens. It was 
difficult for him to control his 
facial expressions.

Case number nine was that of 
Michigan’- most famous criminal, 
Jasper IVrry. His history was 
long and tragic. A s  a young m a n  
he was a gambler, and shot anoth­
er gambler, which led him to Joliet 
prison. There he killed another 
prisoner, ind escaped twice. Later, 
in Michigan, he w a s  sent to M a r ­
quette for robbery armed. In the 
famous prison riot there he killed 
a guard. H e  was put on the rock- 
pile, but was soon discovered chip­
ping off small rocks with which to 
attack other prisoners. Finally he 
was placed in solitary confinement 
where it was discovered that he 
had symptoms of mental disorder 
and was transferred to Ionia. He  
tool; great delight in making his 
audience laugh and in making fun 
of the examining do t( rs. H e  
walks backwards and gets talking 
streaks which keep up day and 
night. Upo n  hearing words or ex­
pressions, he associates them with 
other words and makes rhymes. 
W h e n  the words "music box" were 
were suggested to him, he respond­
ed with "Rocked in the Cradle of 
the Deep,” and w a s  heard to m u t ­
ter endlessly . . . "Ca n ’t hear tick 
tack."

Cooper w a s  insistent as to 
his o w n  sanity, of a happy dispos­
ition and fairly satisfied to be in 
the institution. H e  was followed 
by a m a n  suffering with dementia 
prnecox, convicted of extortion, 
and very moody. H e  cried a lot, 
and could not get along with the 
other inmates, w h o  dubbed him 
"crazy." Though thirteen years old 
mentally, he replied to nearly all 
ouestions "I don't know," though 
the doctors explained that he did 
know the facts. H e  was described 
ns living remotely in a world of 
his o w n  idea's. T h e  last case was 
that of an old m a n  w h o  had robbed 
ami cruelly tortured his victims, 
and suffered from delusion that he 
would be the next presidential 
candidate

that some cases are curable by the 
use of the malarial fever germ 
and salvarsan treatments, and that 
a large number are able to leave 
the institution and take their nor­
mal places in the community.

O f  course that marvelous first 

H o p  wa second to none in the his­
tory of the college. The “entire 
gymnasium w a s  a veritable fairy­
land, with a crepe paper ceiling, 
of blue and mandarin.” l-i Forge'* 
B a y  City Orchestra lightened the 
gala evening, and reaped praise for 
TTTTTTTr Cfr.oka, .lark Tii-'in.i, 
aid Harris, and Frances Mac- 
Dougul. Even Coach admitted that 
•'It was just like a championship 
team.”

The Mjcond annual .1-1 lop was 
even more sumptuous than the 
fir t, with J. \V. Snell and Miss 
Helen MacDougal leading the 
grand march, and the g y m  gor­
geous in purple and pink. Those 
were the days when the girls went 
gaga over “large bowls of tinsel 
wrapped candies”, and probably 
were glad to hang the tinsel in 
their rooms. Charlie Murray help­
ed to make it "the best party in 
the history of the college”, with 
the aid ot Josephine Heavy, Olga 
Downs, Ross Ostrander, and John 
Dawson.

Hut ere Father Time had flick­
ed off another page, another Jun­
ior class was planning the "finest 
and most elaborate J-llop in the 
hi lory of the college”. With La- 
Verne Hixby as general chairman, 
and such prominent names as 
those of Kent MacGregor, Charlies 
Schafer, Lee Crooks, Fierce B o u ­
tin, and Russ N e u m a n  in the ros­
ter, one hundred and fifteen stu­
dents and alumni attended the 1927 
Hop. That year "the decorations 
were extremely effective in black 
and white, with AI Leahr and his 
R h y t h m  Kings ensconsed in a 
crepe-paper shelter.” This party 
was really swanky, with card cases 
for favors.

1928 rolled around and found 
H o m e r  Barlow and Charlie Good- 
enough planning the “biggest so­
cial event of the year”, with some­
thing entirely new in the way of 
orchestras . . . Bruce Willis of 
Saginaw . . . whose “ music is 
excellent; they play softly melod­
ious pieces and real low-down hot 
stuff with equal skill.” The fra­
ternities ran their stag banquets 
the same evening; the dancers 
danced in a color scheme of start­
ling red and white. A n d  the fa­
vors . . .how they delighted every 
female heart! Flexible costume 
bracelets, white and green gold, 
hearing the A l m a  “A ”.

In 1929, more than 125 couples 
attended the Hop, to dance'under 
an “artificial ceiling of maize and 
blue resembling an oriental can­
opy”, to the dreamy tunes of the 
A n n  Arbor Ambassadors. And the 
committees of Francis W o o d  were 
not to be outdone by their prede­
cessor', foi lo! the fair Cinderel- 
la.s each received a dainty pocket 
vanity with the A l m a  College seal.

1930, and a H o p  that falls with­
in the m e m o r y  of almost half the 
student body. The "best Junior 
Class that ever graced the campus 
planned the most “attractive J- 
H o p  in A l m a ’s history.” Again a 
“false ceiling of azure blue trans­
formed the g y m  into a veritable 
heaven;” Nate Fry and his Gold 
Diggers supplied peppy music, and 
the ladies’ luck came with little 
blue suede purses bearing the 
college crest. T o  A! Dean, Kew- 
pie Hogan, A n n  Mileski, Dot Car­
ter and Brute S i m m o n s  went a 
large share of the credit for a par­
ty that is even today called the 
"best ever.”

But Art is long and time is 
fleeting, and Eddie Gould was 
soon made chairman of the "best 
.1 lb p in the history of the C a m ­
pus”. There were lovely blue and 
silver alcoves that year, and T o m ­
m y  Towner’s boys c am e  up from 
Michigan State to play, and the 
fair sex walked home with nove» 
embossed letter portfolios hearing 
a gold crest of the college emblem.

With the blare of bugles and 
flic blast of drums, our o w n  cheer­
ful Smitty came through last 
year with “ by far the peppiest 
party in the M. I. A. A., to say 
nothing of the history of A l m a  
College.” A n d  in May. the funsters 
"entered the dance floor through 
an arch of silver, and found the 
g y m  transformed into a veritable 
heaven. Above, stars flickered in 
the mellow rays of d i m m e d  lights.

A  myriad of tiny rays reflected 
from the crystal ball in the center 
of the heaven and shimmered in 
fantastic streams across the floor. 
Duane Yates and his Recording 
Orchestra sat beneath a star- 
flecked d o m e  of sheer silver bathed 
in the glow of colored spot lights. 
A n d  how the hearts of the fair 
ones throbbed at the sight of the 
attractive silver jewel cases, with 
the Alma College crest.”

1933. With a gallant history 
back of it. and unexplored worlds 
ahead, a n e w  Junior class is plan­
ing by far the best party in the 
history of A l m a  College. On  April 
29 in the memorial gymnasium ev­
ery lass will be a Cinderella and 
every lad a prince.
