The Alm a  team this year, al­
though four good runners and 
jumpers have graduated, have 
more reserve strength than last 
year. Several n e w  faces from 
the .Junior and Senior classes have 
helped balance the team. The 
weights and j u m p s  remain about 
the sam e  as last year, with Borton 
and his four events leading all 
others. A1 Wilkas in the shot and 
discus should supply the reserve. 
Stanley Bussard, w h o  suffered an 
accident during vacation, m a y  be 
in shape to help out.

Borton, Leahy and Seale in the 
high j u m p  ought to come out with 
at least two places. Borton, Clack, 
Lehner, and Catherman present 
four good broadjumpers to place 
against Schuler, Linborg, and 
Yinger of Albion. Linborg, accord­
ing to the dope, ought to take the 
pole vault, but Captain Dawson 
and Catherman m a y  drop in a 
m on ke y  wrench. Linborg and 
Partridge will oppose, Borton, 
Erickson, Leahy, Hubbard and 
Catherman in the javelin and the 
odds are about even.

Albion will probably have an 
edge on the dashes and the 140, 
although Bushnell m a y  show some- 
in the half mile with recruits in 
this event. Dart of Albion w o n  the 
two mile last year, But Lavon 
Winterberg and his gang are in 
much better condition than last 
year, so the competition will be 
keener.

Captain D aw so n  and Lehner will 
perform the high hurdles for Al­
m a  while Strait of Albion and Nel­
son will be the biggest threat.

He  was at 
one time mayor of the city, 
and has been for years pres­
ident of the school board, 
where he has prevented 
much of the friction that 
small town boards experi­
ence. H e  was a pillar of the 
church, and a leader in a 
dozen different organizations.

Hr. Smith was the father 
of Reynolds, ex-’Hl, a n d  
Marion Smith, ’.’12.

INSURANCE OFFERED 
FOR SPORT INJURIES

On the basis of data collected 
through a national survey of stu­
dent athletic activities, the Sports­
m a n ’s Mutual Assurance company 
of Wa-hingtun hii' just announced, 
through its advisory board, u 
special student accident policy 
io\ering all forms of college ath­
letics.

The company, recently organiz­
ed by a group of leading sports­
men especially for the sports fra­
ternity, has drawn the policy with 
a view of offering at a m in im um  
premium cost adequate protection 
against expenses incident to stu­
dent accidents on the field of 
sports.

Officials tf the company, headed 
by l harle.' Miner, president, have 
perfected a series of accident pol­
icies for those participating in 
major sports such as polo, steeple- 
i basing and fox hunting, a> well 
as the student group, including 
football, baseball, basketball, hock* 
ey and the like.

Discussing the relation of the 
special student policy to the activ­
ities of tire company, Mr. Miner 
said:

“Over a year ago a group of 
prominent sportsmen, realizing 
the m a n y  advantages of the m u ­
tual plan of insurance and the 
need of such an organization to 
serve the interests of that large 
fraternity of sportsmen, c o m ­
menced t h e  accumulation a n d  
study of all available accident data 
in the various fields of sports and 
sent out inquiries to ascertain 
what types of contracts were most 
desired. The information obtained 
permitted the formation of these 
plans, and with due consideration 
to actuarial and good underwrit­
ing practice, the design of a spec­
ial type of accident reimburse­
ment policy to meet the needs of 
sportsmen and sportswomen gen­
erally.

"This policy will lie issued in 
two forms. One is a general acci­
dent policy covering all accidents 
however and wherever sustained, 
excepting only the risks of war 
and attempted suicides, which 
provides full reimbursement up to 
the policy limits for all medical 
and surgical fees, nursing and hos­
pitalization charges, with special 
benefits for fractures, dislocations 
and loss of sight or limbs. The 
other is a modified form of reim­
bursement policy for student ath­
letes. providing full reimbursement 
to policy limits for injuries sus­
tained while practicing for or par­
ticipating in any form of recog­
nized sport, and is designed to 
give students adequate accident 
insurance protection and enables 
parents to insure for a modest 
premium against medical ami 
surgical expenses arising out <»f 
their children’s participation in 
athletics.

"The company has its home of­
fice in Washington, D. (’. ll offers 
to all sportsmen and sportswomen 
an organization that is national 
in character and a co-ordinated 
medium for the assembly and 
study of all statistics relative to 
sports, and for the proper under­
writing and satisfactory solution 
of their particular insurance prob­
lems."

S M A L L  COLLEGES T O  
K E E P  ON AS STATE 

SCH O O LS  FACE CUT
The m a n y  small, privately en 

dowed colleges of Michigan an 
watching with interest the battle 
being waged b> state institutions 
of higher learning against propos 
od cuts favored by the state legis­
lature.

O n  Tuesday of last week Presi­
dent Alexander G. Kuthven of the 
U. of M. appeared before the W a v  
and M ea ns  committee and d em an d ­
ed nearly five million dollars an­
nually for the next two year- for 
the University of Michigan, a dc 
m an d  which he reduced- later to 
$3,750,000 as the "minimum.’’ 
Man y  " M "  alumni lobbyist? invad­
ed Lansing during the hearings, 
but the House Wednesday approv 
ed without debate, the slashe- pro. 
posed by the W a y s  and Means 
committee. Under this plan, the 
University of Michigan will next 
year receive $2,645,723, while 
Michigan State, with a normal two 
million dollar budget, has been cut 
to one million dollars.

Due to long and insistent pro- 
sure from overburdened taxpayers, 
a lull was introduced to cut state 
aid for normal training classes 
from $1,500 to $900 per teacher. 
M a n y  state legislators are giving 
serious consideration to a plan that 
aim at controlling the output of 
teachers by normal schools in or­
der to meet the needs of the state, 
and eliminate over-production. 
Others object to the overlapping 
of functions performed by both 
normal schools and the University 
of Michigan, in pre-medic, pre- 
dental, and other professional 
schools formerly considered work 
of the university. Dr. Kuthven ad­
mitted that economy might be 
effected by eliminating some «f 
the duplicating machinery of the 
University, Michigan State Col 
lege, and the College of Mine-, and
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the state legislature is now con­
sidering a plan that would abolish 
the Board of Regent* of tho L-t 
mor, and the governing boards of 
the other two institutions, and 
create a single Im u m I to bo admin­
istered directly by the -tate.

T h e  small colleges, operating as 
they do on private endowments 
and with no cost to the state . . . 
in point of fact thev save the state 
nmrt y by relieving it of the cost 
of educating students without 
transferring that cost to the atu 
dent, an- looking on qinctly at thi - 
significant taxpayers' p r o t e s t  
against a condition that other 
othei states have fore-cen and met 
long years past.

While it might he considered t 
distinctly backward -tep to curtail 
the growing ideals of any inst.Hu 
lion, ncverthelc-- the people and 
their legislators are being brought 
abruptly *o the realization that 
the present economic system i- 
not flexible enough to make doc 
tors and lawyer- and dentists and 
teachers of all w h o  might apply, 
even if it wen* Otherwise possible. 
Within the hearing of eric fm 
help from the state supported 
school , the small colleges are 
bravely making plan- for another 
year, grimly facing depreciated 
endowment- with a courage that 
feels, as Dr. Crook- puts it. that 
“institutions that m e  worth -ui 
viv mg. will survive "

S TUDENTS A N N O U N C E  
D ETERMINATION N O T  

T O  T A K E  U P  A R M S
President Roosevelt’s conference 

this week with R am se y  MacDonald 
and Eduard Herriot on the subject 
of war debts and the coming dis­
a rmament conference is holding 
the interest of students in colleges 
and universities both at home and 
abroad. Opposition to war is 
mounting a m o n g  young m en in in­
stitutions of higher learning 
everywhere. Pacifism of a n e w  
sort is appearing in the best-regu­
lated schools and colleges.

At Oxford, a few weeks ago, 750 
students declared that the Oxford 
Union would under no circum­
stances light for king and coun­
try. Sarcastic chauvinists sent 
them a carton of white feathers, 
which the boys promptly wore. 
With this example before it, the 
Brown University "Daily Herald” 
at Rhode Island announced a na­
tion-wide campaign against war, 
and have asked undergraduates in 
1 lf> colleges and universities to 
pledge themselves not to bear 
arms except in case of invasion of 
United States mainlands; more 
than this, the groups are asked to 
work actively to organize the 
whole world on a peace basis. 
Brown University students are 
this week presenting a petition 
against war to President Roosevelt 
and to Congress. " W e  believe ” 
says the petition, "that the united 
jefusal of the youth of America to 
hear arms, except in case of in­
vasion. will do m uc h  to prevent war."

The m ovement has w  i <1 e 1 y 
spread, according to a libera! 
weekly, and at Columbia Univers­
ity a voluntary poll brought 920 
students to register their opinions. 
"Of this number. 293 stated that 
they would under no circumstances 
go to war, and 485 only in case of 
invasion; 38 were willing to fight 
to protect United States citizens 
or investments abroad, and 81 to 
to fight for their country, right or 
wrong; 464 stated that they would 
willingly suffer imprisonment for 
their convictions."

O n  the Pacific Coast, represen­
tatives of seven universities and 
colleges met at Leland Stanford 
l mversitv and passed a resolution 
stating that “this group will re­
fuse to be conscripted into nnv 
war service whatsoever."

"Old m e n  make wars, young 
m e n  fight them." is an old saw. If 
young m e n  refuse > fight, they 
m n v  go to jail, but there will he no war.

John Menoeh again preached in 
the First Presbyterian Church S u n ­
day night, and delivered another 
first class sermon.
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
