To m a k e  some “sacrifice" i» 
to surrender or give up some val­
ued object or in most cases, som e  
of life’s very blood for a person 
dear to us or for some future good. 
A sacriliee mea ns  a loss or depri­
vation for the help or good of some 
loved one. T h e  m a n  in life w h o  is 
atflicted and has some real "ex­
cuse” for not performing his share 
in life is the m a n  w h o  bears his 
burden without complaining.

P T  TTTTTTg gi. ■
us several questions which m a n y  
young people are asking. “W h a t  is 
m y  college meaning to m e ? ” So 
many of us just drift through life. 
Our college m eans to us what w e  
make it mean.

W h a t  will 
your class-mates be able to say of 
you years from n o w ?  W h a t  are 
you doing to help people in the 
race of life? " W h a t  shall be m y  
life work?”

On Thursday, Dr. Irving gave us 
the words of tne Apostle Paul. " M y  
Gospel”. The Christian religion 
thrives in the light and dies in the 
darkness. Let us not be afraid of 
the light. There are three great 
truths of God which this genera­
tion needs to consider. W e  have 
an inexhaustible God. Besides be­
ing inexhaustible, God is on oui 
side and never against us. L a u g h ­
ter and joy c am e  into life with 
Jesus. God, besides being inex­
haustible and friendly, is available 
and available only adequately 
through Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ 
shows us wha t  God is like and ac­
tually lives G o d  with us. He  walks 
down the hard roads with us to the 
light and a w a y  from the darkness. 
W e  will be like H i m  when w e  see 
Him as H e  is.

On Tuesday evening, Dr. Irving 
had dinner at Wright Hall and in­
i' i viewed s om e  of the young w o m e n  
of the student body. H e  spent muc h  
of the rest of his time with the 
men, laying plans for the forma­
tion of some organization to keep 
alive the Christian spirit on the 
campus. H e  interviewed quite a 
number of the young men, and sec- 
era! had a chance to become quite 
intimately acquainted with him. 
His wide experience and knowledge 
of men enabled him to give the n e w  
organization a firm footing before 
he left.

The regulations regard­
ing noise apply to this as well as 
to Sunday evenings.

Freshmen hull girls w h o  have 
earned thirty or more honor points 
during the preceding semester m a y  
have one late permission a month. 
This privilege has been w o n  foi 
this semester by only three girls 
Marion t ook, .lean Currie and 
Louise Hagaman.

Closed hours are still in effect. 
For the benefit of those w h o  m a y  
not be familiar with them, they are 
those hours during which a m a n  
m a y  not he in the hall. O n  week 
days, they include morning? until 
after chu|>el( afternoon from 1 :l)0 
to 5:00, and evenings from 7:30 on, 
except Friday, Saturday and S u n ­
day evenings. O n  Saturday there 
are no closed hours during the af­
ternoon ami evening, hut on S u n ­
day the hull is cloned all during the 
morning and afternoon until 4:00. 
The only exception to closed hours 

that is, the only time during 
which a m a n  m a y  be in the hall in 
closed hours, is during the evening, 
provided he has a date. Otherwise, 
the m e n  are asked not to come in. 
If they come in before lunch or 
dinner thev are to leave before the 
second bell is rung, and if they 
come in after meals, they an* to 
leave directly at 1:00 and at 7:30. 
If the m e n  persist in breaking 
these rules and are not asked to 
leave by the girls they have come 
in to see, social cuts will be taken 
from the girls.

These rules m a y  seem a little 
stringent to some of you. and if 
they do please look up the rules 
of u few years ago you w o n ’t 
have to go back very far and 
compare them with the present 
rules. You will probably be sur­
prised to find out h o w  m u c h  more 
freedom and liberty is allowed to 
day. A n d  in view of the m a n y  priv­
ilege- that have been given us, 
can’t w e  lay aside our complaints 
and cooperate in observing these 
things which are asked of us?
