Bill Smith, sports writer for the 
Kalamazoo Index, just about sized 
up Horton in his write-up of the 
A l m a  team when he said, "Horton 
is their shot in the arm, their little 
ray of sunshine.” His ability to be 
anywhere on the court at just the 
right time, his tip-in shots, his 
deadly accurate bullet passes, over 
the shoulder or between the legs, 
superior defensive play, all c o m ­
bine to mak e  him the most valu­
able m a n  in the .MI A  A. Playing 
sleeper, he was able to mak e  a 
gooil m a n y  points and start the 
plays for a good m a n y  more; yet 
when needed on defense he was 
back lighting as hard as anyone. 
Although he puts everything he 
has into the game, he is still the 
cleanest player in the association, 
for he made but eight personal 
fouls in ten games. In three years’ 
play he has been put out of just 
one g a m e  on personal fouls.

Although Dawsons chief value 
to the team lies in his shooting 
ability, he is a valuable m a n  on 
defense and a good passer. His 
height makes him able to get 
the ball off the backboard and 
control it until he can pass out of 
danger. He  is a clever dribbler, 
and willing to take chances. In 
the Olivet g a m e  here he dribbled 
around Milankov with little trouble 
and mad e  a basket. A  moment 
later he appeared out <>: nowhere 
to intercept an out-of-bounds pas> 
and dribble in for another shot.

A m o n g  a better than average 
group of basketball players. A 
Milankov. with Horton, stood head 
and shoulders above the rest. 
Milankov could do everything. One 
of the best shots in the association, 
he was an even better passer. His 
91 points in ten games gave him 
third place in the M I  A  A  scorers. 
H e  was a good defensive man. and 
his quick thinking saved the 
Comets a lot of points. H e  was a 
great star and a great team
player. . ,, iA  little more height would make

INTERESTING STATISTICS ON CHAMPIONSHIP SEASON
For the first time in eight years, 

Alma College won the Michigan 
Intercollegiate basketball c h a m ­
pionship by winning nine of the 
ten league games. As champion­
ships were won in 1924 and 192f>, 
and several football and baseball 
championships have gone in suc­
cessive years, chances for repeat­
ing this feat are very good. This 
is furthered by the fact that only 
one Senior is on the squad.

The A l m a  team showed power 
by scoring 719 points in 1H games 
for a total of about 40 points a 
game. These also were the aver­
ages in the ten M I A A  games 
which were played this year.

N o r m a n  Horton, the only Senior 
on the squad, again topped the

C LACK SPEAKS AT 
F A C U L T Y  DINNER O N  
SUBJECT OF “TIDES”

H> MAKION DAY
"Tidal friction is perhaps the 

most important of all the tidal ef­
fects," said Professor R. W.  Clack 
in his talk before the faculty and 
students of Alm a  College in the 
Library last Wednesday evening. 
This was one of a series of lectures 
being conducted at regular inter­
vals by the faculty. It followed a 
faculty dinner. "In fact,” he con­
tinued’, “a little intensive study m a y  
show us that time and tide have 
very much more intimate relation 
than that expressed in the old 
adage, “Time and tide wait for 
no man.” As the particles of 
water move over each other or over 
the beds of the oceans, seas, or riv­
ers, friction is produced."

And as most of us remember in 
our learning w e  found that friction 
consumes energy and turns it into 
heat, so one asks, upon what source 
of energy are these tides drawing .’ 
Professor Clack pointed out that it 
must be the store of energy the 
earth has by virtue of its rotation 
on its axis, and that the tides act 
as a brake on the rotation of the 
earth, making it spin more slowly 
and thus lengthening the day.

Interpretations of the tides by 
Pliny, the Elder, who attributed 
them to the reaction of the moon; 
early Chinese philosophers w h o  be­
lieved the earth to be an animal 
and the breathing of this earth 
animal caused them; Pytheas of 
Massilia. in about 325 H. while 
crossing the Straits of Gibraltrar 
noticed a relationship between the 
moon and the tides, were cited. 
Even at the beginning of the ( hris- 
tian era, tides were said to he 
caused by the moon anil perhaps 
aided by the sun; hut just h o w  or 
w h y  no one quite understood.

In the thirteenth century, an 
Arab author. Zakoriyya ibn Mu- 
h a m m e d  al Qazvini. tried to rea­
son that the sun’s heat caused the 
waters to expand and rise, hut this 
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scoring honors with 213 points. In 
the M I A A  he also topped the list 
with 110 points. His nearest rival 
was his teammate and opposite 
forward, Gordon Dawson, w h o  
dropped in 107 points in the asso­
ciation and 1H<» for the season.

Several new records were hung 
up. Against Albion at Alma the 
flying Scots ran up 40 points in 
the first half for a new M I A A  rec­
ord. In the next g a m e  against 
Olivet the Scots swamped the 
Comets 43 to 27, handing them 
their first defeat in two years. Th 
season’s highest score, <><’» to 24, 
was run up against Battle (’reek 
College on the A lm a  floor. Nor ma n  
Horton committed only eight per­
sonal fouls foi a new low record 
in the ten games.

T H E  S Q U A D
N o r m a n  "Hull" Horton, captain 

of A l m a ’s 1933 champions, and the 
only Senior on the team, ranks 
with the greatest basketball play­
ers the M I A A  has ever seen. He 
was by far the best team player 
in the association this year, and 
only AI Milankov of Olivet could 
come close to him for all-around 
brilliance of performance. Not 
only is he the greatest trick-shot 
artist in the league, hut he is the 
best passer and a very good de­
fensive player. His generalship 
was the biggest factor in Alma's 
high-powered attack this year, and 
he m ad e  the plays for a lot of 
baskets which were never credited 
to him. A  player like Horton 
comes along about once a cen­
tury.

As good as Horton is. his work 
alone could not have won the 
championship, for it took a good 
shot to capitalize on his passing. 
A n d  Gordon "Bud” Dawson pro­
vided the necessary scoring punch. 
In M I A A  games Bud scored 107 
point*, only three behind Horton, 
and 1G ahead of Milankov. in third 
place. Hud developed into a star 
thD year, and should be even bet­
ter next year.

A b e  Kahn will he another m a n  
to watch next year. In spite of a 
bad knee the first part of the sea­
son. and a nice case of the flu fol­
lowing that, he played mighty 
good hall all along. His speed and 
shooting were a big help in piling 
up points. He  made a lot of points 
on tip-off plays, and his two bas­
kets mad e  that w a y  in the last 
Hope g a m e  started the team on 
its w a v  to victory in the c h a m ­
pionship battle. He  is the best 
foul -hot on the team.

Howard “H o w d y "  Catherman 
was our most valuable man on de­
fence. The only small m a n  on the 
first five, he made up for his lack 
of height with remarkable -peed 
and aggressiveness He is alway- 
after the ball, and breaks up m a n v  
good scoring plays. While he D 
never up a m o n g  the scoring lead-

theory was questioned since the 
high tide sometimes came early in 
the morning or late at night after 
the sun’s greatest heat was gone. 
So 1200 years after Pliny, there 
was still little advancement toward 
the real solution.

Galileo, Newton, and other phil­
osophers have tried to explain 
these everyday occurences and the 
general opinion of philosophers 
seems to point to the H ar mo ny  of 
the Tides with the Moon and thus 
the Tides are directly influenced by 
the moon. But what is that in­
fluence? The only answer seems 
to lie that it is “an occult Quality 
or Sympathy, whereby the Moon 
attracts all moist bodies.”

Today, scientists have predicted 
that in time the days will lengthen 
so that a day will be the same as 
a month, but months are also 
lengthening. Jaens in his latest 
estimate (1930) thinks it will take 
at least 50 billion years before this 
will happen. Ultimately the time 
of rotation will lengthen so that 
the earth will always keep the 
same side towards the sun and 
moon. And in years to come the 
earth and m o o n  will meet but 
perhaps long before this, earthly 
existence will cease.

T O  A N N  A R B O R  M E E T I N G  
O n  Saturday, March 11, there 

w a s  held at the University of 
Michigan in the East Physics lab­
oratory the regular winter meet­
ing of the college teachers of 
physics of this state. The m e m ­
bership consists of those who 
tea.-h physics in the University, 
the Liberal Arts colleges. Normal 
schooD and Junior colleges of the 
state.

The morning session was ad­
dressed by Dr. H. M. Randall of 
the University, w h o  told of some 
work being done in his department 
in the infra-red region of the spec­
trum. Heat radiations have bee^i 
measured up to a wavelength of 
0 . 1 m m  by use of special prisms 
and a thermocouple.

Dr. N. H. Williams, in the radio 
laboratory of the Department of 
Physics, has been developing tubes 
for the production of shorter and 
shorter elect ro - magnetic waves 
and has recently succeeded in pro­
ducing waves only 9 cm. in length, 
which is less than 1-4000 the wave­
length of station W'JR (.750 kilo­
cycles. or 400 meters). This leaves 
a small gap between the longest 
beat waves and the shortest elec­
tro-magnet ie waves. This gap will 
no doubt soon be bridged.

Dr. Williams was one of the or­
iginators of the popular screen- 
grid tube of modern radio, having 
perfected this tube two years be­
fore commercial builders were pre­
vailed upon to adopt it.

In the afternoon, Prof. Curtis 
of the Department of Astronomy 
gave a lecture, illustrated with 
lantern slides and motion pictures, 
of the 193*2 solar eclipse visible in 
the northeastern part of the Unit­
ed States.

Prof. Ditto was accompanied by 
Miss Shirlev Barton. Miss Vera 
Bradford. William Goggin. Orlindo 
Luchini. Paul Woodland and Alvin 
Hill. Also at the meeting were 
seen William MacCurdy. '32. now 
studying in the School of Engi­
neering at the University; Roy 
Nestle. '32. studying physics at 
Michigan State College, ami Miss 
Winifred Harrod, '25. w h o  is work­
ing for her Master degree in phys­
ics at the University of Michigan.
