Heads Committee to Revise 
(Constitutions of Oratory 
and Debate Leagues.

Prof. Roy Hamilton will head a 
Committee of Michigan college pro­
fessors when they submit a new 
organization plan combining the 
Michigan Oratorical and Debate 
Leagues at the Hotel Olds in Lan­
sing next Friday and Saturday. 
The n e w  constitution is the re­
sult of a year’s work on the part 
of speech heads throughout the 
state, and provides for an Inter­
collegiate Speech League designed 
to include not only oratory and 
debate, but extempore speaking 
and interpretative reading as well.

For the past few years Michi­
gan public speaking instructors 
have felt the need of jyi organiza­
tion that would include all types of 
college forensic work. Last spring 
Prof. Hamilton w a s  named c o m ­
mittee head, and with the aid of 
Prof. Black of Adrian, Miss Payne 
of Hope, Prof. Breen of Hillsdale, 
and Prof. Hance of Albion, worked 
out the plan n o w  subject to ap­
proval. Practically every college 
in the state will be a charter m e m ­
ber and privileged to participate in 
one or all of the activities. Those 
who have contested in the past in­
clude, besides Alma, Adrian, Al­
bion, Battle Creek, Calvin, Central 
State Teachers College, Detroit 
City College, Hillsdale, Hope, Kal­
amazoo, Michigan State, Ypsilanti 
Normal, Olivet, and Western State.

At the Lansing meeting Friday 
the n e w  constitution will be taken 
u ' item by item, debated, and 
adopted or modified. One of the 
main provisions states that schools 
to keep active membership must 
participate in at least five of eight 
different kinds of activities sched­
uled, which includes m e n ’s and 
w o m e n ’s contests. A l m a  last year 
participated in both oratory con­
tests, sending Bob King and Nan- 
cibel Thorburn to the state finals; 
M a r y  Elizabeth Soper was the lo­
cal representative in interpretative 
reading, while King, Estes, Hallin 
and Johnson mad e  up the debate 
squad. Bob King, manager of or­
atory and debate, will accompany 
Prof. Hamilton on the two-day 
trip.

PERSIAN MISSIONARY SPEAKS HERE FRIDAY
Dr. H. A. Lichtwardt, foreign 

missionary from Meshad, Persia, 
will be the guest speaker in C ha p ­
el next Friday morning, October 3.

He 
is said to be greatlv in d e m a n d  as 
a speaker, and has given m u c h  of 
his time to radio broadcasting.

At present Dr. Lichtwardt is on 
furlough, and has visited a n um be r  
of Presbyterian schools and 
churches. H e  will also speak here 
Friday evening in the Presbyter­
ian church.

This plan is in line with the 
program being worked out by Dr. 
Kaufman, looking towards the 
50th anniversary of the college in 
1947. Prof. Hamilton is in charge 
of church and school visitations, 
while the Boosters Club, Almanian, 
and other campus organizations 
are scheduled to co-operate with 
W e i m e r ’s group.

The cut of the A l m a  squad show­
ed Coach Campbell directing the 
scrimmage of his small squad.

Six Letterman Report for 
Practice as Group Awaits 

Topic Decision.

Six lettermen are expected to 
uphold A l m a ’s debating prowess 
this season when Bob King, Herb 
Estes, Bill Johnson, Ray Hallin, 
Art Boynton, and H u g h  Brenne- 
m a n  line u p  for places on the 
squad. Brenneman and Claude 
Knight are back after a year’s ab­
sence, while Earle T omes and Wil­
liam Hood will have their initial 
varsity experience. Hood comes 
from Flint, where he w a s  a m e m ­
ber of the high school state c h a m ­
pionship debating team last year.

Last season the A l m a  teams lost 
but one League debate out of four. 
Johnson and King, with three 
years’ experience, generally t ea m ­
ed up on the affirmative side of 
the tax question, arguing that 
s om e  other form of taxation 
should replace the general proper­
ty tax in Michigan. Hallin and 
Estes paired up on the negative 
side of the same issue. Because 
of the large number of m e n  out 
this year, Prof. Spencer has ar­
ranged a two hour course in argu­
mentation as a preliminary for the 
regular question.

T h e  subject lor this year’s dis­
cussions has not yet been selected, 
but according to the manager of 
oratory and debate, Bob King, it 
is likely to deal with some phase 
of banking. Schools encountered 
on the schedule of the last two 
years have included Michigan 
State, twice-defeated by A l m a  
teams, Hope, Ypsilanti, Detroit 
City College, Central Calvin, and 
Kalamazoo.

ed by these fees.

T h e  Student Council declares 
itself in line with the policy of 
the faculty in not tolerating 
any hazing, kidnapping, or 
physical indignity between the 
f r e s h m e n  and sophomore 
classes. For any violation of 
this ruling, the Council m a y  
recommend the penalty of in­
definite suspension, or support 
the faculty in such action.

S o m e  very strange things ap ­
pear to be happening on this C a m ­
pus these days. A  seasoned ob­
server might wonder whether 
there were any freshmen here at 
all. I don’t intend to m a k e  this 
etter a pointless criticism of a n y ­
body’s tactics, but as a Senior 
w h o  has had an opportunity to 
view two kinds of treatment in 
the handling of freshmen, I would 
like to submit m y  conclusions.

tle respect. As  far as I can see, 
the wishy-washy tea party w e ’ve 
had so far hasn’t rolled up  one rug 
after dancing, hasn’t stopped some 
freshmen from crowding into the 
dining room ahead of older stu­
dents, and hasn’t brought them in­
to our rooms for the friendly vis­
its that were so c o m m o n  in for­
mer years.

M ay be  w e ’re so dignified that 
they’re afraid of us. O n e  of m y  
o w n  happy memories is the shout­
ing and laughter at freshman in­
itiation, and the later boastings in 
comparing our lot with that of 
former classes. After our initia­
tion w e  were part of the group and 
felt free to go to upperclassmen’s 
rooms, to question them about the 
m a n y  puzzling ways of the c a m ­
pus. Not so now. I have never 
witnessed a more strained feeling 
in Wright Hall.

Perhaps this Is a dull reaction 
from last year when the vigilance 
meetings were not well planned 
nor executed. It seems as if the 
present sophomores could decide 
upon a clever and workable pro­
g r a m  that would include all the 
fun of former years without so 
m a n y  of the disagreeable features. 
Y o u  don’t discover w h o  the real 
sports in any class are by m a k ­
ing them light a candle.

M ay be  w e  aren’t as ultra as 
some of the large universities, but 
no one seems to have been driven 
a w a y  from A l m a  yet over a little 
freshman hazing. W h y  can’t we  
be ourselves and keep on doing the 
things that have always made 
A l m a  a friendly and peppy insti­
tution?

11. Expense:
(a) There shall be no treating 

involving expenditures of m on ey  
by a society girl to a new girl.

(b) Thirty-five dollars shall be 
the limit used to cover both the 
party and the open meeting of a 
society.

12. ' Bids:
(a) There shall be no verbal 

bidding or promises of any sort 
either by a sorority or a rushee.

(b) Bids through the Dean of 
W o m e n  shall be given out the 
Monday night before closed rush­
ing ends . . . N ovember 6, and 
these bids must be accepted or re­
turned before breakfast Tuesday 
morning.
