Sociology (lasses Inspect 

Building and Are S h o w n  
Several Cases.

O n  Wednesday 38 students of the Sociology classes of A l m a  Col­
lege visited the State Hospital for 
( riminal Insane at Ionia, an insti­tution in which one out of every 
four inmates has been connected with a murder.
'I hough close inspection w a s  im­possible because of the large size 

of the group, for besides the A l m a  
tudents there were some 40 visi­tors from Calvin College, the trip 

was one of the most interesting of the year.
.The tour of the hospital began in the w o m e n ’s section. Th e y  pass­ed through this part quickly and 

proceeded to the m e n ’s quarters where they were shown the w o r k ­
shops, morgue, medical rooms, etc. 
After this they were taken to the 
auditorium to witness a clinic of about ten cases.

Dr. Robertson, the head, ex­plained the institution and then 
various persons were brought 
forth. A m o n g  the cases w a s  a gangster w h o  had been arrested 41 
times in 4 years and convicted once. Another case thought he 
was running for President, gave a speech, but agreed to take it all lack for 50c. A  third thought all 
the time that he was going to he killed.

The outstanding case was that of a big negro, Samson Pangerang as 
he called himself, who w as a w o n ­derful speaker and had hallucina­tions that he was God. After this 
the group witnessed the new 
treatment for killing syphilis by the electrical fever method.

One could not offer a mo r e  I m ­
pressive picture of the sordid and dreadful side of life than a visit to this institution of social misfits, and cast-offs. Though most of them 
come from other state prisons, 
they are of every color and from every walk of life. To get these people a w a y  from the world is 
perhaps one of the greatest serv­
ices that the state performs, the only tragedy being that they sel­d o m  get there before committing some crime.
