The
Detroit hoy failed to place in his
specialties, the discus, javelin, or
shot put. Future meets, however,
ought to find him among the point
winners.

ai Ann Arbor, May 3 and 4, in
which twenty-one colleges and un-
iversities of the State will take
part.

lhe Alma representatives will
take part as delegates from Ger-
many and Guatemala in the dis-
cussions. Though Germany has
announced their withdrawal from
the League, they will, like the
United States, take part in the
committee discussions. Due to
recent developments 1in European
affairs, Alma's delegates will
have one of the leading parts in
the discussions at Ann Arbor.

In addition to the honor of be-
ing granted Germany, Arthur
Boynton, president of the local
group, has been named as chair-
man of the First Committee,
which will deal with the problem
of revising the Covenant of the
League.

The meeting begins this Friday
with the convening of the Assem-
bly at 11:00 otlock. After lunch-
eon the committee meetings will
start at one-thirty. There will
also be a meeting of the League
Council in the afternoon, which
will be followed by. a banquet.

There are three committees:
hirst- Revision of the Covenant;
Third- Munition traffic; and Sixth
- Balkan affairs. The meetings
Friday will be of an introductory
nature. The major proposals will
be made in set speeches, and then
the rapporteurs’ proposed will be
circulated for consideration.

More open discussion will be
permitted at the committee meet-
ings at nine-thirty Saturday morn-
ing. The Council of the League
will also meet to discuss German
rearmament, the Italian-Abysin-
nian question, and the Hungarian-
Jugoslavian problem.

Reports from all these commit-
tees will be submitted to the Gen-
eral Assembly, which will recon-
vene at eleven otlock Saturday
morning. It will then be up to
the Assembly to adopt or reject
these proposals.

Center Jump Modified;
Pivot Play Eliminated
By Cage Rule Changes

By the recent action of the na-
tional rules committee on basket-
ball the “pivot play” will be elim-
inated from next year’s game and
the center jump has been modi-
fied, so as to take away some of
the advantage of a tall player.

Next year no player may re-
main in the free-throw lane more
than three seconds, except when
chasing a loose ball. This rules
out the old pivot play, in which
a player stood in the free-throw
lane and took passes from down
court, pivoted on the foul line, and
shot over the heads of his oppon-
ents. The penalty for infraction
gives the ball to the opposing
team out of bounds.

Those wanting to do away with
the center jump and those want-
ing" to keep it compromised and
decided to dispense with it only
after foul goals. The ball will
now go to the team scored upon
and under the basket scored in.
The rule, however, will not apply
to technical or double fouls.

Minor rule changes eliminate
crowding on jump ballsand recom-
mend that officials be more strin-
gent with personal contact.

TOO MANY WEAKNESSES

Last week the various student groups on the campus
were asked to give a “vote of confidence” to an organization
which calls itself the Alma College Advancement Association.
The vote was taken, but about 99 percent of the students didn’t
know for what they were voting.

A vote of approval meant that you, without any voice in
the matter, sanctioned any action that a small group, whose
identity isunknown today to the majority of students, wanted
to carry out. You have nothing to say as to who will be in
the organization and nothing to say about what shall be done,
but are only allowed one person to sit in on the meetings and
report what is done.

The “idea” resulted from a “BULL” session. At that
time, for reasons yet unexplained, they concocted a question-
naire, signed it the Alma College Advancement Association
(though there was no such organization), used the name of a
student( without formal election) as president, and sent them
to the trustees of the College. This is the organization that
you voted on last week.

Several of the members are not quite sure just what they
will do, and they are almost unanimous 1in not knowing how
they will carry out any of theii ideas. They talk of new build-
ings and higher salaries for professors to get your attention,
and end up by saying, “but first we will demand some change
in the chapels, a change in the number, the type, or some
change. We re not sure just what yet.” STUDY THAT LAST
STATEMENT. It gives the keynote of their whole program.

From the beginning they have shown a poor attitude.
They didnt want any student support at first, but sought it
only after their scheme had failed. Even now they dont
want your opinions or cooperation, but onlv your approval of
what they do. In addition they make themselves appear as
opposing the faculty by ignoring them.

LASTLY. THERE IS NO NEED FOR SUCH AN OR-
GANIZATION. Any thing worthwhile that they have to offer
could be carried out through the College Boosters Club, where
all would have a voice in what was to be done. The so called
A. C. A. A. argue that the Booster’ Club is dead, but it is
certainly no deader than their organization was (or is).

In its present set-up and with the spirit that they have
started out the Alma College Advancement Association will
never receive the support of the student body as a whole. Let
them come through the proper organization with a constructive,
intelligent, and well thought-out plan and they will have the
willing support of all, but any hazy scheme to he carried out
by unknown persons, through an organization that doesn’t
exist, in a manner that even its sponsors don’ know, and with
a “demanding” spirit, isdoomed before it begins.

Legislatures all over the
country are going to stop students
and teachers from saying bad
things about them by requiring the
oath of allegiance. - Interestingly
enough in Michigan an American
Legion man supported the recent
allegiance bill and another Legion

We all recognize the fact that
religion is a fundamental part oi
human existence. Much has been
said and written about the inati-
visability of compulsory chapel, of
the inadequacy of the institution
of chapel and of Us leadership.

Religion in Alma College will
he just exactly what the students
and faculty of the College make it
and no more. But true religion
(interpretation of that which is
right) is a necessity, which though
we may not realize it is far fronm
being gratified.

The question of the spirit of
worship has been raised, the atti-
tude with which chapel is received.
This can be summed up in a short
sentence: "One should always try
to feel the emotion one ought to
feel .”

You say at once. How can one
manufacture the right emotion if
it is not naturally felt? 1 admit
you cannot instantly change your
feelings and attitudes, hut if you
were to cultivate a feeling of ac-
ceptance. were to devote the same
amount of energy in trying to
create a religious attitude, that
you have formerly used in denun-
ciation. you would find a real im-
provement 1in the institution of
chapel. The good impulse we
do not obey, the fine resolution
that is not carried out, is worse
than opportunity lost. It actually
weakens us for the next opportun-
ity.

In conclusion it should remain
for the faculty to furnish a con-
structive interpretation of the true
religion.

M. Hutchins, president of the Un-
iversity of Chicago, deck red re-
cently in a speech given over a
nation radio hook-up.

Answering the question, “What
is a University?” Pres. Hut bins
stated that “A University is a
community of scholars. It is not
a kindergarten; it is not a club;
it is not a reform school; it is ro
a political party, it is not an agen-
cy of propaganda.

\ ithout freedom, a imivtrsity
becomes a political party or an
agency of propaganda and ceases
to be a university, Pres. Hutchins
said. Continuing, he declared that

“the university exists only to find
and communciate the truth. If it
cannot do that it is no longer a
university.”

In conclusion, the speaker said,
“The American people must de-
cide whether they will tolerate

the search for truth. If they will,
the universities will endure. If
not, then we can blow out the

light and light it out in the dark,
for when the voice of reason is si-
lenced. the rattle of machine guns
begins.
