Brohenshire Calls Horace u The
Most Quoted of Latin Writers”

T w o  thousand years ago Horace* 
was bom, on December 8, 65 B. C. 
Last week, all over the world, his 
birth was commemorated.

Tuesday, December 10, A l m a  
College joined in the celebration 
when Professor Charles D. Brok- 
enshire spoke in chapel. “It is dif­
ficult to find,” Professor Broken- shire said, speaking at the request 
of the Latin department, “any L a ­
tin writer w h o  has been more quot­
ed than Horace. As he predicted, he 
has immortalized the haunts of his 
Sabine farm and erected for him­
self a monument in the history of literature that is more perennial 
than brass and more lasting than 
the pyramids.”

Professor Brokenshire ranked 
Horace a m o n g  the highest of the 
writers of the Augustan age, an

age that produced the poet Ovid, 
the historian, Livy, Virgil, Ho r ­
ace’s friend, and m a n y  minor 
poets.

Sets Stage for Horace 
The speaker began by outlining 

the history of R o m e  just before 
Horace came into prominence, re­
viewing the trouble in the R o m a n  
Republic th&v led to the rise of 
Julius Ceasar, his assassination, 
and the subsequent strife between 
his friends and Brutus and Cassius, 
in which Horace was involved, on 
the losing side.

“W h e n  w e  think of Horace,” 
said Professor Brokenshire, “w e  pay tribute to his father.” His 
father educated him at Rome, and 
spent m u c h  time with him there.

To the Alumni of Alma College:
In the fall of 1932 certain 

members of the faculty began 
thinking and talking about a 
“Greater Alma College.” A  
committee was elected by the 
faculty to consider what this 
“Greater Alma College” should 
have as its objectives. At its 
first meeting the committee se­
lected the writer as its chair­
man.

Questionaires were immedi­
ately sent to each faculty m e m ­
ber asking that each list the 
objectives he or she deemed 
most desireable and most need­
ed. From these reports a su m ­
mary report was drafted and 
submitted to the Board of Trus­
tees of the College in June, 
1933, as a plan looking forward 
to the proper celebration of Al­
m a ’s 50th anniversary in 1937. 
and as a plan .for the continued 
building toward a “Greater Al­
m a  College", over a period of 
ten years.

Following is a brief outline 
of the summary report submit­
ted to the Board of Trustees: 
Introduction:

This report was accepted by 
the Board of Trustees and its 
provisions passed by them. At 
the meeting of the Board one 
year later, in June, 1934, a 
joint committee consisting of 
the faculty committee already 
appointed and a committee from 
the Board of Trustees submit­

ted a report calling for a $700 
appropriation for publicity, and 
for certain definite steps in the 
carrying out of a building pro­
gram. This report was also 
accepted and its measures pass­
ed by the board.

The items in this plan calling 
for money appropriations were 
referred to the Finance Com­
mittee of the Board for action, 
but to date no action has been 
taken, and the faculty commit­
tee has been without means of 
carrying out its plans.

At the meeting of the Board 
of Trustees in June, 1935, the 
same plan, essentially, as was 
submitted in 1933 was submit­
ted again by President Crooks. 
The plan was again passed by 
the Board, but because an elec­
tion year was in the offing, it 
was thought inadvisable to fix 
a date for beginning a cam­
paign at that time.

So a plan was started, and 
developed to some extent. And 
so this plan was side-tracked, 
one time or another, for one 
reason or another.

Hed-Aid G a m e  Recalls Former Years 
W h e n  Gussin, Borton Played for Alma

It is said by basketball fans in 
Detroit, that Coach Phillip “Cincy” 

r Sachs’ system of basketball is the 
■j, system of “winning” basketball. 

A  losing team is not playing his 
“system.” Sachs, who has the best 
record of a coach in Detroit, never 
played college ball, but got the 
theory out of books and the ex­
perience from the “University of 
Hard Knocks.f’ H e  appeared in 
Alma last night as the coach of the 
Hed-Aid five. His brother, Dave, 
played under him and then landed 
a job of coaching basketball at St. 
Joseph’s Commercial High in D e ­
troit, a Class B  school.

Arthur “Red” Carty, A l m a  Col­
lege ’25, played on a former D e ­
troit pro team, and this year, his 
Northwastern High five is slated 
to take the City championship. 
Red once scored 30 points in a sin­
gle basketball g a m e  against Albi­
on, 14 baskets and 2 free throws. 
Little wonder he was picked on 
two all-MIAA team., and the se­
cond team twice. H e  captained two 
championship teams here in ’24 
and ’25.

The returning of Carl Gussin 
and Norman Borton with the Hed- 
Aids to play against their college 
team is a feat that no one has 
performed here in some time. In 
fact, the last time was when A r ­
thur “Red” Carty, the Catherman 
brothers, Gordon MacDonald and 
several other Alma stars formed 
an Alumni team and played the 
college twice.

The game last night recalls in­
teresting memories about Gussin 
and Borton, particularly about the 
latter, due to his recent gradua­
tion. Gussin never played on a 
championship basketball team 
while at A l m a  College, but he was 
one of the most talented players 
ever to enter the Memorial G y m ­
nasium. Borton is remembered 
chiefly for his help in raising a 
fifth place team to an M I A A  cham­
pionship aggregation in one year.

Borton was big and Gussin 
small. Gussin was fast, particular­
ly in starting, while Borton was 
not especially known for his speed. |

Borton’s chief forte was in his 
ability to control the ball. His big 
hands and his smooth co-ordination 
enabled him tc place the ball where 
he wanted it. If assists in making 
baskets counted in the scoring col­
umns, as they do in ice hockey, 
then Borton would set a ne w  high 
in individual scoring. H e  was also 
a high jumper of no mean ability; 
on jump balls he usually controlled 
the ball.

Gussin excelled with the dribble 
as few n can. His natural speed 
1 made hin hard to stop down the

sidelines as he raced in for a bas­
ket. H e  could shoot with either 
hand from anywhere on the floor 
with better than average accuracy.

N o w  with both on the same team 
they present a combination that is 
well-nigh unbeatable in this neck 
of the woods. Gussin is attending 
the U. of D. School of Dentistry, 
and therefore not engaged in 
coaching, while Borton still holds 
his position at St. Alfonsus at D e ­
troit. Both helped Hed-Aids eke 
out victories in the final seconds 
of play last winter, and Borton was 
picked as the best basketball play­
er in Detroit for the season of 
1934, by the Detroit News, a dis­
tinction not easily won.

held up a mirror before a shallow 
ami rotten civilization.

Great comedies are rare; Shake­
speare's Tempest is one; so is, in 
part, the Merchant of Venice. 
Dante’s Divine Comedy certainly 
is not funny and is held by many 
the greatest poem of all times. 
But ordinary comedies are writ­
ten and played every day; they 
are merely pastime. So are those 
played on the stage of interna­
tional politics. They don't last 
long either; one chases the other. 
Often they are not even funny. 
W h e n  they assume an air of sol­
emnity as they often do, then in­
deed the sublime turns to the ri­
diculous.

For instance, in 1917, British in­
terests forced King Constantine of 
Greece to abdicate his throne be­
cause he refused to have his sub­
jects killed or crippled for His 
Majesty King George’s capitalistic 
government. His son and suc­
cessor too left the country with 
protest some years later. Since 
then the history of Greece has 
been a series of dictatorship, revo­
lution and tyranny.

N o w  George II has regained his 
throne. Strange, is it not? The 
people (so the newspapers say) 
threw him out. called him back, 
forced him out again, and n o w  un­
animously vote his return once 
more, it sounds like comedy; it is. 
but rather poor.

Internal disturbances in Greece 
on the one hand and Italian de­
signs on the land from outside 
on the other, are not very advan­
tageous to British investments in 
such a foreign country. So young 
King George II “chose” to live 
for a while near Downing Street; 
a cousin of the British King was 
married off to the royal House of 
Greece; the former play was grad­
ually being revised, without letting 
the Greek public know it too open­
ly: and at last, in November 1935. 
the people almost unanimously 
petitioned the ex- king back again.

Do you think all this is normal? 
Yes, in a sense, if one knows how 
international political intrigue 
operates. The people always want

what they are told to want by a 
well-organized minority. But the 
fact is that old King Constantine 
was a brother-in-law of Germany’s 
Kaiser while young King George 
is an Anglo-Saxonized German 
“Greek” which in turn explains 
the history of troubled Greece for 
the last eighteen years.

Thus the Greek peasant got 
“his" king back and is permitted 
to pay the bill for the pageant 
while England added another col­
ony to its empire. Thus German 
commercial imluence in the Balkan 
is weakened and British war ships 
lie ready to combat any Italian 
advance along the same line.

More bad comedy in the making! 
Last week the Japanese took 
another slice of bulky China. W h o  
taught them these Western ways? 
It was Commodore Perry who tore 
open the front door of Japan when 
she herself wanted it shut. An d  
British Manchesterism has been 
fighting American Manchesterism 
before the very gates of China. 
With the help of tile Japanese the 
Germans were turned out of the 
sordid game in 1914, but after 
the mistreatment the Japanese re­
ceived after the Great W a r  by 
their very employers they learned 
their lesson. Otherwise they would 
be subjects to ihe westerner just 
as most of the rest of the world 
is.

Great Britain has enough col­
onial subjects to be able to give 
every Englishman, man, woman, 
and child, ten of them, black,' 
brown, or yellow. There are twenty 
acres of soil in the French col­
onies and protectorates for every 
acre in France proper. Aren’t the 
western European nations— -doing 
some of the loudest crying for 
‘peace’— dwarfs beside their pos­
sessions outside the motherland, 
posessions that were gained by 
anything but peaceful means?

The tragi-comedy of this for 
Great Britain is that British sub­
jects foolishly support naval pol­
icies that serve as the protection 
for private interests on foreign 
soil, but have no proportionate 
share in the boot'- This indeed is 
good comedy, and as such will last, 
according to all signs of the times.

The Japanese are no better or 
worse.
