El Comets Beat Scots 38-30 
A l m a  to Play K a z o o  Sat

Will Represent Alma March 
1; Arthur Boynton Wins 

Second Place.
The local oratorical contest for

evening in the College Chapel, was w o n  by Alfred Fortino, carrying 
with it twenty dollars for first 
prize and the right to represent 
A l m a  at the district contest, which will be held at Kalamazoo on Fri­day, M a rch 1.

The second prize, ten dollars, went to Arthur Boynton. Other 
contestants were Holmes Sullivan 
and H u g h  Brennemen. Mr. For­
tino w o n  the local contest, placed second in the district, and fifth in the state contest last year.

The winning oration w a s  en­
titled *’T h e  Science of H u m a n  R e ­
lations”. Its main theme was that the schools of the world must 
stress the science of h u m a n  re­
lations instead of physical sciences, 
and that this should be the funda­mental principle behind all our 
teaching if the world is ever going 
to find a solution to the m a n y  per­
plexing problems that confront it 
today. T h e  great advancement of the physical sciences w a s  con­
trasted with the backward and 
neglected state of the greatest science of all, the science of hu­
m a n  relations, and a plea was 
made for its advancement, so as to 
tear d o w n  the bars of nationalism, fear, and hatred that exist today.

The second oration, “T h e  Eco­
nomic Frankenstein”, w a s  a con- 
demnation of the present economic system, capitalism. It w a s  c o m ­
pared with Mrs. Shelley’s Frank­enstein as a terrible monster that 
must be destroyed, and in its place 
should be set up an economic sys­tem of security for all mankind. 
The evil effects of the present sys­
tem on nation and individual were put forth as the reason for its de­struction.

The first speaker of the evening, 
Holmes Sullivan, spoke on “The School of Politics” advocating a 
school for training public servants 
so as to eliminate present dis­graceful conditions. In the final 
oration Mr. Brenneman stated that 
war is inherent in nationalism, 
which is the result of lack of adap­
tation, and makes a plea to abolish 
nationalism by a campaign of in­dustry, law, and education.

The judges for the contest were 
Hr. Kaufmann, Dr. Randals, Dr. 
MacCurdy, Miss Banta, and Miss Foley.

For the past few weeks a group 
of ten or twelve students have 
been voluntarily gathering at the home of Dr. Schreiber every other 
Wednesday night to listen to the 
works of the great composers and 
to glimpse the beauty of truly grout poetry.

The program usually begins 
with Dr. Schreiber reading the work of some great poet. This is 
followed by phonograph records of compositions of Beethoven and 
Wagner. Frequently the entire 
evening will be given over to a single composer.

Preceding the actual playing, Dr. Schreiber m a k e s  a few brief 
and pointed remarks about the 
composer, the selection, the tradi­
tion or legend behind it, and the 
interpretation of the movements, 
biter lighter music such as Strauss waltzes, and m odern 
“jazz” is played and Mrs. Schreib- 
cr serves the group refreshments, usually of a distinctive G e r m a n  touch.

These meetings are very infor­
mal. Attendance is purely volun­tary, for the group is entirely u n ­

Debate is Held Before the 
Representatives of the 

Ionia Granges.

A n  A l m a  negative team con­
sisting of George Walker and Claude Knight defeated Michigan 
State College in a debate held at 
the Berlin Grange located a few 
miles south of Ionia before the representatives from all the 
granges in Ionia County last Sat­urday.

Both teams were entertained 
with a noon meal which according 
ing to the variety and abundance of food could be considered noth­
ing short of a banquet. ’The meal 
was followed by a brief program 
with the debate immediately after­
wards.

The affirmative team attacked the private manufacture of m u ­
nitions in the U. S. on the grounds 
that it disrupted the national de­fense and international relations 
and resulted in profiteering. A s  a 
remedy they offered government 
monopoly.

A l m a  met these charges with counter-evidence and went further to s h o w  that government monopo­
ly would be both impractical and 
undesirable from a standpoint of 
economy and efficiency.

After the debate the audience 
voted and were also permitted to c o m m e n t  and ask questions on the 
debate. It was the vote of the 
audience that gave A l m a  the vic­tory, for they change more votes 
than the M. S. C. team.

office.

Result: Radio.
The answer to the editorial, “A  College Radio”, in the Almanian last week, in which the wishes of a n umber of students, faculty, and 

friends of the College for a radio in Wright Hall were expressed, is now sitting in the Hall in the form 
ef a Philco from the Walker Elec­tric shop.

The editorial was called to the attention of the Student Council on Tuesday evening and on W e d ­nesday the campaign to raise the money to buy it began and never 
has there been anything more en­thusiastically supported by all those in the College.

Yesterday noon, according to announcement of Mr. Bussard and Mr. Lewis, w h o  were in charge of 
the campaign, they had raised, with President Crooks’ gift of five 
dollars, from students and facul­ty about thirty-seven dollars, and 
dui-ng the remainder of the day, they expected to collect about five dollars more from the few w h o  for one reason or m o t h e r  have not 
bought their “\Y i~ht Hall Radio”” tag yet.

It is planned to buy about a six­ty dollar radio— the Student Coun­
cil and College Business office making up the difference between what the students raise and the 
cost.

COLLEGES VOTE 9-1 
FOR G O V T  CONTROL 

OF ALL MUNITIONS
A  9 to 1 ballot w a s  cast in favor 

of the control of munitions by the 
U. S. government in the finals of 
the College Peace Poll, in which 
112,607 students from 118 Ameri­
can colleges and universities vot­
ed. This is the question of debate 
for the M. I. S. L. this year.

United States entry in the 
League of Nations lost by the 
slight margin of 1,179. Sixty-three 
colleges cast an unfavorable vote, 
while 55 voted favorably on this question.

The student vote was 2 to 1 in 
the affirmative wh e n  asked wheth­
er U. S. could stay out of another 
great war. Eighty-three per cent 
said that they would take up arms 
if our borders were invaded, but 
82 per cent said that they would 
not bear ar m s  for the United 
States in the invasion of another 
country.

Universal conscription of all re­
sources of capital and labor to 
control profit in time of w a r  was 
supported by the undergraduates 
in a ballot nearly 5 to 1 for the 
affirmative. Nearly 70,000 voted 
against the U. S. having a navy 
and air force second to none.

In Michigan the University was 
in favor of League entry, while 
Detroit and Michigan State oppos­
ed it. Further interesting observ­
ations show the liberal eastern 
colleges in favor of the League; 
the southern colleges generally 
opposed this as did the Catholic 
schools voting, while all w o m e n ’s 
colleges were in favor of entry.

Olivet got the first basket in the first live seconds, w h e n  Wilson dropped in a relay pass from R e y ­
nolds. Riley Block’s free throw and Voik’s basket from out on the 
floor gave the Scots a lead. E w e r ’s long basket from the side increas­ed it, but Shorno and T h o m a s  tied it up.

E w e r ’s gift toss gave the Scots a slight edge, but Reynolds’ one 
handed shot changed the lead. Volk dropped in a couple of fouls at Wilson’s expense, but N o v a k ’s first basket put the Comets back 
again.

With less than two minutes to go, Reynolds and Novak, both for­mer Traverse City lads, dropped in

T o m o r r o w
A  F R E E  P R E S S ?

O n e  of the most interesting ob­
servations to be ma d e  about the 
present trouble between Italy and 
Abyssinia is the almost complete 
lack of concrete information con­
cerning the whole affair. It is hard 
to understand how good editors 
allow their reporters to turn in 
such flimsy accounts. O r  perhans 
the reporters do send in truthful 
accounts, and the editors merely 
file them d o w n  to tit their particu­
lar editorial policy.

If what is happening n o w  in 
Abyssinia had happened ten years 
a g o  the tone of the press would 
be m u c h  different. T o day the American press recognizes M u s s o ­
lini as one of the greatest m e n  in 
the world. T e n  years ago he was 
wh a t  Hitler is to most papers to­
day, an egotistical demagogue. 
T e n  years ago the papers would 
have accused Mussolini of invad­
ing a peaceful nation. Today the 
reasons for the activities of the 
Italian troops co m e  by w a y  of the 
foreign office in Rome.

There mu s t  be some reason w h y  
newspapers act in this way. Cer­
tainly it is not because the policy 
of the paper changes so frequent­
ly. O n e  of the faults of our pa­
pers today is that most of them 
have the s a m e  political and for­
eign policy that they had fifty or 
one hundred years ago whereas 
the entire political setup, both n a ­
tional and international, has 
changed completely.

T h e  answer to our query is to 
be found in the reason behind the 
editorial policy of the papers. B e ­
cause w e  have what is called a 
free press does not m e a n  that w e  
have a press that is “the voice of 
the people.” It means that w e  
have a press that is open for ex­
ploitation to the highest bidder. 
T h e  press is the voice of the inter­national banker, the international

industrialist, the political boss and 
the conservatives, all of w h o m  are 
satisfied with the status quo.

During the World W a r  raners 
throughout the world blnz?d 
across their pages the words 4 P a ­
triotism”, “ Democracy”, “Sacri­
fice”. Yet those same papers were 
the tools of those criminals w h o  
ordered the war in an effort to fatten their profits. In France all 
of the greater papers were owned 
by Ergene Schneider, the famous 
munition merchant. In G e r m a n y  
three great dailies were in th • 
pay of Krupp, another munition merchant.

W h e n  Russia began to founder, she began to cry for munitions. 
Both Schneider and K r upp sent 
salesmen to Russia. But Russia 
had no money. She wished to bor­
row. Schneider found an oppor­
tunity to beat out Krupp by help­
ing to organize a munitions plant in Russia. T h e  amount needed was 
enermous. Schneider began to floa* 
a loan in Paris. If the newspapers 
had been free, they would have 
told the public of France that 
Russia w a s  on the verge of revo­
lution and that any money invest­
ed there w a s  very likely to he lost. 
But except- for a few small inde­pendent papers, all of the papers 
in France encouraged the loan. A  
short time later the revolution 
had broken out and Russia was 
out of the war. The n e w  govern­
ment. of course, did not recognize 
the debts of the old regime and 
the French public was out a great 
m a n y  millions while Schneider chuckled to himself.

If w e  believe that the large 
American papers are m u c h  more 
honest or free than these of 
Europe w e  are sadly mistaken. It 
is only necessary to watch them 
closely, to interpret their phrases 
from the position of a critic, to 
note the m a n y  and sudden changes 
in attitude and then, by learning 
the names and affiliations of the 
publishers, to find the selfish 
motive behind the policy.
