Defeat. 50-28 Win Keeps 

Scots in First Place.

A pair of black Kalamazoo col­

lege basketball shoes gave A l m a ’s 
Scots the impetus necessary for i 
victory over the Hornets last Fri­
day night, or so say Kalamazoo , 
fans.

At least they did help! W h e n  
Captain Bud H o w e ’s shoes were 
not to be found, he borrowed a 
pair from the Kalamazoo squad 
and immediately showed his ap­
preciation by caging seven out of 
eight attempts for high scoring 
honors with 14 points.

But the fact was that, with a 
great reversal over scores for the , 
last few years, Alma college’s cag- 
ers out-played Kalamazoo’s de­
fending M I  A  A  champions for an 
easy victory, 50 to 28.

It was the Scots’ second M I  A  A  
victory in as m a n y  games, and: 
keeps Coach Gordon A. Macdon­
ald’s boys at the top of the heap 
in league competition. This win 
also boosted the Scots’ average to 
seven wins out of nine games in 
the current season.
The victory over Chester Barn­

ard’s Hornets should be a great 
feather in the cap of A l m a  rooters 
because of the traditional Alma- 
Kalamazoo boast that they always 
win over A l m a  even though they 
lose every other game. It was the 
Hornets’ seventh consecutive loss 
of the present campaign.

A l m a  drew first blood when

start. Bill Drier, short Hornet for­
ward, tied the count with a long 
shot.

l)a.v alter day and year after year we unmans are forced 

In meet situations, may they be largo* or small, important 
or inconsequential, which seem to us to require the advice 
ot persons seemingly wiser and more experienced than our­
selves. I his is as it should he, up to a certain point. It is 
well to remember that there is much to be gained from ex­
perience whether it he our own or not. Nevertheless there is 
a danger point in this asking of advice. It is entirely pos­
sible that we may become entirely dependent upon the opinion 
ot others and make fewer and fewer of our own important 
decisions.

Montaigne said, "The mariner of old said thus to Nep­
tune in a great tempest, '() God! thou mayest save me if thou 
wilt, and it thou wilt, thou mayest destroy me; but whether 
or no. I will steer my rudder true’.'’ In other words it is 
sometimes necessary to set your course in life and act strict­
ly in accordance with the dictates of your own conscience and 
conclusions. How else could a person grow in intelligence and 
initiative. In a volume called “The Prince” by Machiaveli. 
it is written, “There are three classes of intellects: one which 
comprehends by itself; another which ajipreciates what oth­
ers comprehend; and a third which neither comprehends by 
itself nor by the showing of others; tin* first is the most ex­
cellent. the second is good, the third is useless.” This st-it *- 
men! should make it clear that those of us who are clear- 
minded enough to think a situation through and arrive at 
our conclusions squarely are the most fortunate. Those who 
can do less original thinking but can supplant that lack with 
the experience of others are to lu* commended. Those who 
can neither think clearly or who refuse to listen to guidance 
are most unfortunate. It is also well to remember in all of 
our asking lor advice that quite often we mistake experience 
for intelligence and vanity for wisdom.

I he next time you teel the need of someone else’s opin­
ion ask yourselt it it would not lx* possible to arrive at some 
definite conclusion by yourself. It is often more valuable to 
make an independent decision even though it should turn out 
to be erroneous, than it is to lie constantly betraving your 
intelligence. Finally, too often we ask the’advice of others 
in order to have an alibi to fall back on in case the results of 
our activities backfire.
