The tor- 
mer w o n  the w o m e n ’s contest and 
second in the m e n ’s, and W a y n e  
won the men's and was second in 
the women's contest.

Edtfar Willis, with his oration 
entitled "Colleges for Crooks", 
won first place in the m e n ’s con­
test and Gordon Thomas, whose 
oration was entitled ‘‘Schools for 
Statesmen", w o n  second place. 
The former is from W a y n e  and 
will «o to Northwestern Univer­
ity or Chicago for the inter-state 
contest, while Mr. T h o m a s  is from 
Albion.

In the w o m e n ’s contest, Betty 
Baldwin of Albion took first place 
with “Live and Help Live” ano 
Ruth Wylie was second with 
"Guardians of Peace”.

Mr. Willis, in a splendidly con­
structed speech, dealt with the 
deplorable state of American 
prisons. This terrible state of 
alfairs he blamed on political par­
tisanship and the incompetence of 
the m e n  on the prison and parole 
boards. H e  accused our prisons 
of being “colleges for crooks” in 
that they served to better prepare 
criminals for crime after their re­
lease.

Mr. Thomas, being of English 
birth and having come to this 
country w h e n  a boy. gave his im­
pressions of American schools and 
the attitude of the American stu­
dent in general. H e  expressed his

According to a recent announce­
ment 1 loin Hillsdale College the 
Michigan Intercollegiate Press 
Association and the Michigan 
Scnolashc Press Association will 
bolu their annual meeting at A n n  
Arbor in May.

'I bis year’s meeting is of special 
signilicance, lor the Associations 
are faced with the problem of re­
organization or dissolution. Thus* 
meetings have been held for a 
number of years, but lately inter­
est in them has dwindled to almost 
nothing. Last year the only col­
lege represented at the meeting 
was Hillsdale.

I1 lom past experience it appears 
Ihal the scholastic press and the 
collegiate press do not have 
enough in com mo n  to continue to 
meet together. In addition to de­
ciding this question, a definite 
purpose for any association of this 
type will have to be established 
before its permanence can be as­
sured.

One of the proposals that has 
been offered and will probably be 
discussed ai the M a y  meeting will 
be the organization of an M. 1. A.
A. Press Association. Reorgani­
zation along these lines would be 
the most satisfactory as it ap­
pears now, for these schools at 
least would have more in com mo n  
and could act better as a unit.

second round of the Michigan In­
tercollegiate Speech League de­
bates, which follow the tourna­
ment held in the first part of Feb­
ruary at Kalamazoo according to 
a recent announcement by Claude 
Knight, Student Manager of Ora­
tory and Debate.

In the second round each team 
draws the name of two oppo­
nents. These debates are then 
held at the various schools in the 
M. I. S. L., and in each case the 
affirmative team acts as hosts to 
the negative. League debates m a y  
be decision or non-decision, this 
being left to the affirmative team. 
In general, however, except for 
tournaments, most of these de­
bates are non-decision.

In the remaining League debates 
of the A l m a  team, the affirmative 
will meet Michigan State’s nega­
tive squad in a local debate, while 
the A l m a  negative will journey to 
Holland to meet the Hope affirm­
ative. The dates of the debates 
have not as yet been decided upon.

In addition two h o m e  debates 
are scheduled with Detroit Tech 
for Friday. March 22. These de­
bates. combined with those m e n ­

A n  All-America college basket­

ball team for 1934-1935, based on 
selections m a d e  by GO basketball 
coaches, w a s  announced last week 
broadcast, over a W J Z - N B C  net­
work.

Those chosen for the All-Amer­
ica were B o b  Kessler, left forward 
of Purdue; R a y  Ebling, right for­
ward of University of Kansas; 
Harry Leroy Edwards, center of 
University of Kentucky; Claire 
Cribbs, left guard of University of 
Pittsburgh, and Bill Nash, right 
guard of Columbia.

The selections were m a d e  by 
tabulating all-opponent teams 
picked by the 60 basketball coach­
es. Each coach nam ed  the out­
standing players w h o  opposed the 
team he coached.

These elements were taken into 
account bv Les Quailey, noted 
°norts analist, and from them 
he made the selections. These 
were announced on the broadcast 
by War d  Lambert, the Purdue 
basketball coach, w h o  pointed out 
that such selections were now 
possible because of the growth of 
intersectional play.

Scot Center Loses Position to 
Novak, Olivet’s Star 

Sophomore.

John Volk lost' a tough individ­
ual battle to Ed  Nov ak  of Olivet 
as the M I A A  coaches put the lat­
ter on the first all-MIAA team 
and Volk on the second. The bat­
tle was close, but N ov ak ’s all 
around ability gave him the call 
over his former Traverse City 
teammate. Riley Block was given 
honorable mention for bis stellar 
work at guard.

Albion and Hillsdale split the 
first team places after Novak was 
picked. Beverly Selby, clever col­
ored forward, and Frank Stanich, 
veteran guard, were M I A A  c h a m ­
pion’s choices^ while Albion had 
Bill Smith, high scoring forward, 
and Ed. King, brilliant sophomore 
guard.

The second team with Volk of 
A l m a  at center; Fred Weiss of 
Kalamazoo and Gordon Korstanje 
at forwards, and Wally Survilla of 
Kazoo and Chink Robbert at 
guard, has more experience than 
the first team. The first three 
n a m e d  are seniors with three 
years regular experience. .Survilla 
is a junior, while Robbert, old in 
basketball experience, is a sopho­
more.

T h e  first team contains three 
seniors in Smith of Albion, Selby 
and Stanich of Hillsdale. Novak 
and King are sophomores.

In the past one criticism of the 
coaches’ team was that they pick­
ed m e n  rather than playing abil­
ity; that if a player w a s  a senior 
he w a s  rated over a sophomore. 
But in the team this year, the 
coaches seemed to have picked the 
best talent in the M I A A  without 
too muc h  regard to disposition, or 
seniority, for which they should be 
congratulated.

Almanian Enters A. C. P. 
Critical Service (or 
Collegiate Newspapers

Last week The Almanian ac­
cepted an invitation to enter in 
the fifteenth All-American New s ­
paper Critical Service, which is 
one of the privileges accompany- 
'm<r membership in the Associated 
Collegiate Press Association.

T w o  experts criticize and rate 
every newspaper entered. Each 
m a n  judges only his specialty. 
Professor E. II. Ford judges the 
entire write-content of each paper, 
and Professor K. E. Olson, author 
of Typography and Mechanics of 
the Newspaper,” scores make-up 
and typography.

This year, for the first time, the 
criticisms and suggestions of these 
two faculty m em be rs  of the De ­
partment of Journalism at the 
University of Minnesota will be 
printed in a Manual and Score- 
book for College Newspapers only.

The judges will suggest changes 
to improve the naper, and for this 
reason they have established a 
supplementary critical service to 
give a thorough criticism after 
sugested changes are mad e  by the 
editors.

The newsapers entered will bo 
classified and rated as follows:

A. All-American— For superior 
publications.

B. First Class —  Excellent to 
good.

C. Second Class — Of average 
merit.

D. Third Class— Average in 
most respects; weak in some.

E. Fourth Class— For pablic"- 
tions not making satisfactory use 
of their opportunities.

Honor ratings include the first 
four groups mentioned above. All 
publications receiving honor rat­
ings will be awarded handsome di­
plomas. N o  awards are given to 
fourth class napers. There is a to­
tal of 364 college newsnapers that 
take advantage of this service, 
and of this number seldom more 
than 2 per cent receive an All- 
American rating.

T H E  M O D E L  LEAGUE
It has been announced from A n n  Arbor that the Model 

Assembly of the League of Nations will convene there on M a y  
3 and 4. Nearly every college, university, and junior college 
will send from nine to twenty students to this meeting to rep­
resent them in the discussion of international topics.

This year the results of the recent college peace poll in 
which U. S. entry into the League w a s  opposed by the m a ­
jority of students have caused m a n y  to ask the question: 
“W h y  have a Model League w h e n  apparently most of the stu­
dents are opposed to the idea of a League?” N o w  that our 
entry into the League at Geneva is only a possibility in the 
distant future, such a meeting appears to some to be worth­
less and the supporter of a lost cause.

T o  the contrary, however, this Assembly serves a very 
definite purpose whether w e  ever join the League or not. 
While it does have a tendency to act as pro-league propaganda, 
though no definite resolutions to this effect have ever been 
adopted, its greatest value is the presenting of international 
problems in the viewpoints of the various nations. There is 
no more effective w a y  for students to study the questions that 
face the world today. This is the true purpose and real value 
of the Model Assembly.

surprise at the lack of respect for 
public positions in the United 
States. H e  contrasted the aspir­
ations of English students with 
those of American students. He 
denounced the contempt with 
which the public looks upon all 
politicians and the incompetence 
of politicians. He  advocated a 
school for all. men w h o  aspire to 
public office.

Betty Baldwin, the dinner of the 
girls’ contest, appealed for a re­
turn to spiritual and social valua­
tion standard. She contrasted the 
poor m a n  w h o  enjoys the better 
things in life with the rich m a n  
w h o  enjoys only the carnal and 
material things. She condemned 
a social system wherein the poor 
m a n  who wants to enjoy the bet­
ter things in life must sacrifice 
these because he must “w or k ” oi 
starve whereas the rich man. w h o  
does not appreciate the better 
things, is allowed to go to any ex­
treme in order to satisfy his lust. 
But to obtain the finer things in 
life, she said, we must first want 
them. It is the duty of education 
to m ak e  the people “wish” these 
better things, she said. Her plea 
w a s  addressed to the educated 
classes and the educational insti­
tutions.

Ruth Wylie, the second place 
winner, believed that the “guard­
ians of peace”, who are the teach­
ers, preachers, and government of­
ficials, have been traitors because 
they have encouraged war in time 
of crises. Kathleen Donahue w a r n ­
ed the people that democracy is 
in danger and that Hitlerism and 
Facism threaten us unless w e  as­
s u m e  the responsibilities that w e  
should bear. She asked whether 
the individual is to become an in­
dividual or a puppet. She placed 
the question with the people.

Other participants were E u ­
genia Nystrom, Hillsdale; Lavon 
Cutcher, Michigan Normal; Doro­
thy Munroe, University of Detroit; 
Claire Kuiper, Calvin; and Vivian 
H ar wo od  represented A l m a  and 
did it in splendid fashion. In the 
m e n ’s contest other contestants 
were Henry Kuizenga, Hope; Sid­
ney Cowgill, Michigan State; 
Gra dy  McKay, Michigan Normal; 
Charles Santini, University of D e ­
troit; and Lester DeKoster of 
Calvin.

Survey at Ann Arbor 
Finds Most Students 

in Prosperous State
A n n  Arbor— At last college stu­

dents have got around that pro­
verbial corner, for they are pros­
perous once again. At  least that 
that is wha t  a survey at the U n ­
iversity of Michigan would have 
us believe.

Fifty U. of M. students ques­
tioned recently were found to have 
an average of $2.1)8 apiece in their 
pockets.
