The Scots took six first places, 
the Britons 4 and a tie for first, 
Adrian 4 and a tie. Ralph Scheif- 
ley led the Scots and the whole 
field with 1 8 %  points, scored in 
both hurdles, both dashes, and a 
m e m b e r  of the second place relay 
team. A  second in the initial 
event, the high hurdles, spoiled 
Scheifley’s mark.

D u e  to the late start in the 
meet, the fastest hurdles ran in 
the first heat of the four-lane 
track for the usual 5, 3, 2, 1 points, 
while the placers in the second 
heat took the half points awarded 
in the first heat.

C E N T O  STATE
Scots Win Easily, 73-58; Block 
Ties for Record; Schiefley 

Wins Four.

Alm a  defeated Central State ' 
Teachers College in a dual track 
meet at Mt. Pleasant, Monday, 73 
to 58. Ralph Scheifiey led the in­
vading Scots with four firsts, 
while Peter Troy annexed three 
firsts for Central State. The teams 
split evenly for total first place 
honors, each winning seven and 
tieing for one.

May, Central State, stepped out 
and took a lead in the mile run 
which he never relinquished, and 
w o n  in 4.50.6 from Ludwig and 
Ling. Central also won the quar­
ter mile when Kawson circled the 
track in 55 to bend the tape 
two yards ahead of York.

Alm a  then opened up and won 
four straight firsts, three by Schei­
fiey. Scheifiey stepped off the cen­
tury in 10.2 to easily beat Boyden 
and D a w e  of Central State. Then 
without any rest he ran the 120 
yd. high hurdles and nosed out 
Mapes in 16.4. Alm a ’s third vic­
tory came in the half mile when 
Ludwig set a fast pace, and broke 
the tape four yards ahead of Ken­
nedy of Central. The time was 
2.13.0. Scheifiey took an early lead 
in the 220 and coasted in to win 
in 23.8.

Central State showed strength 
in the field events, mainly because 
of flip presence— of— -Troy, — thoir 
weight ,star. Troy tossed the shot 
41 ft. 1 in. to beat Bussard by bet­
ter than two feet. He easily won 
his specialty, the discus, with a 
149 2Vi in. heave, Bennett and 
Fuller taking second and third for 
Alma. Troy won his third straight 
event when he threw the javelin 
153 ft. 4 in. to better Bussard by 
almost four feet.

Powers won Central s fourth 
field event with a 5 ft- 10 in. leap 
in the high jump. Bennett too* 
second with n ju > P one inch unner 
the winning mark. Dawe won first 
place in the broad jump, making 
a distance of 19 ft. ;ii in. Warren 
of Central and York took second 
and third respectively.

Riley Block tied with Cline of 
Central in the pole vault at 11 It.
3 in., a new Alumni Field record. 
Scheifiey and D a w e  finished one, 
two in’the 220 low hurdles, the
winning time being 23-8-,.Central took a commanding lead 
in the two-mile run and jogged in 
to victory in 11.01. Alma then w o n  
the final event, the mile relay, 
with a makeshift team of Schei­
fiey, Mapes, Bussard and oqork, 
in 3.51.
