Economic Classes Hear
Prof. Phelps on Value
of Business Training

“Business men must become more
enlightened to their responsibility
to social groups or else govern-
ment control is imperative,” stated
Drof. Phelps of Michigan Business
School in addressing the economic
students last Friday morning.

Professor Phelps began with a
brief talk on the value of a grad-
uate study in business, for, as hj
pointed out, “it prepares one to be
more effective in earning a fu-
ture living and allows you to look
at business from the sidelines, so
that when you take part you arc
better trained and more enlight.
ened business men.”

He concluded his talk with a
discussion on the Michigan Grad-
uate Business School, which is one
of three in the country. The
course is a two year one, and an
A. B. degree, Economic theory,
and Accounting are as the rule re-
quired of every student.

Qualities that a student should
have before taking this course
were set forth by Prof. Phelps in
a one, two, three manner. He ad-
vised each student have, 1. Ability
to express themselves in writing
or speaking; 2. Logical thinking;
3. General knowledge of social
sciences; 4. A cultural training;
5. A certain degree of maturity;
6. Scholastic ability and a serious
purpose.

Students Write College
History for FERA Work

program Emery {Kendall and
Arthur Boynton have been assem-
bling information from all avail-
able sources and writing the His-
tory of Alma College in prepara-
tion for the fiftieth anniversary.
