Addresses Chapel

Alma students and faculty had
the privilege of hearing Drew
Pearson, Washington commenta-
tor, radio and lecture platform
speaker, on Wednesday, October 8.
From his position of insight into
trends in the inner circle of Wash-
igton political life, Mr. Pearson
offered many interesting observa-
tions and beliefs.

Geography and commodities are
playing a huge part in this Euro-
pean and world conflict, says Mr.
Pearson. The importance of the
Pacific in future developments
cannot be minimized. In essence,
this lecturer says that trouble
may be expected from the Japan-
ese quarter if Russia falls, which
outcome should be decided one way
or the other by spring. If Russia
falls, the United States, believes
Mr. Pearson, will become actively
involved.

The announcement by the Army Quartermaster Corps that sub-
stantial material aid to Russia would be on its way by the middle of
October instead of the first of November is the first constructive news
that has come out of Washington regarding the part which the United
States must play in the Battles of Russia.

As usual, there have been the dangerous delays in getting this
material under way. Production sources informed the Government soon
after the Russian campaign began of the means which were at our
disposal for aiding the Soviet, but even after the publicity-seeking
meeting of the President and Mr. Churchill in mid-Atlantic little defi-
nite action was taken. Having become almost inextricably enmeshed
in political red tape, the problem of aid to the hard-pushed Russians
could only be solved by a concerted stand by the President. Here, too.
the greatest drawback of the President- his procrastination when
laced by ticklish situations—- has delayed definite action until now it
may be a matter of our merely closing the hen-house door aftei the
chicken thieves have cleaned out the roost.

It may well be, as Drew Pearson informed our student body#'ust
last week, that the only way to save the situation and forestall a face-
saving peace on the part of the British, will be in the sending of an
American Expeditionaiy force to Europe. Much as we dislike the
thought of such action, the vividness of such a possibility should not
be casually shunned.

lhe recent action of the Administration in its insistence upon re-
ligious privileges within the Soviet Union seems to be tinged too
nnu-h with political salve, opportunism, and expediency to the voting
constituents to make it either fish, flesh, or good red herring. The
lull import of the motives behind such action will, of course, only be
revealed by history- if then. It should be a very revealing procedure,
as history reveals the actual motives and subterfuges that have cre-
atfd the national incidents, and produced the political play and coun-
