Campus Funds

At its meeting last Monday eve­
ning, the Coop Council took up 
the matter of allocating funds to 
various campus activities. A com­
mittee composed of Dr. Seifert, 
Bruce Mellinger, and Robert Kir­
by, which had investigated the re­
spective needs of the various ac­
tivities, made its report. Bruce 
Mellinger reported on the percent­
ages allocated by the Student 
Council last year.

Although there are fewer stu­
dents in school this year, the total 
fund to be distributed is slightly 
larger, due to the contribution of 
$150.00 by the Faculty group and 
$200.00 by the college administra­
tion. This, added to the $.'1450.00 
student activities fee gives a total 
of $3800.00 for this semester. This 
was distributed as follows:

A second committee, namely pub­
lications, will also be composed 
of six members. This committee

was decided that if the editors and 
business managers of these two 
publications were not on the stu­
dent half of the committee, they •

NEW RECREATION ROOM 
WELCOMES STUDENTS

One of the finest features of the i 
new chapel building is the recrea­
tion room in the basement.

The main floor is 59 by G3 feet, 
while a spacious foyer on a raised 
level is reached by the front en­
trances. There are lounges and 
rest rooms adjoining the foyer for 
men and women. To these are add-1 

j ed a kitchenette adjoining the foyer! 
• and a conference room adjoining ; 
the main floor.

The walls are ivory white and 
the floor covering is in blocks of 
red asphalt tile, with black borders. 
Lighting is indirect from the ceil­
ing. Several paintings by Miss 
Katherine Ardis of the art depart­
ment, adorn the wells, and vases 
and a table lamp are on the maple 
table.

A new piano and a new victrola 
furnish the music for informal 
parties, while 100 folding chairs 
are arranged for seating along the 
sides of the recreation floor. Ping 
pong and other game equipment 
are added on the recreation floor 
for social evenings. Six card tables 
are placed in the foyer for games 
and serving.

The foyer has colorful furnish­
ings with three davenports and 15 
chairs upholstered in red, green, 
blue and yellow leather. Additional 
chairs and colonial benches are in 
the lounges. These furnishings were 
planned by Mrs. John W. Dunning 
and Miss Adeline Simon, interior 
decorator of Kalamazoo.

In the kitchenette are a hot 
water heater, gas stove, sink, tables 
and a refrigerator. A soft drink 
dispenser is being placed in the 
room by the W.A.A.

In these pleasant and colorfu* 1 
surroundings, students will spend 
informal hours during the leisure 
perirr* following dinner on Tues­
days, Wednesdays and Thursdays, 
and informal occasions on recrea­
tion nights which will be planned 
by the recreation committee.

He passed, he kicked, he ran, he 
called signals, and he proved to 
be the main defensive unit in stop­
ping the only serious Hornet 
threat. All in all, he proved to be 
the spark needed for victory.

eager, and the building is being us­
ed 24 hours a day 7 days a week as 
democracy prepares to defend it­
self against despotism.

The same theme was carried ov­
er into Thursday when the group 
visited the Dodge Truck Plant. 
Here they watched a truck from 
the time it was a mere frame on 
one end of the assembly line until 
it was driven off under its own pow­
er at the other end. Here also 
they really realized how much a 
part of a huge machine the man in 
the factory has become-

Later, at the Dodge Community 
House through a talk by Director 
Henry Jones and a tour of the 
building, the group learned some­
thing of what that institution is 
trying to do for the laborer and 
his family.

After lunch at the International 
Center the group went out to 
Eloise Hospital. Here a great 
many examples of common types 
of mental illnesses were shown by 
a local psychiatrist. He also dis­
cussed them, explaining the caus­
es, symptoms, treatment, and pos­
sibility for cure of each. The group 
was then conducted on a tour of 
a number of the buildings.

Friday morning the group visit­
ed the North End Clinic. Here 
persons in need of medical care 
but unable to pay for it, receive 
that care after the latter fact has 
definitely been established by the 
social workers of the clinic. Al­
though established by Jewish 
philanthropists forty years ago 

. and still bearing a Jewish empha­
sis, the 150 volunteer doctors and 

! 35 paid professional workers year­
ly responded to 81,000 visits by 
people of all colors, races, and' 
creeds for medical aid.

Lunch was served at the Tau 
Beta Community House and a tour1 
was made of the buildings. Be­
cause it is located in a different 
type of neighborhood than Dodge 
Community House, Tau Beta has 
different technique and equipment. 
But it, too, is serving the place of 
a second home to people of all ages 

i in the community.
That afternoon the last visit of 

the trip was made when the group; 
made a tour of the Detroit League 
for, the Handicapped. Here work 
is provided for 250 blind and crip­
pled people in the plant and at 
their homes. The goods made are 
sold through wholesalers to the 

, public. Thus the League has some 
income, but like the other institu­
tions visited on Friday, it must de­
pend for most of its support on the 
Detroit Community Fund.

Those who made the intensive 
and enlightening trip to Detroit’s ; 
social agencies were: Randalyn
Parsons, and Kenneth Peterson, co- 
chairman; Kay Peshke, Gloria Al- 
binana, Lionel Gibb, Beverly Hop­
