Or. perhaps you have read about 
fictional Sairy G a m p  and reached 
the conclusion that nursing is not 
the profession you desire for your 
daughter or your student.

Shall w e  follow a student nurse 
through the usual three years at a 
good school of nursing? Do  you 
k n o w  what the requirements are? 
In various schools requirements 
vary a little; but we'll take the av­
erage school.

T o  he accepted into a school of 
nursing the applicant must be over 
eighteen and under thirty-five 
years of age. She must be a high 
school graduate; and some schools 
require college work as a pre­
requisite. She should be in the 
upper third of her class. A  pleas­
ing personality and the ability to 
get along vvith other people are 
a) - lately essential for the nurse. 
A  spirit of service and an interest 
in h u m a n  beings are necessary. 
She should have tact, sympathy, 
a sense of humor, and he able to 
adjust herself quickly to changing 
situations.

For the orotection of the nurse 
and for the community, all 48 
states, the District of Columbia 
and the territories of Hawaii, Puer­
to Rico, and Alaska have laws 
which provide for the registration 
or licensing of nurses. R. N. is 
the symbol of the registered nurse. 
It is the states’ guarantee that she 
has met all its requirements for 
professional preparation.

The federal government is call­
ing for 50.000 student nurses this 
year. Michigan's quota is 1750; 
Detroit’s is 000. America needs 
nurses— good nurses! Are you
ready to answer her call?
