Student Body To 
Be Given TB Test

The Vollmer Patch test for tu­
berculosis will be given to the en­
tire student body, faculty, and food 
handlers of the college next week. 
The test, a delayed part of the re­
quired physical examination, is be­
ing sponsored by the campus physi­
cal education and health depart­
ments. The Alma college program 
is part of a national project to gain 

i cooperation in tuberculosis case 
finding.

The initial test is free. If the 
reaction is positive, the reactor 
will be asked to have an X-ray tak­
en to determine whether or not the 
germs are active. The X-ray will 
be provided at a reduced rate, un­
der arrangements made with the 
Michigan Tuberculosis association.

The patch method of discovering 
the presence of tuberculosis germs 
in the body, is approved by the 
Council of Pharmacy and Chemis­
try of the American Medical asso­
ciation.

The first, made by Secretary of War Stimson, stated that the armed 
forces are already running short of manpower and new recruits must 
be called up. "Student members of the enlisted reserve will not be 
summoned at some indefinite time in the future— they will be called up 
at the end of the present college terms as they reach the draft age of 2 0.”

I he second commitment leaves some hope for college men. It is 
the statement that m e n  in reserves will not be called if they have a 2.00 
average. This in itself should be enough of an incentive for the men in 
school to study hard. Perhaps at a glance that sounds rather unpatriotic, 
however, as Paul V. McNutt said in a speech at Purdue, "The colleges 
and universities are charged with increasing the number of technicians 
upon which both industry and armed forces depend. The colleges and 
universities, by insuring a continual supply of technically trained men 
and women, can insure the continued increase of our strength for vic­
tory and for peace.”

The Alma Scots have crossed 
another hurdle in this year’s 
schedule by taking a tough Grand 
Rapids Junior College team by the I 
score of 28 to 0. In reality it was j 
rather a dull, unimpressive g a m e ' 
with neither team showing much 
in the way of spectacular power.

Grand Rapids opened the game 
by kicking off to Al m a ’s ten where 
Wares took the ball and brought 
it back to the 30-yard line. On 
the first play Pink went for no 
gain, but then Wares took the ball 
for ifi yards and a first down. It 
looked like a march was on, as 
Walters picked up another first 
down on 11 yard plunge and Wares 
followed with five more yards.
