Washington figures show that col-
lege enrollment has fallen off at
leas: 10 per cent; the anal figure
may prove to be much higher. No-
body knows ye: exactly how dras-
tic the drop.

War needs for technical and pro-
fessional men have probably kept
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enrollment in such courses at a
relatively high lewel. However,
the liberal arts curricula have tak-
en a kick in the face which, as an
official in the Office of Education
here put it is “somewhat disturb-
ing."

What’s the answer? Apparently

there isn’t any while the war lasts
And it's a moot question whether
an answer should be sought before
the war’ end.
_Manpower Commissioner Mc-
Nutt has said that “nocessential
courses we have come to regard as
essential to a classical education
must be replaced. This war de-
mands chemists, engineers, doc-
tors. experts in nutrition, public
health and agriculture.”

once unraveled, seemed to echo
McNutt.

Since there’ nothing to be done

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about *Aar-insp:re<l  curriculum
changes, the attention of educa
tors here 1is now focused on two
problems: getting a specific policy
on the Selective <rrvice status of
college men, anc clearing the way
for much more govemr ent-financ-
ed college training.

The former presents some knot-
ty problems. Shal; Jeferment de-
pend entirely upon the courses
taken? Then what courses shall
be basis for deferment? How far
along in his studies should a stu-
dent be before he is considered for
deferment, if at all? Ar.d what
shout the IS and Id-year-olds if
the age limit is lowered?

Some of these questions have
bem partially answered, but on
the whole the answers have been
inadequate and confusing. A

clear-cut system is needed.

The question cf getting more
funds tc <finance capable students
was answered in small measure
us* spring when Congress aporo-
priated  $5,000,000 for student
loans. The money is being loaned
to students —\F
cneouscry. engineering,
eincluding veterinary;,
and pharmacy.

Eat sources here point out that
the fundjs not nearly large
enough. Four millions have al-
ready been allocated to 240 col-
leges. and the balance of $1,000,-
O«X* will be parcelled out soon. On
tne average, the schools got onl>
half the money requested. And
requests were presumably based
on direst need.

In order to get a loan from this
rand a student must be studying
Under the wartime speedup plan,
a situation that makes it virtually
impossible for him to take a job
on the side, or to work durine the
summer. If he can’t get a loan ami
must have help to get through,
scncol. there is only ore answer-
ge* out! Which may mean that a
man already partially trained for
hi?hly specialized work goes into
military service to do a job that
might be done by any one of thous-
ands of untrained recruits.

Severe, wartime logic leaves no
room tor argument on the guestion
of whether there should be more
.unds for this purpose. The ques-
tion of who shail have an educa-
tion should never be left \c eco-
nomic chance, or mischance. In
wartime it cannot be.

An official here points out rh*;
"if need can be shown, supplemen-
tal funds may be forthcoming.” It
is Congress, of course, that must
be *“shown. The question is do
congressmen recognize  4*noed"
when it scratches their eyeballs?
