W  e are met here today to pay h o m a g e  to the m e m o r y  of Doctor 

Randels. It is our purpose for one brief m o m e n t  to think upon and ex­
press an appreciation for the contributions m a d e  by this m a n  to this 
our world and our society. I a m  sure that he would have no part of 
these proceedings. I know that anything that would resemble adulation 
would only surprise him to think that anyone should m a k e  any fuss about 
what he had done. For he w a s  truly the humble servant, humble before 
his God, humble before his profession, humble before his fellow man. I 
would call this a simple man, simple in the sense that his perception has 
led him through the maze of superficiality to that cardinal principal 
that there is greatness in simplicity; simple in the sense that he was 
honest.

But w e  would be wrong if w e  should grieve his passing. After the 
initial shock w e  find that w e  carry no griet. \\ e carry no grief because 
this man, our teacher, is not dead. O u r  lesson under his tutelage has 
only begun, l or such a teacher was he and so imbued was he with his 
work that was his life, his entire being was a part of his teaching. H e  truly 
taught by example. Not a day will pass throughout our lives that some 
incident will not remind us of our Dr. Randels and bring to our minds 
all that he taught us and all that his life exemplified. A n d  this I can say 
for every student w h o  has k n o w n  him. regardless of his rank or ability 
as a student, regardless of whether his reputation on the campus was 
excellent, fair or poor. Dr. Randels understood every student, smart or 
dull, diligent or slack, profound or superficial. A n d  his interest was not 
that of a missionary seeking n e w  material to mould into a personality; 
it was that of a h u m a n  being seeking adventure a m o n g  his fellow men. 
If ever a man put into practice the axiom, ’‘All m e n  are created equal," 
this m a n  did so. H e  was one of the rarest of men, one w h o  knew 
and understood that the proposition that all m e n  are created equal was 
spoken not of the intellect but of the soul. It w a s  that realization which 
ma d e  him the truly democratic person that he was. A n d  for that reason 
we. his students, rich and poor, high and low, will never forget this man 
or his word. His selflessness will always put us to shame, his laughter 
and his chuckle will appear and reappear as each item of our daily rou­
tine calls to our minds again and again the truth of some witticism, of 
some obsenation he has made.

Even if one were to try. one could not possibly enumerate the many, 
m a n y  services that his m a n  has rendered to us, as students, and to his 
A l m a  Mater, not simply because they are so numerous but because they 
are mostly in th it realm of personal relations where one does not m e n ­
tion the service. A s  surely as the news of his passing has reached their 
ears, just so surely will m a n y  people recall the help this m a n  gave them. 
A n d  not a few of them, can recall that he. alone, would listen and help 
them, es. Dr. Randels w a s  k n o w n  not only as the defender of the 
underdogs but also the guardian of the eccentrics.

D e a d ?  Never! This m a n  shall never die. For as w e  go on through 
life, through its chaos, its temptations, its trials and tribulations, we 
shall grow disheartened and weary and w e  shall wonder " W T e r e  is the 
•m x /!/ . ^  ̂ ere ‘s good life? " W h e r e  is the democratic m a n ? "
W h e r e  is the m a n  w h o  is truly r.-.<ide in the image of G o d ? ” N o  one who 

has really known Prof. George B. Randels will ever surrender to those 
doubts.

No. there is no cause for mourning. This m a n  has had a rich life; 
he has left a fortune to a progeny that numbers into the hundreds: he has 
left a small part of his being with each of us.
... . If >'ou "'H Permil m e  10 us<* the words of another humble man:
It is rather for us. the living, to be dedicated" to the task which I be­

lieve he so nobly fostered and advanced throughout his lifetime, namely 
that ot bringing true tolerance into the world.

If he could speak to you n o w  I believe his words might be these: 
" G r o w  strong, m y  comrade - - - that you m a y  stand~ unshaken 
where I fall; that I m a y  k n o w  the shattered fragments of m y  
song will come at last to finer melody in you; that I m a y  tell 
m y  heart that you begin where passing I leave off. and fathom 
more."
