Associated College Press Gives
Critical Service to

For the second successive year
tlie Almanian was given a second
class rating by the Associated
Collegiate Press Critical Service in
its annual report published recent-
ly. Three hundred fifty-live news-
papers entered the Critical Serv-
ice. Two hundred ninety-nine were
included in the list of honor rat-
ings. The ranking is divided into
four classes: All-American. First
Class, Second Class, Third Class
and Fourth Class.

All papers are classified according
to the frequency of publication and
type of institution.
