Epileptic Colony

Thirty Visit State Institu­
tion at Wahjamega 

Thursday.
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Thirty sociology students trav­
eled to Wahjamega, the* Michigan 
F a i m  Colony for Epileptics, last 
Thursday. The tour was arranged 
by Miss Steward through Dr.
Dixon, head of the institution, as 
a supplement to the study of soc­
iological conditions.

A  clinic was put on for the ben­
efit of the visitors in the morning in 
the colony community house. Dr.
Dixon introduced the students to 
the topic with a brief lecture on 
the epileptic disease and attempt­
ed to describe the disease as it 
really is and not as m a n y  unin­
formed persons believe it is.

Dr. Dixon pointed out that 
there are approximately fifteen 
thousand epileptics in the state 
lut provision has been m a d e  for 
only one thousand of this number.
The rest are confined to their 
homes, and only the most danger­
ous are admitted to the state hos­
pital. W a h j a m e g a  is primarily an 
institution to piotect society from 
the epileptic and secondarily to try 
to help the sufferer.

T h e  doctor explained that epi­
lepsy is a constitutional personal­
ity deviation and such characteris­
tics as convulsions are the m an i ­
festations of the disease and are 
not the disease itself. A n  epileptic 
individual has the fundamental 
traits of the disease in his m a k e ­
up long before they become appar­
ent through such disturbances as 
convulsions.

If the disease is encouraged to 
crop out through a brain injury 
or som e  other unfortunate occur- 
ance it is only because the traits 
have always been present and 
have subconsciously b e e n re­

A  luncheon was served to the 
students in the community house 
dining room following the clinic. 
After the luncheon the visitors 
were taken o n  a tour through the 
various cottages and the hospital.

The male and female inmates 
are confined to cottages according 
to their grade of mentalitv and 
the nature of the disease. The w o ­
m e n  and girls in the higher grade 
cottage were able to assist each 
other when stricken with a con­
vulsion. They could also do things 
for themselves and some were 
very clever with the needle. But in 
the lowest grade cottage the piti­
ful creatures just sat around in­
capable of the slightest form of 
activity. M a n y  victims, ranging 
from two-year old babies to old 
m e n  and w o m e n  were confined in 
the hospital due to their inabilitv 
to do the simple body cares.

The administrative officers were 
located in the hospital. A  n e w  so­
cial service bureau has recentiv 

, l,een organized and a series of of 
fices have been opened for re-, 
search and statistical survey. Dr.
