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(Dr. Theodore Schreiber)
“The world is his who can see 

through its pretension . . . See it 
to be a lie, and you have already 
dealt ii its mortal blow” ( E m e r ­
son).

For twenty years we  have been 
talking P E A C E ,  but there was 
none, neither within our borders 
nor outside of them. Unemployed 
ex-soldiers had to be evicted from 
the Capitol by gas, rioting laborers 
could be subdued only by machine 
guns and some fellow citizens were 
shot in their backs by our authori­
tatively armed forces. As to the 
Great W a r  no one will deny that it 
was finished only on paper. W e  
have not even pardoned those loyal 
to the cause of peace and justice 
w h o  refused to be sold like tens of 
thousands to foreign governments 
under false pretense.

If w e  take a look at the official 
publications and proclamations is­
sued between 1017 and 1918, w e  
could despair of humanity. These 
documents were written by educa­
tors, divines; People w h o  are sup­
posed to k n o w  and to act better 
than professional profiteers w h o  
o w e  their luxurious existence to the 
selling of liquor, tobacco, drugs, 
gunpowder, sensational headlines, 
and literary trash to the highest 
bidder.

Yet, today, w e  follow them no 
less willingly than twenty years 
ago in whatever they want us to 
k n o w  and to forget, to eat and to 
drink, and to put on. W e  have 
learned little. W e  still are grown 
children or civilized savages falling 
for labels and gaudy trinkets with 
astonishing gullability. Advertis­
ing has become an art of deception. 
It is handled by experts not for but 
against the ignorant and uncritical. 
Thus, in all civilization, mass sup­
port is needed for everything—  
good or bad— and in a democracy 
as well in a dictatorship which, in 
turn, proves again that labels 
guarantee nothing.

W e  Talk of Rights
W e  talk of liberty and mean un ­

restrained power over our fellow’ 
men. W e  talk for the preservation 
of the Constitution and mean the 
preservation of formerly secured 
privileges. W e  talk for peace and 
m e a n  the retension of the spoils of 
former wars. W e  talk for the free­
d o m  of the press and often m e a n  
the right to lie, to misinterpret, to 
defame, and to spread scandals. W e  
talk of metaphysical religion and 
m e a n  the calcification of tradition­
al, but often falacious statements. 
W e  talk of Christianity and mea n  
our brand of it. W e  bemoan the 
passing of the “moral” order in 
society at large and wish for the 
continuation of flagrant social in­
equalities.

W e  assume the duty to mission- 
ize foreign lands, but feel most 
indignant about foreigners on our 
soil interfering with our “good old 
w a y  of doing things”— which is not 
always so good. W e  talk of educa­
tion and m e a n  animal training in 
a set of professional tricks. W e  
talk of culture and m e a n  the indul­
gence in technical devices of ani­
mal comfort that hasten our ulti­
mate destruction. W e  talk of 
“making a living” and m e a n  a more 
numerous experience of thrills 
registering in our spines instead of 
in our brain cavities.

W e  talk of charity and count the 
figures as if they could m ak e  up for our exploits. W e  glory in our 
democratic form of government, 
but as m em be rs  of the losing party 
w e  denounce the other side as the 
“gang in Washington”, and speak of the ruling majority as a “m o b ”. W e  boast of being the richest na­tion in the world, but w’e pay our tenchers meager salaries and keep the schools onen by making the 
sale of alcohol a government 
monopoly. W e  claim to be Chris­tian nation, but our lawlessness has i»o enual. not even in the jungle, 
and our divorce rate equals that of the godless Soviets.

Montigel Describes Mich. 
Oil Situation in Chapel

Mr. Kenneth Montigel gave an 
interesting outline of the history 
of the oil and gas industry in Mich­
igan in chapel last Thursday. He 
pointed out that Michigan w a s  sec­
ond to Pennsylvania in the produc­
tion of these two products in states 
east of the Mississippi. The rather 
tardy development of these re­
sources in our state, he blamed on 
the mantle of glacial drift covering 
this section of the country.

M a p s  showing the characteristics 
of the Michigan Basin, of which 
this area is the center, were pre­
sented. Mr. Montigel described the 
conditions necessary for the col­
lection of oil, mentioning the im­
pervious layer found underneath 
and the oil bearing porous forma­
tion found just above this in the 
production anticlines. Salt water 
is found under the oil and natural 
gas is generally found just above 
it and often within the oil itself.

Mr. Montigel described h o w  to go 
about drilling an oil well here and 
the necessary legal requirements. 
A  25 dollar fee is charged by  the 
Department of Conservation for 
each well bored, in addition to a 
thousand dollar bond which must 
be nested. It is also required that 
several pipes be fitted with each 
other as casing to keep commercial­
ly valuable brine from seeping in­
to the oil well. Mr. Montigel said 
it costs ten thousand dollars to drill 
to the Dundee formation and from 
six to ten thousand m or e  for equip­
ment.

There are two methods of oil 
drilling— the rotary method, used 
in the Southwest, and the percus­
sion method which is used in Michi­
gan. The latter m a k e s  use of a 
three thousand pound weight to 
drive the bit into the rock.

Mr. Montigel said that so far 
seven anticlines which might bear 
oil have been found in the state 
and that only three of these had 
been developed at all.

W e  Claim to Be Peaceful

W e  also say that w e  are the most 
peaceful people, but w e  murder 
over ten thousand fellow citizens 
and kill nearly 40.000 more on our 
highways within a single year, this 
being a greater number of fatali­
ties than of soldiers killed in ac­
tion during eighteen months of 
lighting in France! W e  have pro­
nounced and adhere to our own 
Monroe Doctrine, but w e  deny such 
to any other power. W e  even sta­
tion thousands of our soldiers in 
foreign lands to interfere with 
their h om e  policies, if they threaten 
to be adverse to our commercial in­
ti rests.

While we. a 150 years ago. drove 
our loyalist fellow citizens to C a n ­
ada and confiscated their property 
left behind, today w e  very actively 
"sympathize" with the Soviet sup­
ported Loyalists in Spain for their 
resistence to the Rebels, thereby 
forgetting that our o w n  General 
Washington is the proto-type ot 
General Franco in Rebel Spain. 
W e  also denounce the patriotism of 
certrin European statesmen and 
were quite accustomed to speak of 
-o valiant a patriot as Sondino in 
Nicaragua as if he were a bandit, 
while we take pride in pointing at 
the founders of our nation some of 
w h o m  had been successful s m u g ­
glers and privateers.

W e  take on a “holier-than-thou" 
attitude as to alleged atrocities in 
both Ethiopia and China, but we  
wisely keep still about > ur own 
"heroic acts" against Mexico un­
der our "Dollar Policy" and about 
our imperialism in Manila where 
General W o o d  in 190b had 500 men. 
w o ’ven and children shot to bits in 
a crater where they had taken 
refuge.

A n d  so one could go on tilling 
column after column with everyday 
inconsistencies. testimonies of 
double standards, illusions and de­
lusions of various kinds— some of 
them not without threatening dan­
gers of self-destruction. But our 
greatest dangers are those un­
recognized to be such.

H o w  can the world become a bet­
tor dwelling place, if w e  ourselves 
do not start today to m a k e  our im- j 
mediate neighborhood a better i 
one? Does not any improvement 
of conditions begin at h o m e "  Yet; 
the truth of the matter is that w e  
talk and keep on talking about the 
other fellow’s splinters. If better­
ment of world conditions is to 
eoire. w e  must, first of all. ex- i 
amine our o w n  inherited values, 
re-value them if they are wanting 
in order to put our o w n  house in j 
order first. Then, and only then 1 
w e  m a y  someday become qualified 
and justified in preaching about and j 
to our fellow humans bevond our 
borders as to possible desireable 
improvements.

W e  Need Change of Attitude
W e  cannot bring peace to any 

cne as long as w e  ourselves are 
restless. W e  cannot talk to out­
siders about race tolerance as long 
as our o w n  immigration laws are 
based on racial discriminations. W e  
cannot speak of justice and hu­
maneness as long as social injus­
tice and cruelties of m a n v  kinds tri­
u m p h  over the economically weaker 
fellow citizens within our o w n  c o m ­
munities. A n d  all this is there on­

ly by our o w n —  your and m y  suf­
ferance. W e  will be wiser by be­
ing hard with ourselves, but s ympa­
thetic with all others. Indeed, we 
must be absolutely intolerant with 
our o w n  deficiencies.

Let us form an A l m a  Legion of 
absolute intellectual honesty, ot 
truly unselfish citizenship, of fear­
less determination of living our 
convictions in everyday life by 
deeds. Or  in the words of E m e r ­
son: “Trust thyself . . . Act singly, 
and what you have always done 
singly will justify you now. Be it 
how it will, do right now. Always 
scorn appearances and you always 
may." Let us be what w e  should 
be and so often merely pretend to 
be.

S o m e  of us have not been afraid 
of death and are not afraid of it 
today. It i< more inportant that 
we are not afraid of life. Too m a n y  
a mo ng  us are afraid of truth. Let 
us join together in disarming ig­
norance and the power of mass 
fear. Let us a r m  ourselves with 
such weapons as knowledge, reason, 
moral stamina, and unselfish m o ­
tives. All else is idle talk and 
subterfuge.
