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(ACP) When college court
teams begin the 11)3{MO season,
they will play under revised bas-
ketball rules that are intended to
reduce fouling and minimize the
disadvantages many claimed exist-
ed under Inst year’s regulations.

Here is the complete list of rule
revisions announced in this year™
rule book:

L The end line <f the court
shall he four feet from the face
of the backboard (this had been
optional last season). The excep-
tion to this rule is for courts
whtre the physical limitations of
the Moor do not permit such an
extension, hut a two-foot minimum
i> required. The ideal court is ™
feet in length from outside line
to outside line with KB feet from
the face of one backboard to the
face of the other.

2. A slight change Inis been
made 1in the specifications of the
hall relative to its resiliency.

3. (a). After a free throw fronm
a technical foul, the ball is to be
awarded to the team which was
awarded the free throw, the hall
to be put in hounds at midcourt.

One of the most popular
of American sports, drawing
steadily increasing crowds, it was
once described as the "Ingenious
adaption of fundamental princi-
ples of Lacrosse and association
football to requirements of indoor
competition on gym floors."
