H e  contended, "To light 
G e r m a n y  would only place Us in a 
worse position than now. W e  will 
have a tempei to impose anothci 
Versailles Treaty and to tear it up 
W h e n  w e  smashed the Kaiser w* 
got something woi • W h a t  if w e  
-imish Hitler?'- Dr. Page allirmcd 
that the Christian w a y  is the wise 
way. T h e  democracies must rec 
ognize— the element of justice in 
Hitler’s claim and eo-openil* 
with (iermany to rectify the 
wrong done ln*i by the rleniocra- 
ck'S. “ Is killing the sons of God 
indiscriminately by explosives, fin ,

[ ooison, starvation, the method of 
a Christian?" he asked. “Jesus 
recognized that it, w h e n  you are 
confronted with evil, you engage 
in evil yourself, the consequence 
will be thi multiplication of evil. 
Th e  only w a y  to diminish evil is 
to refrain from evil and to legist 
evil with goodness."

In a student conducted woi ;hip 
service in the chapel of Kalam a z o o  
Cilloge Saturday morning, Kirby 
Page spoke on the theme, “T h y  
K i n g d o m  C o m e . ’’ lie asked the as­
sembled students whether they 
really wanted the K i n g d o m  of G o d  
to come-. If they did, they must 
prove it by their actions. H e  u rg­
ed college students to work for a 
just economic system, declaring 
'hat the motive of economic con­
duct in the piesent system of

economic individualism is self-in­
terest. “ If w e  work for self-in­
terest, are w e  working foi the 
K i n g d o m  of G o d  or against it?” 
he demanded. H e  advocated a new 
system of economic co-operation 
and mutual public ownership.
