These four pages and the dates on 
each one follow: (1) The Confes­
sion of Faith, 1650; (2) The Larg­
er Catechisme, 1649; (3) The
Shorter Catechisme, 1649; (4) A  
Directory of the Public Worship of 
God, 1650. T h e  first three parts 
are continuously pages, number­
ing 190. T h e  last section is sepa­
rately paged and contains 82 pag­
es.

This book was printed by one 
Evan Tyler, "printer to Kings 
Most Excellent Majesty,” in Edin­
burgh, Scotland. Dr. C'.iarles D. 
Brokenshire, head of the Religious 
Education department, thinks that 
the first edition must have been 
published in London, and that this 
is a second edition.

Miss Annette P. Ward, head li­
brarian, has requested Library of 
Congress cards for cataloging this 
valuable volume.
