In commenting on losing these four, Coach Macdonald said: “ 1 al­
ways dislike losing veterans and, in this instance, that feeling is great­ly multiplied. These boys have worked hard, sincerely trying to bring victory to Alma.”

Carter, w h o  is from Breckenridge but w h o  starred in high school football at St. Louis, is one of the finest pivot m e n  ever to wear a 
Scot uniform. His fine sportsmanship and his outstanding play, both on offense and defense, has w o n  the respect of opposing players, 
coaches, and his o w n  teammates, and should give him great consider­ation for all-MIAA honors.

O n e  of the most persevering m e m b e r s  of the squad for three years 
has been Ace Cutler, portly tackle from Sault Ste. Marie. H e  has gone 
at the g a m e  in a business-like manner. His love of the g a m e  has led him to keep statistics on the sport and he has a thorough knowledge of the grid game.

Three years of M I A A  competition, although great fun, has been a serious undertaking with Bill Ginther, Traverse City backfield man, 
and no one has ever accused him of stalling in a game. Since taking over the football position the latter part of this season, he has done a 
good job of backing up the line, m aking m a n y  fine tackles.

Deserving of special mention is Captain D u c k y  Smith, diminutive 
back of Charlotte. Ducky, w h o  was the only Scot selected to the all- 
M I A A  team last year, has been an outstanding runner for three years 
of varsity competition. Although captain of the team and with the Michigan Normal g a m e  his last, Smith did not start last Friday be­
cause of ligament injuries received in the Kalamazoo game. H e  did, however, get into the g a m e  for a short time.

I wish at this time to express to these four fellows, and to the 
team as a whole and Coach Macdonald, m y  appreciation for the fine 
w a y  in which they have co-operated with m e  during the season just 
past and for the w a y  in which they have generally received m y  press offerings.

I also wish to take the liberty of thanking the boys, for the stu­
dent body, the faculty, the administration, and publicly for Mac, for 
their efforts on the gridiron this season in behalf of A l m a  college.
