College students and professors are many times accused
of leading a sheltered and cloistered existence “comfortably
removed from the dust and heat of everyday life.” This ac-
cusation has been made specifically in relation to this current
war; and. we must admit, to a certain extent, that this is
true!

If it is true to any extent, college people must use every
medium available to obliterate this conception. If college
personnel and college life are to take their rightful place in
American democracy, they must become more closely -aligned
with the political and economic movements of the times.

This council has made definite plans for
the furtherance of the war effort. The sale of war bonds and
stamps, the purchasing of tlags and plaques, the establish-
ment of a community speaker’s bureau and many other pro-
jects have already been promulgated. Each student and fac-
ulty member, by contributing to the activities and projects
of this organization, will be making a real and tangible con-
tribution to the biggest job that has ever been placed before
us. Here is our opportunity to obliterate this faulty concep-
tion held by many people that the personnel of American
education is complacent and far removed from the reality
of our day.

“To the vast undergraduate body throughout America
the campus is an intense and deliberate preliminary battle
station.” A recent pamphlet entitled, "What the Colleges are
Doing,"” in which the above statement appears, tells some-
thing of the changes brought to the nation’s colleges by the
war.

It tells of aeclerated programs, of increased emphasis on
technical and scientific subjects, of Army and Navy men in-
vading the college campus—and in a comparison, we find
that Alma college is becoming ever more typical of the col-
lege today.

Here, students are taking extra hours so they can gradu-
ate in three years: both men and women are concentrating
on mathematics, physics, and chemistry; college facilities
will soon be used by over *200 Navy men. who will be given
specialized training for future service; and the entire student
body and faculty are beginning to cooperate in putting over
an all-out war-aid program.

Alma college is a small liberal arts school, but just as
surely as are the universities of the nation, she and the others
like her. are becoming “preliminary battle stations.” They
form one more line in the educational battle front which will
do such a vital part in winning both the war and the peace.

Stand by for the Sorrier Edition

Next week there will be a special service edition of the
Almanian. sponsored by the Alma College War council, and
devoted entirely to news of Alma men and women in the
armed services and of the war work here on the campus front.
It is intended to give Alma’s men in the services news about
each other and about their Alma mater, and to help us all
realize more fully the scope of Alma’s participation in the
war effort.

As in any other undertaking, cooperation will be neces-
sary. The Almanian staff is particularly eager to have news
about alumni and former students serving their country, and

desires excerpts of letters from the fellows. Through the let-

ters. it will be possible to catch up on the news of “what
they’re doing” and “how they like it.” All contributions
should be given to the editor by Saturday in order to assure
publication.
